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Countering information terrorism in the United States is a critical area of
research that intersects national security, cyber intelligence, media studies, and public
policy. Information terrorism, often understood as the deliberate use of false or
manipulated information to cause harm, disrupt stability, or undermine trust in
institutions, has become a prominent threat in the digital age. In the United States,
various actors — including state-sponsored groups, non-state actors, and ideologically
driven individuals — have exploited digital platforms to spread misinformation, sow
discord, and influence public opinion. This thesis examines the mechanisms, actors,
impacts, and countermeasures associated with information terrorism in the United
States, providing a framework for policymakers, technologists, and security experts
to address this evolving threat [9, p. 34-40].

Information terrorism typically employs disinformation, misinformation, and
«fake news» to influence public perception and behaviors, often with the aim of
creating divisions within society. For instance, during the 2016 U.S. presidential
election, Russian operatives conducted large-scale disinformation campaigns on
social media platforms, including Facebook, Twitter, and Instagram [1, p. 717-726].
These campaigns sought to polarize American citizens on contentious social issues,
such as race, gun control, and immigration, exacerbating existing societal divides and
fostering mistrust in democratic processes. Similarly, extremist groups have utilized
platforms like YouTube, Reddit, and Telegram to spread conspiracy theories and
radical ideologies, as seen in the QAnon movement, which spread baseless theories
that undermined trust in government institutions and law enforcement. The role of
cybersecurity in countering information terrorism cannot be understated, as
information terrorists frequently use hacking and data leaks to legitimize false
narratives. Enhancing cybersecurity defenses within both government and private
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sector organizations is thus crucial. Measures such as improved encryption, rigorous
access control policies, and regular vulnerability assessments can mitigate risks.
Additionally, increasing investments in cybersecurity talent development is essential,
as the demand for skilled professionals in this field far exceeds the supply [7, p. 850-
868].

The structure of information terrorism is multifaceted, involving various actors
who employ sopbhisticated techniques to influence and mislead audiences. State-
sponsored actors, particularly those affiliated with foreign governments, engage in
«information warfare» as a form of non-traditional aggression against other countries.
Russia, for example, has used its Internet Research Agency (IRA) to orchestrate
disinformation campaigns targeting the United States, utilizing social media «bots»
and trolls to amplify divisive content. Iran and China have also been implicated in
similar operations, employing cyber propaganda as a means of influencing public
opinion and international relations. Non-state actors, including terrorist groups like
ISIS, have adopted information terrorism tactics as part of their recruitment strategies,
using graphic videos, encrypted communication apps, and social media to promote
extremist narratives [5, p. 169-185].

The impact of information terrorism on American society is profound and far-
reaching. First, it erodes public trust in credible sources of information, particularly
in journalism and government communications. When false information circulates
widely, it becomes difficult for the public to discern truth from falsehood, which
undermines informed decision-making and democratic processes. For example,
during the COVID-19 pandemic, misinformation campaigns spread conspiracy
theories about the origins and effects of the virus, casting doubt on the scientific
community and hindering public health efforts. Additionally, disinformation has
exacerbated divisions within American society, fueling polarized narratives that
divide communities along ideological lines. Research shows that the more polarized
a society becomes, the easier it is for external actors to manipulate public opinion, as
people are more likely to consume and believe information that aligns with their pre-
existing beliefs [2, p. 89-109].

Efforts to counter information terrorism in the United States encompass a range
of strategies, from technological interventions to legislative actions. Social media
platforms, recognizing their role in the dissemination of false information, have
implemented various measures to curb the spread of disinformation. Facebook, for
instance, introduced fact-checking partnerships and algorithms that reduce the
visibility of false content. Twitter has applied warning labels to tweets that contain
potentially misleading information, particularly around elections and public health.
However, these platforms face challenges in balancing freedom of speech with the

need to prevent harm, and critics argue that these measures are insufficient, as

misinformation often spreads faster than it can be identified and removed [6, p. 1417-
1435].

The U.S. government has also undertaken initiatives to counter information
terrorism. The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) established the
Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Agency (CISA) to safeguard the nation’s
critical infrastructure, including the information environment. CISA’s efforts involve
working with private sector partners to identify and mitigate disinformation threats,
particularly in the context of election security. Furthermore, in 2018, Congress passed
the Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Act, which expanded federal powers to
combat cyber threats, including those related to information terrorism. However, there
IS an ongoing debate about the appropriate role of government in regulating online
content, with concerns over potential infringements on civil liberties [8].

Education and media literacy programs have emerged as vital tools for building
societal resilience against information terrorism. By equipping citizens with critical
thinking skills and the ability to evaluate sources, these programs aim to reduce the
influence of disinformation. For example, the «<MediaWise» initiative by the Poynter
Institute trains young people to identify misinformation and has reached millions of
Americans through online courses and workshops. Similarly, some states have
introduced media literacy curricula in schools, teaching students how to verify
information and identify credible sources. Such efforts are particularly important in
the digital age, where individuals are inundated with vast amounts of information and
are often unaware of the tactics used by information terrorists to manipulate audiences
[3, p. 206-217].

Looking to the future, countering information terrorism in the United States will
require a collaborative, multidisciplinary approach that involves government
agencies, technology companies, academia, and civil society. Advances in artificial
intelligence (Al) hold promise for identifying and mitigating disinformation, with
algorithms capable of detecting manipulated media and suspicious patterns of content
dissemination. However, there are ethical and technical challenges associated with Al
deployment, as it must be carefully designed to avoid bias and respect privacy.
Additionally, strengthening international cooperation on information security will be
essential, as information terrorism often transcends national borders. Organizations
such as the Global Internet Forum to Counter Terrorism (GIFCT) have made strides
in fostering cross-border collaboration, bringing together industry and government
leaders to share best practices in combating online extremism and disinformation [4,
p. 5-10].

In conclusion, information terrorism poses a significant threat to the stability,
security, and democratic integrity of the United States. While the country has taken

strides to counter this threat through technological, governmental, and educational
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initiatives, the complexity and scale of the problem demand continued innovation and
cooperation. The rise of digital platforms has provided new avenues for malicious
actors to manipulate information and influence public opinion, necessitating a
comprehensive and adaptive response. By fostering media literacy, advancing
technological defenses, and developing robust regulatory frameworks, the United
States can strengthen its resilience against information terrorism and safeguard the
foundations of democratic society.
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The international image of a state is a comprehensive view of the country that is
formed on the basis of its foreign policy, level of economic development, cultural
achievements and social stability. This image is an important component of
international relations, as it affects the perception of the state by other countries and
the international community. A positive image helps to attract investment, strengthen
diplomatic ties, develop economic contacts, and increase tourist attractiveness, while a
negative image, on the contrary, can lead to isolation, conflict, and a decrease in trust.

The state image is used as an instrument of soft power when it is formed and
broadcast. This approach emphasizes the importance of economic, political, security,
cultural, social, and diplomatic instruments that contribute to the formation of a
favorable image of the nation. The use of cultural diplomacy, media strategy,
participation in international organizations, sporting events, humanitarian aid,
environmental and economic projects are some of the main tools that governments use
to improve their image. The methods a country chooses to use to promote its image is
crucial because they are the main factors that determine how a country will be
perceived by the international world.

In shaping its image, the United States began to demonstrate itself as a country
of freedom and democracy in the eighteenth century, around the time of the
Revolutionary War and the inauguration of the Constitution. This era shaped the
fundamental principles that are still crucial to the American image today. The Civil
War and the abolition of slavery cemented the United States' reputation as a champion
of human rights, proving that it was ready for radical reforms in the name of equality.
The Second World War defined the role of the United States as a global fighter for
freedom, and the postwar generosity of the Marshall Plan only strengthened its image
as a humanitarian and economic superpower. The War for Independence, the adoption
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of the Constitution, participation in world wars and the Cold War all contributed to the
country's reputation as a champion of freedom and democracy [4].

In addition, the United States actively uses cultural diplomacy as part of its soft
power to popularize its values in the world. Hollywood, music, art, scientific and
technological achievements - all these areas contribute to the spread of American
ideals. Films and music tell the story of American freedom, equality, and
individualism, creating a positive image of the United States among global audiences.
Scientific progress also plays an important role, from space achievements to the latest
technologies. The United States is a world leader in innovation, which strengthens its
Image as a high-tech power [2].

As a recognized leading player on the world stage, the United States of America
has a complex international image that has been shaped by its significant economic
potential, cultural influence, and key role in the global legal system. However, modern
life poses new challenges that affect the perception of the United States on the world
stage. Many issues, ranging from political polarization to environmental problems,
require a thorough reassessment and adaptation of the country's image promotion
strategy. Let us consider the main challenges facing the international image of the
United States, as well as potential ways of its further evolution [1].

In recent years, there has been a marked increase in political polarization within
the United States, as well as social contradictions and protests, especially regarding
issues of racial and economic inequality. Internal contradictions reveal vulnerabilities
in the American democratic system, drawing close attention from the international
community and affecting the perception of the United States as a bastion of stability.
The phenomenon of political polarization complicates the formation of a coherent
foreign policy, potentially undermining the country's position in the international arena
[5].

The military operations conducted by the United States in Irag, Afghanistan, and
other countries have contributed to a complex perception of America in many regions,
especially in the Middle East. Military interventions often give the impression of a
desire for hegemony rather than a genuine commitment to preserving democratic
values, leading to a decline in confidence in the United States as a guarantor of peace
and stability. This poses a serious challenge to American diplomats in developing
innovative strategies aimed at strengthening the perception of the nation as a guardian
of the world order.

The phenomenon of climate change is a critical challenge for modern society,
and the position taken by the United States on this issue has a profound impact on its
global reputation. Given the economic and technological capabilities of the United
States, inconsistent environmental policy is criticized and undermines the country's

reputation as a reliable partner committed to sustainable development. The United
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States' involvement in green energy and climate change initiatives has the potential to
strengthen the country's position in the international arena, but it requires a stable and
consistent policy framework.

In the current environment, the United States also faces an escalation of cyber
threats and information attacks aimed at undermining the integrity of its institutions
and media. Cyberattacks and disinformation initiatives undermine the effectiveness of
American digital diplomacy and can negatively impact the country's reputation,
thereby affecting the credibility of its information assets.

Potential ways to develop the image of the United States include the following

— a proactive approach to addressing climate change and promoting green
energy initiatives can significantly improve the perception of the United States on the
world stage;

— the practice of cultural diplomacy, which includes the dissemination of
American culture through art, film, music, and literature, continues to serve as a
powerful tool for shaping a favorable image of the United States;

— exchange programs, such as the Fulbright Program, improve the image of
the United States among young people, a demographic group that is one of the most
active and influential audiences in the world;

— modern digital platforms provide the United States with opportunities for
direct communication with the global community. The development of digital
diplomacy allows the United States to participate in global events, spread its ideologies
and principles, and cultivate a modern and transparent representation of the nation;

— commitment to global security through active participation in peacekeeping
operations and humanitarian assistance. Such initiatives will strengthen the image of
the United States as a committed ally in strengthening global stability and ready to
assist regions in difficulty;

— achievements in science and technology contribute to the formation of a
favorable image of the United States as a center of innovation, where new ideas and
achievements are born. And leadership in artificial intelligence, combined with
significant achievements in space exploration and medical science, strengthens the
reputation of the United States as a technologically advanced and forward-thinking
nation [3].

Thus, the perception of the United States in the world is multifaceted and is
shaped by various factors, from domestic stability to the effectiveness of foreign policy
and participation in addressing global threats. Modern challenges, such as polarization,
environmental threats, and information attacks, affect America's reputation, but at the
same time open up ways to revive the nation's identity as an environmentally conscious,
innovative, and reliable global leader.
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Ukraine's declared course towards European integration entails not only political
and economic alignment with the European Union (EU) countries but also requires a
profound reform of national environmental legislation. This involves the adaptation of
existing legal frameworks to meet the EU standards and directives, as well as the
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implementation of modern methods for ensuring environmental safety. Key
components of this process include the harmonization of environmental protection
norms with European principles of sustainable development and the integration of
ecological requirements into all sectors of society, including the economy, industry,
and agriculture. Additionally, this process foresees the wide application of innovative
technologies to prevent pollution, efficient management of natural resources, and
active participation in international environmental initiatives [1, c. 210].

Europe is one of the regions in the world with a high concentration of industrial
enterprises, developed agriculture, an extensive transportation infrastructure, high
population density, and a significant level of urbanization. These factors have a
powerful impact on the environmental condition of each country on the continent.
Since economic activity in any European country directly affects the state of the
environment in neighboring states, national environmental problems quickly escalate
into pan-European issues. In this context, the issue of environmental cooperation
between countries becomes particularly important.

Europe functions as a single natural and economic complex, where various
natural zones, geographical belts, and natural-economic territories are united by a
common system of ecological connections. Shared responsibility for the protection and
preservation of the environment dictates the necessity for coordinating efforts among
the countries of the region to address environmental challenges. The effectiveness of
such cooperation directly influences the preservation of the continent's natural
environment. This involves the implementation of a unified environmental policy that
takes into account the common natural conditions and issues of European countries.
The absence of proper coordination and agreed actions can lead to intensified negative
environmental consequences and complicate the resolution of pan-European problems
[1,c.212].

Environmental protection is one of the most developed and integrated policies
within the European Union. Starting with the early steps towards the creation of a
single internal market, the EU gradually expanded its activities in environmental
policy. This policy was first reflected in 1967 when the Directive on the Harmonized
Classification and Labelling of Dangerous Substances was adopted. This directive
became one of the first initiatives aimed at ensuring high environmental protection
standards.

An important milestone in the development of environmental policy came in
1987 when a separate section dedicated to environmental protection was included in
the Treaty Establishing the European Union. This solidified environmental objectives
as one of the key components of the Union's integration policy. The core principles are
ensuring sustainable development, preventing environmental threats, and applying the

principles of "polluter pays" and "precaution”.
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Today, a significant part of the national environmental policies of EU member
states is shaped by supranational directives and regulations adopted at the EU level.
European environmental legislation covers a wide range of topics, including climate
change, biodiversity protection, waste management, and water resource protection. As
a result, the EU has succeeded in creating a strong supranational framework that allows
for the coordination of the actions of various member states to achieve common
environmental goals and address global environmental challenges [2, c. 13].

The EU faces complex environmental challenges, ranging from climate change
and biodiversity loss to resource depletion and pollution. To tackle these issues,
European environmental policy adheres to the principles of precaution, prevention,
pollution rectification, and the implementation of the "polluter pays" principle. In 2019,
the European Commission launched the European Green Deal, placing environmental
challenges at the forefront of EU policymaking [3].

The policy of development lies at the heart of the European Union's foreign
policy. It is aimed at reducing and ultimately eradicating poverty and is central to the
EU’s response to the United Nations 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. Its
goals include promoting sustainable growth, protecting human rights and democracy,
achieving gender equality, fostering peace and inclusive societies, and addressing
environmental and climate challenges. The EU works on a global scale and is the
world's largest donor of development aid.

The European Union supports developing countries by promoting sustainable
development and stability. The long-term goal is to eradicate poverty, a central
objective of the EU's foreign policy since the establishment of the European
Development Fund (EDF) under the Treaty of Rome in 1957. The EDF was created to
support special relationships with former colonies. Since January 1, 2021, EU
development aid is provided through the broad Neighborhood, Development and
International Cooperation Instrument (NDICI-Global Europe). This instrument has
consolidated several previous EU external financing mechanisms. The European
Union and its member states together are the world's leading donor of aid, providing
€70.2 billion in official development assistance in 2021. Development cooperation is
a shared competence of the EU: it can conduct joint development policy, provided it
does not hinder member states from exercising their own competence in this matter [4].

For example, the Federal Foreign Office of Germany, together with Adelfi (a
leading independent think tank and consultancy specializing in climate, environmental,
and development policy) and other partners, has been implementing the "Climate
Diplomacy" initiative, along with a series of activities aimed at supporting climate
change actions. On September 9, 2014, diplomats from three countries organized the
German-British-French Climate Diplomacy Day. Later, the EU foreign ministers

agreed to transform it into the European Climate Diplomacy Day. Over time, EU
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delegations and member states' embassies began organizing Climate Diplomacy Weeks
abroad, focused on raising awareness of climate change and the need for action in this
area [5]. The 2018 EU report on climate diplomacy recognizes climate change as a
complex threat increasingly shaping European foreign policy and calls for greater
parliamentary involvement. Strengthening the participation of parliamentarians indeed
aligns with the interests of climate diplomacy. [6].

In order to formulate an appropriate policy and well-founded long-term
strategies, as well as to conduct outreach efforts on this issue, it is essential to have a
deep understanding of climate diplomacy and the specifics of climate impacts and
policies in each region [5].

Conclusions: 1. The European Union plays a key role in shaping global
environmental policy, using its institutions to implement high standards of
environmental protection. This policy is integrated into all aspects of the EU’s external
relations, including cooperation with neighboring and partner countries, fostering
international cooperation in the field of sustainable development and environmental
protection.

2. The process of adapting Ukraine’s legislation to EU standards involves
reforming the legal framework in the field of environmental protection and integrating
environmental standards into all sectors of Ukraine’s economy, which is an integral
part of its European integration.

3. Major environmental challenges for the EU, such as climate change, pollution,
and biodiversity loss, drive the development of innovative policies and solutions. The
European Green Deal stands at the forefront of these initiatives, aimed at addressing
environmental issues by transitioning to a sustainable economy.

4. The EU supports sustainable development within the framework of global
cooperation through international initiatives and financial assistance to developing
countries. This aid is part of the EU's overall strategy to ensure environmental security
and promote environmentally sustainable development worldwide.
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The impact of globalization on foreign relations between the United States and
China has been profound, complex, and multifaceted, affecting economic, political,
and cultural dimensions. As the world becomes increasingly interconnected, the
interactions between these two global powers illustrate both the benefits and tensions
that accompany globalization. This thesis examines the economic interdependence
forged through globalization, the competition for global influence, the impact on
national security concerns, and the shifting cultural perceptions between the two
nations, illustrating how globalization has both fostered cooperation and deepened
rivalries [5].

One of the most significant aspects of globalization’s influence on U.S.-China
relations is economic interdependence. Beginning in the late 20th century, the rise of
global supply chains allowed American companies to outsource manufacturing to
China, capitalizing on lower labor costs and efficient production processes. This led

to rapid economic growth in China, transforming it into the «world’s factory» and
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driving unprecedented prosperity. For example, American technology firms like
Apple rely heavily on Chinese manufacturing facilities, and companies such as
Walmart source numerous products from China to keep costs down for U.S.
consumers [6, p. 33-35]. This interdependence means that both countries have a vested
Interest in maintaining stable economic relations. However, it has also led to concerns
within the United States about trade imbalances, as the U.S. has consistently run a
trade deficit with China, which some argue has impacted domestic manufacturing
jobs. Furthermore, China’s economic rise has prompted calls in the U.S. for greater
protectionism and a «decoupling» from Chinese supply chains to reduce reliance on
Chinese goods [7].

Political relations between the United States and China are another domain
where globalization has had a major impact. Globalization has amplified the
significance of multilateral institutions and global governance, where both nations
often find themselves in opposition on issues ranging from human rights to
environmental policies. For example, China’s participation in international
organizations, such as the United Nations and the World Trade Organization, has
allowed it to assert its global influence and challenge Western hegemony. While the
U.S. has traditionally dominated these institutions, China has increasingly used its
economic power to gain influence, exemplified by initiatives such as the Belt and
Road Initiative (BRI) [8]. The BRI, a global infrastructure development project, has
allowed China to forge partnerships across Asia, Africa, and Latin America, thereby
expanding its geopolitical influence and challenging U.S.-led alliances. The United
States has responded with its own Indo-Pacific strategies to counter China’s
expanding influence, such as forming partnerships with Japan, India, and Australia
through the Quad. Thus, globalization has intensified the strategic rivalry between the
U.S. and China, as both countries seek to shape the global order in line with their
respective values and interests [4, p. 48-60].

National security concerns have also become more pronounced under the
influence of globalization, especially with the advent of digital globalization and
advancements in technology. Both nations have invested significantly in cyber
capabilities, and accusations of cyber-espionage have become frequent points of
contention. The case of Huawei, a Chinese telecommunications company, exemplifies
the clash between economic globalization and national security. The U.S. has accused
Huawei of espionage on behalf of the Chinese government and has restricted its access
to American technology, pressuring allies to do the same. This incident illustrates the
complexity of globalization, as the U.S. faces the challenge of maintaining
technological leadership and protecting national security while participating in a
global economy that includes Chinese tech firms. China, in response, has increased

its investment in domestic technologies, aiming to reduce its dependence on U.S.
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technology and achieve self-sufficiency, a move that further escalates technological
competition and points to a potential bifurcation of global technological standards [3].

Globalization has impacted cultural relations between the United States and
China. As the two countries interact more closely, they are exposed to each other’s
values, ideologies, and media. American culture, through Hollywood, social media,
and brands, has had a significant impact on Chinese society, especially among
younger generations who consume Western content. At the same time, China has
sought to promote its own cultural influence globally, including efforts to control
narratives about Chinese policies and initiatives. For instance, China has invested
heavily in soft power initiatives like the Confucius Institutes, which promote Chinese
language and culture worldwide. However, these cultural exchanges have not always
led to mutual understanding. Growing nationalist sentiments in both countries, fueled
partly by globalization’s rapid pace, have led to stereotypes and mistrust, with some
Americans perceiving China as a threat to their way of life and some Chinese viewing
the U.S. as an impediment to China’s rightful place on the global stage [2].

In summary, globalization has left an indelible mark on the foreign relations
between the United States and China, embedding their interactions within a global
network of economic, political, technological, and cultural exchanges. These
interconnected relationships have resulted in both unprecedented cooperation and
significant challenges. While globalization has facilitated economic growth and
interdependence, it has also intensified competition and mistrust, particularly in areas
like technology and national security. The trajectory of U.S.-China relations will
likely continue to oscillate between collaboration and rivalry, influenced by global
challenges such as climate change, public health, and technological advancement. As
both countries seek to assert their influence, the world watches closely, understanding
that the future of globalization itself may hinge on how effectively the United States
and China can manage their complex relationship. Balancing cooperation with
competition will be essential not only for the stability of U.S.-China relations but also
for the health and resilience of the interconnected global system they inhabit [1].

In conclusion, globalization has deeply influenced foreign relations between the
United States and China by fostering economic interdependence, intensifying political
and strategic rivalries, raising national security concerns, and shaping cultural
perceptions. While globalization has led to cooperation in some areas, such as trade
and international institutions, it has also created conflicts as both nations seek to assert
their influence in a rapidly changing global landscape. The future of U.S.-China
relations will likely depend on how both countries navigate the challenges and
opportunities presented by globalization, balancing competition with the need for
cooperation on issues such as climate change, global health, and cybersecurity. The

case of U.S.-China relations thus serves as a powerful example of globalization’s dual

role as both a bridge and a barrier between the world’s most influential nations.
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Since 2014, civil society in Ukraine has played a crucial role in countering
Russian disinformation and propaganda. While state institutions were only beginning
to grasp the scale of the problem and were working to establish a regulatory framework,
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civil society organizations, thanks to their flexibility, were able to respond quickly to
new challenges. Ukrainian civil society organizations (CSOs), media watchdogs, fact-
checking platforms have mobilized their resources to counteract Russian narratives.
For instance, immediately after the annexation of Crimea in 2014, the volunteer fact-
checking initiative StopFake emerged, aimed at debunking Russian fakes. This
initiative later grew into a formal civil society organization that has been working
systematically in this area for 10 years already. In 2016, the organization Detector
Media released one of the first reports analyzing propaganda narratives and offering
recommendations for stakeholders. Over the course of more than 10 years of Russian
aggression, numerous fact-checking initiatives have emerged in Ukraine, making
disinformation counteraction one of the top priorities for Ukrainian CSOs [2].

The aim of this theses is to analyze the role of Ukrainian civil society in
combating Russian propaganda narratives on social media, focusing on the tools and
strategies that strengthen information resilience.

According to studies by organizations like the Debunk Disinformation Center,
the Kremlin invested $1.9 billion in Russian propaganda in 2023 and spending on state-
sponsored media has tripled since 2021. With these resources, Russian state-controlled
media and social media channels target both Russian and Ukrainian audiences, as well
as international communities, with narratives designed to influence perceptions and
cause disturbance [1].

The work of civil society organizations has significantly strengthened Ukrainian
society’s resilience to disinformation following Russia's full-scale invasion on
February 24, 2022. But they had to adapt to new conditions, facing challenges such as
cyberattacks, large-scale information campaigns, and the emergence of new
propaganda channels. Nevertheless, they continued their work, focusing on monitoring
Russian disinformation, fact-checking, creating media content, conducting trainings to
promote media literacy, developing online courses, and holding public online and
offline events [2].

Some of the leading organizations involved in debunking and raising awareness
about Russian propaganda include StopFake, Vox Ukraine, Detector Media and the
Center for Democracy and Rule of Law. These initiatives collaborate closely with
journalists, experts, policymakers to combat disinformation through a variety of
methods. These organizations publish accessible, easy-to-read analyses that expose
fake news and provide context to clarify why these narratives are inaccurate. StopFake
and VoxCheck are primarily devoted to debunking. There are other media projects, for
instance, NotaEnota — a Facebook project that works on debunking and education.
DisinfoChronicle — a project of Detector Media, where the team collects and
documents real-time chronicles of the Kremlin disinformation about the Russian

invasion of Ukraine [4].
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Ukrainian CSOs have also built partnerships with government organizations to
extend their impact. For example, through initiatives like the Comprehensive
Information and Awareness Campaign Against Disinformation, which ran from June
2023 to August 2024, civil society groups partnered with allies to push back against
disinformation narratives on a national scale. The campaign was led by the nonprofit
organization Smart Angel, with support from expert disinformation countering
organizations, including the Ukrainian Institute of Media and Communication, Vox
Ukraine, StopFake, Detector Media, the Center for Democracy and Rule of Law and
others [1].

The coordinated efforts of Ukrainian civil society have generated substantial
results in countering Russian disinformation on social media. Over 13 months, the
Comprehensive Information and Awareness Campaign Against Disinformation
recorded a digital reach of 224 million on various digital resources. The campaign also
reached 42 million unique TV viewers, illustrating the high level of public engagement
with content designed to counter propaganda [3].

A completely new direction in the work of the Ukrainian civic sector is the
documentation of war crimes. Not only human rights organizations, such as ZMINA,
but also media organizations, primarily those engaged in journalistic investigations or
media research, such as «Slidstvo.Info» and «Laboratory of Public Interest
Journalism», have been actively involved in this work. Based on the collected data and
analysis, these organizations create media products about Russian crimes for Ukrainian
and foreign audiences [2].

Ukrainian state institutions, such as the Center for Countering Disinformation
under the National Security and Defense Council of Ukraine, have coordinated with
civil society to implement a unified strategy to combat disinformation. Together, they
use digital platforms and traditional media channels to disseminate accurate
information on key topics such as national security, historical context, and civic
awareness. By supporting and activating the work of civil society, the Ukrainian
government is strengthening the media’s resilience against external influence [4].

While Ukrainian civil society has made significant progress, challenges remain.
Russian propaganda continues to evolve, utilizing new technologies, including
artificial intelligence, to spread more sophisticated narratives. The high cost of
maintaining these counter-disinformation efforts also poses obstacles. In addition,
disinformation remains widespread, and while awareness of it has increased, there are
still segments of the population that are vulnerable to Russian influence. Going
forward, Ukrainian civil society must continue to innovate, strengthen partnerships
with international allies and expand media literacy to stay ahead of the evolution of
propaganda tactics [2].

Ukrainian civil society has become a powerful force in counteracting Russian
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propaganda on social media, using a combination of fact-checking, media literacy, and
collaboration with the government. Their ongoing efforts are essential in safeguarding
Ukraine’s information landscape. Through continued cooperation, Ukrainian civil
society will remain at the forefront of the fight against Russian disinformation,
contributing not only to national security but also to a global movement for accountable
media.

THE ROLE OF PUBLIC DIPLOMACY IN SHAPING THE IMAGE OF THE
GREAT BRITAIN IN THE USA

Public diplomacy has long been an essential tool in the realm of international
relations, with nations using cultural exchanges, media influence, and educational
programs to build positive images abroad. In the context of Great Britain’s efforts in
the United States, public diplomacy has been instrumental in shaping perceptions,
maintaining a «special relationship», and fostering an image that aligns with British
foreign policy objectives. This relationship is particularly noteworthy due to the deep
historical, political, and cultural ties between the two nations, which have been
carefully curated and maintained through strategic public diplomacy [7].

One of the most prominent examples of British public diplomacy in the U.S. is
the British Council, an organization dedicated to promoting British culture and
educational opportunities worldwide. The British Council plays a significant role in
shaping an image of the UK as a hub of culture, innovation, and intellectual
excellence. Through programs in art, education, science, and English language
teaching, the British Council reaches a diverse American audience, promoting a
positive and modern image of Great Britain. For instance, by organizing cultural
events and art exhibitions, the British Council has helped position the UK as a nation
rich in heritage yet forward-thinking, which appeals to American audiences interested
in arts and global cultural contributions [9, P. 612-625].

Another facet of British public diplomacy is the exchange programs and
scholarships provided to U.S. students, such as the Marshall Scholarship. Named after
General George Marshall, this scholarship brings outstanding American students to
study in the UK, fostering people-to-people connections that shape perceptions on an
individual level. Since its establishment in 1953, the Marshall Scholarship has created
a network of alumni who return to the United States with a deep appreciation for
British culture, society, and values. This scholarship not only strengthens academic
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ties between the two countries but also subtly influences American views of the UK,
helping to cultivate an image of Britain as a leading global educational centre and a
friendly ally [6, P. 305-312].

The media has also been a powerful channel for British public diplomacy,
especially with the global presence of the British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC).
Through the BBC World Service and BBC America, the British government has
subtly projected its perspective on global issues, presenting itself as a reliable source
of information and commentary. For example, BBC America has gained popularity
with a variety of British television series, from «Doctor Who» to «Sherlock», which
not only entertain but also introduce American audiences to British culture and
societal values. This cultural familiarity reinforces the idea of Great Britain as
culturally sophisticated, respectful of intellectual traditions, and modern, all of which
serve to strengthen Britain’s diplomatic stance in the U.S. and bolster its «soft power».
Furthermore, the British film and entertainment industry, while not traditionally seen
as direct public diplomacy, plays an increasingly influential role in shaping the U.S.
perception of Britain. The global popularity of British television shows, films, and
literary works has embedded British culture deeply into American society.
Productions like Harry Potter, The Crown, and Downton Abbey offer narratives that
blend British history, society, and modern life, reaching millions of Americans and
promoting a nuanced view of the UK. Through these forms of «cultural diplomacy»,
Great Britain has maintained an appealing cultural mystique while also projecting
progressive societal values [4, P. 89-98].

Additionally, diplomatic efforts around shared events, such as state visits and
high-profile meetings between British and American leaders, have been carefully
orchestrated to emphasize the «special relationship» between the two nations. British
ambassadors to the U.S. often play visible, public-facing roles, engaging with the
American public and press to emphasize shared interests, values, and perspectives.
For example, Sir Kim Darroch, a former British ambassador to the United States, was
known for his active engagement with U.S. media and frequent public appearances,
which helped present the UK as an open, engaged, and collaborative partner in global
affairs. His diplomatic approach underscores the importance of personal relationships
and open communication in fostering mutual respect and understanding between the
two nations. In recent years, British public diplomacy has increasingly emphasized
shared global challenges, such as climate change, security, and public health,
positioning Britain as a proactive leader and ally on these issues [8]. For example, the
UK’s leadership in climate change initiatives, particularly through its hosting of
COP26, received considerable attention in the United States. British diplomats
actively engaged with American audiences and policymakers to discuss climate

action, underscoring Britain’s commitment to environmental issues and portraying the

UK as a forward-thinking, responsible actor on the global stage. This approach has
resonated with the growing environmentally conscious segment of the American
population, particularly among younger generations, helping to sustain a positive
perception of Britain that aligns with values increasingly prioritized by the U.S. public
[5, P.56-60].

Moreover, the British government has leveraged cultural diplomacy through
prominent events such as the Royal Family’s visits to the United States, which
generate extensive media coverage and capture the American public’s imagination.
These visits serve as powerful tools of public diplomacy, symbolizing a continuity of
tradition and charm that appeals to the American fascination with the monarchy, while
subtly promoting Britain’s image as a stable, historic, yet progressive ally. Events like
the marriage of Prince William and Catherine Middleton or the late Queen Elizabeth
II’s visit in 2007 received widespread media coverage in the U.S., reinforcing a
positive, glamorous, and somewhat timeless image of the UK. The portrayal of the
British monarchy in The Crown, for example, has introduced American viewers to
both the tradition and challenges faced by British institutions, fostering a sense of
empathy and intrigue that enhances Britain’s soft power [2].

In the context of contemporary public diplomacy, digital platforms have
become increasingly important for Britain’s outreach in the United States. Social
media accounts operated by British embassies and consulates in the U.S. are used to
engage directly with the American public, providing updates on diplomatic activities,
celebrating British holidays, and sharing British culture. These digital efforts not only
provide a direct line of communication but also allow the British government to
respond to global events in real time, shaping perceptions and managing Britain’s
image in the face of crises or shifts in public opinion. For example, during the COVID-
19 pandemic, the British Embassy in Washington, D.C., utilized social media to share
information on the UK’s health measures, vaccine distribution efforts, and global
cooperation, reinforcing an image of Britain as a responsible and proactive nation [3,
P. 40-51].

An increasingly digital world has also opened new avenues for British public
diplomacy in the U.S. British embassies and consulates have become active on
platforms like Twitter, Instagram, and Facebook, using these channels to celebrate
British culture, share policy positions, and engage directly with American audiences.
Digital campaigns, such as those celebrating the Anglo-American friendship on
special occasions or highlighting bilateral achievements, allow the UK to maintain
visibility and relevance in American social media circles. Notably, these digital efforts
are crafted to appeal to diverse demographics, recognizing the multicultural nature of
American society and showcasing Britain as an inclusive and open nation [1, P. 365-
381].
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In conclusion, Great Britain’s public diplomacy efforts in the United States
have been multifaceted, combining cultural, educational, and media-driven strategies
to shape a favourable image and deepen the «special relationship». Through
organizations like the British Council, scholarship programs such as the Marshall
Scholarship, media outlets like the BBC, and high-profile diplomatic and royal
engagements, Britain has consistently presented itself as a culturally rich, historically
significant, and politically reliable partner. Together, these efforts highlight the role
of public diplomacy as an essential tool for Great Britain in maintaining its influence
and image in the United States, reinforcing a narrative of partnership, respect, and
mutual benefit. By fostering cultural, educational, and policy connections, Britain has
maintained a lasting influence on the American perception of the UK, building a
foundation for strong bilateral relations. As global challenges continue to evolve,
public diplomacy remains vital for Britain in securing its role as a steadfast ally and
admired nation in the eyes of the American public, ensuring the endurance of the
«special relationship» for generations to come.
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The system and mechanisms of conducting foreign policy in Ukraine are shaped
by its geopolitical position, historical context, and the evolving dynamics of
international relations. Ukraine’s foreign policy system operates through a
combination of constitutional mandates, institutional structures, strategic priorities,
and practical tools aimed at advancing national interests on the global stage. The
Constitution of Ukraine serves as the foundation for its foreign policy system,
designating the President as the primary actor responsible for shaping and
implementing foreign policy, with the support of the Cabinet of Ministers, the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MFA), and the Verkhovna Rada (parliament). The
President of Ukraine represents the state in international relations, negotiates and
concludes treaties, and serves as the commander-in-chief of the armed forces,
emphasizing the integration of foreign and security policies. The MFA, as the
executive body, plays a critical role in operationalizing foreign policy decisions,
maintaining diplomatic missions abroad, and ensuring effective communication with
international partners [4, p. 13-15].

Mechanisms for conducting foreign policy in Ukraine are embedded in its
institutional framework and guided by strategic documents, such as the National
Security Strategy, the Foreign Policy Strategy, and specific action plans. These
mechanisms include diplomatic negotiations, economic diplomacy, participation in
international organizations, public diplomacy, and military cooperation. An example
of Ukraine’s strategic focus is its aspiration to join the European Union and NATO,
which has significantly influenced its foreign policy orientation. To this end, Ukraine
has prioritized harmonizing its legal and institutional frameworks with EU standards
and participating in NATQO’s Partnership for Peace program [1].

Ukraine’s foreign policy system is also influenced by external challenges,
particularly its relations with Russia. After the start of the Russian-Ukrainian war,
Kyiv has adopted a more assertive approach to safeguarding its sovereignty and
territorial integrity. This has involved mobilizing international support through the
United Nations, the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE),
and the Council of Europe. For instance, Ukraine has utilized mechanisms like the
Budapest Memorandum on Security Assurances to advocate for international
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guarantees and leverage the international legal system to address violations of its
sovereignty [2, p. 11-12].

Bilateral relations are another cornerstone of Ukraine’s foreign policy
mechanisms. For example, its strategic partnership with the United States has been a
key element in securing military assistance, economic aid, and political support. The
U.S.-Ukraine Charter on Strategic Partnership highlights areas of cooperation,
including energy security, democratic reforms, and defense. Similarly, Ukraine has
strengthened its ties with Poland, Lithuania, and other Central and Eastern European
countries through platforms like the Lublin Triangle, which fosters regional
cooperation on security and economic development [6, p. 9-10].

Multilateral diplomacy is equally central to Ukraine’s foreign policy
mechanisms. The country’s active participation in the United Nations involves
leveraging platforms like the General Assembly and Security Council to highlight the
impacts of aggression and to call for international solidarity. Ukraine has also engaged
in regional organizations such as the GUAM Organization for Democracy and
Economic Development to promote common interests with Georgia, Azerbaijan, and
Moldova in areas like trade and security [7, p. 23-25].

Economic diplomacy plays a pivotal role in Ukraine’s foreign policy system,
aiming to attract foreign investment, expand export markets, and diversify energy
supplies. For example, the Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area (DCFTA) with
the European Union, established under the EU-Ukraine Association Agreement, has
significantly increased trade volumes and fostered economic integration with the EU.
Similarly, Ukraine has pursued energy independence by developing domestic energy
resources and exploring alternative supply routes through initiatives like the Southern
Gas Corridor [5, p. 31-38].

Public diplomacy and cultural exchange are increasingly important tools in
Ukraine’s foreign policy arsenal. Initiatives like the Ukrainian Institute, established to
promote Ukrainian culture abroad, help shape international perceptions and build soft
power. For instance, Ukraine’s focus on engaging the diaspora and international civil
society has been evident in campaigns like the #StandWithUkraine movement, which
galvanized global support during times of crisis [6, p. 10-11].

Ukraine’s foreign policy system also incorporates mechanisms for crisis
management and resilience building. The establishment of emergency response
frameworks in collaboration with international organizations like the EU Civil
Protection Mechanism highlights Ukraine’s proactive approach to managing
humanitarian crises and natural disasters. Additionally, international partnerships in
rebuilding war-torn regions and supporting internally displaced persons (IDPSs)
demonstrate the interplay between foreign policy and domestic stability. Looking

ahead, the challenges and opportunities for Ukraine’s foreign policy system will
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continue to evolve. Strengthening institutional capacity, enhancing policy coherence,
and maintaining a clear strategic vision are crucial for ensuring effective engagement
on the global stage. Moreover, as global trends such as climate change, technological
Innovation, and shifts in geopolitical power centers intensify, Ukraine must position
itself as a proactive and innovative player in international affairs [3].

In conclusion, the system and mechanisms of conducting foreign policy in
Ukraine are shaped by its constitutional framework, strategic priorities, and the need
to respond to both opportunities and challenges in the international arena. Examples
such as the pursuit of EU and NATO membership, efforts to counter Russian
aggression, and the emphasis on economic diplomacy illustrate the multi-dimensional
and adaptive nature of Ukraine’s foreign policy. As the country continues to navigate
a complex geopolitical landscape, its ability to leverage institutional mechanisms and
foster international partnerships will remain crucial to achieving its national
objectives.
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The role of multilateral diplomacy in the formation of the global security
architecture has become increasingly significant in addressing the multifaceted
challenges posed by globalization, terrorism, nuclear proliferation, climate change,
and regional conflicts. Multilateral diplomacy, characterized by interactions among
multiple states through formal international organizations, forums, and alliances, has
allowed for the establishment and maintenance of a global security system aimed at
peace and stability. This diplomatic approach has fostered an environment where
states work collectively rather than individually, creating a cooperative framework
that aligns national interests with global security goals [1].

One of the central elements of multilateral diplomacy in global security is its
ability to provide a platform for dialogue and negotiation. Through institutions like
the United Nations (UN), the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), and the
Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE), states can engage in
open discussions, address grievances, and work toward consensus-based resolutions.
The UN Security Council, for instance, represents a fundamental mechanism through
which multilateral diplomacy directly influences international security. Its role in
authorizing peacekeeping missions and imposing sanctions demonstrates the way
multilateral bodies can both mitigate conflict and enforce global norms. The UN’s
peacekeeping missions in regions such as Africa and the Middle East showcase how
multilateral diplomacy can manage and de-escalate tensions by deploying
multinational forces with mandates that reflect broad international support [5, p. 591-
608].

A vital example of multilateral diplomacy shaping global security is the Joint
Comprehensive Plan of Action (JCPOA), commonly known as the Iran nuclear deal,
brokered by the UN Security Council’s five permanent members plus Germany
(P5+1). This agreement, reached in 2015, restricted Iran’s nuclear activities in
exchange for sanctions relief, aiming to prevent nuclear proliferation in a volatile
region. Although the agreement faced challenges and was later undermined by the
U.S. withdrawal in 2018, it exemplified how multilateral diplomatic efforts could
forge compromises that promote non-proliferation and reduce regional insecurity. By

involving multiple nations in negotiations, the JCPOA demonstrated how coordinated

international action could address shared security concerns, mitigate the risks of
nuclear escalation, and bring transparency to state actions in compliance with
international norms [8, p. 435-477].

Multilateral diplomacy also plays a critical role in combating transnational
terrorism, a security threat that no single state can effectively tackle alone. Forums
such as the Global Counterterrorism Forum (GCTF) provide a multilateral structure
where countries can coordinate efforts, exchange intelligence, and develop joint
strategies to prevent terrorism. The GCTF’s initiatives, like the Madrid Memorandum
on Good Practices for Assistance to Victims of Terrorism, highlight the collaborative
approach to counterterrorism that leverages international expertise and resources.
Multilateral counterterrorism measures, supported by organizations like the UN
Counter-Terrorism Committee, strengthen countries’ capacities to combat terrorism
domestically while contributing to broader global security [4].

Another domain where multilateral diplomacy is pivotal in shaping the global
security architecture is climate security, where the effects of climate change
increasingly threaten national stability and international peace. The Paris Agreement,
reached in 2015, epitomizes a multilateral approach to climate security by committing
countries worldwide to reduce greenhouse gas emissions. This commitment reflects a
recognition that climate change has security implications, such as resource scarcity
and population displacement, which could destabilize regions and contribute to
conflict. The multilateral framework of the Paris Agreement not only aligns national
policies toward collective goals but also enables resource-sharing and technological
cooperation, essential in managing climate-induced security threats. The importance
of multilateral diplomacy is also evident in arms control and disarmament efforts,
which seek to reduce the spread and use of dangerous weapons that could destabilize
global security [3, p. 267-278]. Multilateral agreements such as the Treaty on the Non-
Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (NPT), the Chemical Weapons Convention (CWC),
and the Biological Weapons Convention (BWC) have established norms against the
proliferation and use of weapons of mass destruction. These treaties have fostered
transparency and trust among signatory states, providing frameworks for verification
and compliance through the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) and the
Organisation for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons (OPCW). For instance, the
OPCW s role in verifying the destruction of Syria’s chemical weapons stockpiles in
2013 highlighted how multilateral mechanisms can facilitate disarmament and reduce
security threats, even in politically sensitive contexts [2, s. 6-10].

Additionally, NATO serves as a prime example of multilateral diplomacy in
action, reflecting a collective defense mechanism that is instrumental in deterring
military threats, particularly in the Euro-Atlantic region. The alliance has played a

crucial role in stabilizing Eastern Europe and containing threats from Russia,
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especially after Russia’s military invasion of Ukraine. Through NATO, member states
contribute to a combined security architecture that supports peacekeeping missions,
conducts joint military exercises, and enhances cyber resilience against state and non-
state actors alike. NATO’s operations in Afghanistan from 2003 to 2021, through the
International Security Assistance Force (ISAF), further illustrate how multilateral
coalitions can contribute to stability in conflict-prone regions by pooling military
resources and operational expertise [9, p. 5-26].

Furthermore, multilateral diplomacy offers a way to address the root causes of
conflict by promoting economic development, human rights, and social stability, all
of which are crucial for sustainable peace. Organizations such as the World Bank, the
International Monetary Fund (IMF), and the United Nations Development Programme
(UNDP) play significant roles in linking economic stability to security, emphasizing
that poverty, inequality, and lack of access to resources can lead to political instability
and violence. For example, in post-conflict regions, multilateral assistance in
rebuilding infrastructure, education, and healthcare systems helps to stabilize
communities and reduce the likelihood of renewed conflict. This holistic approach is
key to maintaining long-term peace and security, as it addresses both immediate and
structural sources of insecurity [7, p.9].

In addition, multilateral diplomacy plays a preventive role in conflict
management by using early warning systems and deploying preventive diplomacy
mechanisms. The African Union (AU), for instance, employs early warning systems
through the Continental Early Warning System (CEWS), which monitors potential
security threats across Africa. This system enables the AU to intervene diplomatically
before situations escalate into full-blown crises. The AU’s Peace and Security Council
further serves as a forum where African nations can collectively address regional
conflicts, as seen in interventions in Somalia and South Sudan. These efforts
underscore the potential of regional multilateral organizations to manage and de-
escalate conflicts close to home, with international support when necessary. In
essence, multilateral diplomacy offers a platform through which states can harmonize
their national interests with collective security goals, thus creating a more resilient and
integrated global security framework. This approach recognizes that global challenges
are interconnected and that no single nation can effectively tackle them alone. By
pooling resources, sharing intelligence, and building trust, multilateral diplomacy
reduces the risk of conflict and enhances the capacity of states to respond to shared
threats. In an increasingly complex international environment, where non-state actors,
climate change, and cyber threats pose novel challenges, multilateral diplomacy
stands as a cornerstone for a stable, cooperative, and rules-based global security order
[6, p. 231-245].

In conclusion, multilateral diplomacy is indispensable for shaping the global
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security architecture. It promotes a collaborative security framework where states can
share resources, coordinate responses, and establish norms that uphold international
peace. Through institutions like the UN, NATO, and agreements such as the JCPOA
and Paris Agreement, multilateral diplomacy continues to address pressing security
Issues that transcend national borders. By encouraging cooperation over competition,
multilateral diplomacy provides a sustainable approach to addressing global security
challenges and contributes to a more stable and secure world.
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The study of the impact of migration processes on foreign policy is highly
relevant today, given their profound effects on international relations, the demographic
structure of nations, and global security. In the current context of growing migration
flows driven by economic inequalities, armed conflicts, political instability, and
environmental disasters, states face numerous challenges that necessitate adjustments
in their foreign policy strategies. Notably, managing migration flows has become a
critical task for ensuring stability, enhancing international cooperation, and developing
effective mechanisms to address migration crises. In this regard, analyzing the
interconnection between migration processes and foreign policy strategies holds
particular significance.

Of special importance is the impact of mass migration caused by the war in
Ukraine, which has transformed the foreign policy priorities not only of Ukraine itself
but also of recipient countries. The large-scale forced migration of Ukrainian citizens
following Russia's full-scale invasion has introduced new challenges for the
international security system, humanitarian law, and bilateral relations. Furthermore,
the current migration crisis in Europe and other regions of the world underscores the
necessity of rethinking approaches to foreign policy, particularly through the
integration of humanitarian, economic, and security dimensions.

International migration is a complex and multifaceted phenomenon that
influences various aspects of societal life, including the economy, culture, politics, and
social structures [1, p. 155]. The study of migration processes requires analyzing both
internal factors and the application of international migration theories, which can be
classified based on three main criteria, as shown in Figure 1: causes, directions, and
duration.

Donor countries face economic losses due to the departure of skilled specialists
whose education was funded by domestic resources. Countries with high migration
mobility may also encounter unfavorable demographic situations. However, migration
outflows can reduce unemployment and social tension to some extent, and there is the
potential return of professionally trained workers, bringing with them new
technologies, know-how, and expertise [2, p.23]. Additionally, emigrants often remit
money to relatives in their home country, increasing foreign currency inflows.

Recipient countries, on the other hand, benefit from an improved and cost-
effective labor force, reducing expenses and enhancing competitiveness. Migrants are
typically excluded from social programs, including pensions, which alleviates pressure
on the state budget. However, challenges such as labor market distortions and social
tensions, including xenophobia and discrimination, can arise on both sides [3, p.910].

Analyzing contemporary migration processes reveals a strong interconnection
between food security, political upheavals, and geopolitical interests. Events of recent
decades demonstrate that food shortages can act as a catalyst for mass migration. For
instance, rising grain prices caused by climatic events (e.g., El Nifio-induced drought)
and political factors (e.g., the Arab Spring) have led to significant increases in
migration flows.

Migration is increasingly being used as a tool in hybrid warfare. States may
deliberately provoke migration crises to destabilize adversaries or achieve specific
political objectives. These tactics include:

Manipulating migration flows;

Undermining social stability;

Destabilizing political systems [4, p.20].

Thus, migration has become a multidimensional phenomenon, acting not only as
a consequence of social, economic, and political processes but also as a geopolitical
instrument. This trend necessitates the development of new approaches to migration
management that balance humanitarian and security considerations.

Forecasts suggest that by 2050, the global population will reach 9.1 billion,
primarily due to declining global mortality rates, despite an expected reduction in
annual population growth rates from 80 million to 48 million between 2020 and 2050.
During this period, all countries will face significant demographic shifts, but regional
developments will vary considerably [5].

By 2050, Africa's population is expected to grow by over 75%, from 1.4 billion
to 2.5 billion, while Asia's population will increase by 12%, from 4.7 billion to 5.3
billion. In contrast, Europe’s population is projected to decline by nearly 6%, from 744
million to 704 million [5].

Currently, 95% of global population growth occurs in the Global South (Asia,
Africa, Latin America, and the Caribbean), a trend expected to continue. Conversely,
41 countries in the Global North (Europe, the USA, Canada, developed Asian
countries, Australia, and New Zealand) are already experiencing population decline
[6].

Concerns are growing about the impact of these trends on labor supply and social
security systems, particularly regarding whether aging countries' labor markets should
become more open to immigration. However, demographic aging will also affect the
Global South. Currently, 60% of the global population aged 60 and older resides in the
Global South, and this share is expected to rise to 79% by 2050. During the same
period, the proportion of people aged 60 and older in these regions will increase from
8% to 20% [5]. These projections are especially significant for migration discourse.

The need to financially support elderly parents and other dependents is one of
the primary motivations for migrant workers to seek employment abroad. In the
absence of comprehensive social and pension systems, the income earned in high-
income countries often becomes the sole means of supporting older family members.

In conclusion, the impact of migration processes on future foreign policy is
multifaceted and strategically crucial for addressing global challenges. On one hand,
increasing migration flows necessitate the revision of international agreements, the
strengthening of inter-country cooperation, and the development of new migration
management strategies. On the other hand, demographic shifts, population aging, and
economic disparities exacerbate imbalances between countries, driving new migration
waves.
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In this context, the development of integrated policies that consider
humanitarian, economic, and security dimensions will be key to ensuring the stability
and development of the international system. Effective migration management will
require states not only to address current challenges but also to engage in strategic
planning to reduce global inequality and enhance security worldwide.
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Terrorism represents one of the most significant and complex threats to global
security in the modern world. Unlike traditional warfare, terrorism crosses borders,
destabilizing societies and undermining state authority through fear and violence. The
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global nature of terrorism requires coordinated responses from the international
community to mitigate its widespread impacts effectively [2, p.2-5].

The implications of terrorism extend beyond immediate casualties; they affect
political stability, economic development, and social cohesion. Politically, terrorism
disrupts government functions and contributes to societal divisions, creating an
environment ripe for further radicalization. Economically, terrorist attacks impose
financial burdens by reducing investor confidence, disrupting trade, and straining
national security budgets. Socially, the pervasive fear resulting from terrorist threats
alters daily life and challenges the fabric of communities, emphasizing the need for a
holistic international framework to address both short- and long-term impacts [4, p.15-
18].

This study examines the role of international organizations in combating
terrorism, focusing on the United Nations, NATO, and the European Union. Each
organization has developed frameworks to address terrorism through legal measures,
intelligence sharing, and coordinated operations. By evaluating successful and
challenging cases, this paper underscores the importance of adaptable, collaborative
strategies to counter terrorism as a global security challenge [5, p.10-12].

Terrorism today is characterized by its adaptability and resilience, making it a
persistent threat to international stability. Modern terrorist groups have demonstrated
an ability to leverage new technologies, such as encrypted communications and social
media platforms, which allow them to recruit globally and coordinate attacks remotely.
This adaptability complicates counter-terrorism efforts, as it enables terrorist networks
to evade traditional law enforcement tactics and exploit weaknesses in international
security frameworks [1, p.50-53].

One of the most significant challenges posed by terrorism is its transnational
nature. Many terrorist organizations operate across multiple countries, establishing
networks that facilitate the movement of funds, weapons, and personnel. This
transnational presence necessitates cooperation between states, yet differing legal
systems, political agendas, and levels of commitment to counter-terrorism complicate
these collaborative efforts. For instance, organizations such as Al-Qaeda and ISIS have
established branches across several continents, requiring coordinated international
responses to contain their influence and operations [3, p.27-29].

The United Nations has been at the forefront of global counter-terrorism
initiatives, particularly through its Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy, adopted in
2006. This strategy aims to address the conditions conducive to terrorism, build state
capacity, and enhance the international legal framework. Key measures include
sanctions on individuals and organizations linked to terrorism, such as those under UN
Security Council Resolution 1373, which mandates member states to prevent and

suppress terrorist financing [8, p.3-5].
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NATO has also adapted its strategic objectives to counter terrorism, especially
in the wake of the September 11, 2001 attacks. NATO’s approach includes intelligence
sharing, joint military exercises, and partnerships with non-member states to prevent
the spread of terrorism. For example, NATO's involvement in Afghanistan was aimed
at stabilizing the region and preventing it from becoming a safe haven for terrorist
organizations, a mission that highlighted both the potential and limitations of military
responses to terrorism [7, p.62-65].

The European Union has developed a distinct counter-terrorism strategy focused
on four pillars: prevent, protect, pursue, and respond. Through institutions like Europol,
the EU facilitates intelligence sharing and coordinates law enforcement efforts across
member states. A notable success of EU counter-terrorism cooperation was the
coordinated operations that dismantled ISIS cells planning attacks in multiple
European countries. This collaborative approach underlines the importance of shared
intelligence and joint action in effectively countering transnational threats [6, p.8-12].

In summary, terrorism remains one of the most pressing challenges for global
security, requiring a multi-faceted and cooperative approach. The experiences of
international organizations, including the UN, NATO, and the EU, highlight both
successes and ongoing challenges in counter-terrorism efforts. While collaborative
strategies and adaptive measures have achieved notable successes, the constantly
evolving tactics of terrorist groups demand continuous innovation and coordination

among states. Future counter-terrorism strategies must prioritize flexibility and
resilience to address the dynamic nature of global terrorism effectively.
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The advancement of digital technologies, particularly artificial intelligence (AI),
fosters innovation while simultaneously presenting new challenges for humanity.
Artificial intelligence is increasingly infiltrating political, social, economic, and
security spheres, becoming a new vulnerability within the international system. These
technologies can influence public opinion and election results through fake news and
manipulative social media posts, and can interfere with the critical infrastructure of
other countries. Managing such conflicts will be challenging, necessitating a re-
evaluation of international arms control measures. This technological revolution is not
confined to a single nation or a few countries. Consequently, the need for international
mechanisms to coordinate the development and implementation of Al technologies is
increasingly urgent. Without binding international treaties to regulate their deployment,
autonomous weapons systems could become accessible to non-state actors, including
terrorist organizations.

Although there are varied opinions about the potential consequences of artificial
intelligence, the common consensus warns of the dangers associated with its
uncontrolled use, particularly in international politics, and the military and defense
industries. International regulatory mechanisms should serve as a preventive measure
against Al-related abuses. Recently, international organizations have actively engaged
in rule-making to regulate Al technologies. However, there is uncertainty about
whether these organizations can successfully limit unilateral actions by countries and
transnational corporations in the production and implementation of Al, and whether
they can establish the regulatory and institutional foundations for the new digital world
order.

At the international level, the unpreparedness for regulating artificial intelligence
is openly acknowledged. Particularly, G7 leaders have called for the development and
adoption of technical standards to ensure Al remains reliable, noting that the
management of this technology is not keeping pace with its rapid growth [6].
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The UN Secretary-General has expressed concern regarding unresolved issues
surrounding artificial intelligence and emphasized the need to establish an international
regulatory body [2].

The technology development community also acknowledges the challenges and
threats associated with generative Al models. This is why representatives from leading
tech corporations are among the over 33,000 individuals who signed an open letter
calling for the suspension of experiments related to the development of ChatGPT-4 [5].

Furthermore, the escalating global conflicts make the regulation of artificial
intelligence in security and defense more critical than ever. In 2021, NATO defense
ministers approved the «Artificial Intelligence Strategy», which establishes ethical
principles for using Al in security and defense [7]. This strategy also outlines the threats
posed by adversaries using Al and suggests ways to foster international cooperation in
this field.

An analysis of international regulation highlights the emphasis on ethical
principles in the development and implementation of artificial intelligence
technologies. This is evident from the titles of key documents, such as the Council of
Europe’s resolution «Technological Convergence, Artificial Intelligence, and Human
Rights» [3] or «Ethics Guidelines for Trustworthy Al» [4].

The Bletchley Declaration, signed by 28 countries at the Al Safey Summit in
2023, outlines key principles for international cooperation on artificial intelligence.
These principles focus on ensuring Al is developed and used safely, ethically, and
responsibly, with an emphasis on human-centric, trustworthy, and transparent Al
systems [1].

The current competition among countries for dominance in Al development
echoes the space race of the previous century. The most powerful players, the United
States and China, are pursuing expansionist Al strategies, which pose challenges for
other countries regarding their status and role in the digital dimension of the world
order. The United States has historically led the creation and implementation of
advanced technologies, with US-based technology companies shaping global digital
development. However, in the Fourth Industrial Revolution, where artificial
intelligence has become the key driver of technological progress, other geopolitical
players are vying for digital supremacy and seeking to influence the formation of a new
digital world order.

China’s technology companies are rapidly advancing and employing
expansionist strategies to promote their digital products globally. The dominance of
major powers in Al development reinforces existing structural inequalities and
contributes to new forms of asymmetry in international relations. Moreover, the
production and implementation of Al technologies expand the capabilities of

transnational corporations to influence international processes. In this context, global
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tech giants such as Google, Amazon, Baidu, and Alibaba Group are, in many ways,
more economically and technologically powerful than some states.

Thus, the analysis revealed significant obstacles to effective global regulation of
the production and implementation of artificial intelligence.

Current international regulatory acts do not have a direct imperative effect and
rather serve as recommendations for states in developing their own policies for digital
technology development. It’s important to note that while these documents provide
recommendations to national governments, they lack clearly defined principles of
responsibility for the international associations themselves. Furthermore, the advisory
nature of these normative acts limits their impact on policies regarding Al
Consequently, the issue of unilateral decisions and actions by governments in
implementing their own digital development strategies persists.

In most international intergovernmental organizations focused on Al
development, there are no specialized bodies responsible for this area. Instead, the
relevant powers are either dispersed among various structural units (as in NATO) or
assigned to expert groups.

In contrast to technological corporations that bolster their AI development
strategies with substantial human and material resources, international organisations
are primarily limited to informational, analytical, and regulatory advisory activities in
this field.

The ultimate significant challenge in the current formation of transnational
cooperation on Al coordination is the absence of a specialized global institution
dedicated to this area. As a result, management processes in this field occur on an ad
hoc basis, which hinders the formation of a comprehensive global approach to
regulating issues related to Al development.
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Digital diplomacy, often termed «e-diplomacy», has emerged as a crucial
component of Ukraine’s foreign policy, particularly as the nation navigates complex
geopolitical challenges and engages with an increasingly interconnected world. By
utilizing digital platforms to communicate with both domestic and international
audiences, Ukraine has effectively broadened its influence and solidified alliances
while advocating for its sovereignty, territorial integrity, and democratic principles.
This thesis explores the role of digital diplomacy in Ukraine’s foreign policy,
examining how it enables Ukraine to project its narrative, counter disinformation,
build international alliances, and respond to crises effectively [7, p. 122-134].

Digital diplomacy is a strategic tool used by nations to engage with other states,
global organizations, and the general public through digital media. Ukraine’s adoption
of digital diplomacy intensified significantly after the 2014 annexation of Crimea by
Russia and the conflict in Eastern Ukraine, as the country faced new, formidable

challenges in its international relations. Recognizing the limitations of traditional
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diplomatic channels, Ukrainian leaders and diplomats turned to digital platforms like
Twitter, Facebook, and Instagram to communicate in real-time. One example of this
shift was the proactive use of Twitter by the Ukrainian Ministry of Foreign Affairs to
counter Russian narratives and inform the international community about ongoing
security issues. Ukrainian officials, including the Ministry of Digital Transformation,
have developed a strong online presence, engaging with global audiences directly and
circumventing traditional media gatekeepers [1; 3; 8].

Digital diplomacy has also provided Ukraine with a platform to counter
disinformation, a tactic heavily used by adversarial forces to undermine its
sovereignty. Russia’s use of disinformation as a part of hybrid warfare has posed
significant challenges to Ukraine, prompting it to adopt digital countermeasures. The
StopFake project, launched in 2014, is a notable example of a Ukrainian initiative
aimed at identifying and debunking false information spread by foreign actors.
Through social media campaigns, infographics, and partnerships with international
fact-checking organizations, Ukraine has created a resilient defense against digital
propaganda. By dispelling false narratives, Ukraine has maintained a more accurate
portrayal of its position in the global arena, thus preserving its credibility and fostering
international support [5, p. 17-22].

In addition to information security, digital diplomacy has enabled Ukraine to
build and sustain international alliances. Since 2014, the Ukrainian government has
worked closely with the European Union (EU) and the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization (NATO), leveraging digital channels to strengthen these partnerships.
Ukrainian leaders often use social media to engage directly with EU and NATO
officials, showcasing Ukraine’s commitment to democratic values and underscoring
its aspirations for European integration. For example, former Ukrainian President
Petro Poroshenko frequently posted about Ukraine’s reform efforts and cooperation
with NATO on his Twitter account, highlighting the country’s alignment with
Western political and security standards. These digital interactions have amplified
Ukraine’s diplomatic reach, allowing it to interact with leaders and policymakers who
might otherwise be inaccessible through traditional means [6, p. 139-147].

Moreover, digital diplomacy has facilitated Ukraine’s swift and organized
response to crises, such as the 2022 Russian invasion. Ukrainian President VVolodymyr
Zelensky and other officials used social media platforms extensively to provide
updates on the invasion, appeal for international aid, and galvanize global public
opinion in favor of Ukraine. President Volodymyr Zelensky’s addresses on Twitter,
Facebook, and Instagram during the early days of the invasion were crucial in
mobilizing support from Western governments, international organizations, and the
general public. His emotionally resonant speeches, often broadcasted online, spurred

massive humanitarian and military support from the international community. For
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instance, Volodymyr Zelensky’s appeals to tech leaders and companies led to the
deployment of SpaceX’s Starlink satellite internet in Ukraine, ensuring uninterrupted
internet connectivity amid infrastructure damage caused by the conflict. This rapid
mobilization of support through digital platforms exemplifies how Ukraine’s digital
diplomacy serves as an essential tool in crisis management [1].

Furthermore, Ukraine’s digital diplomacy efforts extend beyond governmental
entities, involving a coalition of private citizens, activists, and the global Ukrainian
diaspora. These groups actively participate in disseminating information, advocating
for Ukraine’s cause, and rallying international support through grassroots digital
campaigns. The #StandWithUkraine hashtag, which trended globally following the
invasion, is a testament to how digital platforms amplify citizen-led initiatives,
expanding Ukraine’s diplomatic outreach and fostering global solidarity. In this sense,
digital diplomacy in Ukraine transcends governmental boundaries, empowering
individuals to contribute to the country’s foreign policy objectives [4].

Looking ahead, the ongoing evolution of digital diplomacy presents both
opportunities and challenges for Ukraine’s foreign policy. As digital platforms
develop new features, Ukraine must continuously adapt its digital strategies to
maintain effective engagement and outreach. The dynamic nature of social media
algorithms and the emergence of new platforms require flexibility and innovation
from Ukrainian diplomats, government agencies, and civil society. For example, the
rise of video-sharing platforms like TikTok and the increasing role of artificial
intelligence in content moderation demand that Ukraine’s digital diplomacy keeps
pace with technological advancements to reach a younger, global audience [7, p.122-
134].

Additionally, the potential of cybersecurity threats underscores the need for
vigilance in digital diplomacy. The very platforms that enable Ukraine to
communicate effectively with the world also expose it to cyberattacks and information
warfare. To address this, Ukraine has bolstered its cybersecurity defenses, recognizing
that secure digital channels are essential for credible and consistent diplomatic
communication. Collaborations with international cybersecurity firms and alliances
with countries such as the United States have strengthened Ukraine’s ability to protect
its digital infrastructure. By investing in cybersecurity, Ukraine not only safeguards
its own digital diplomacy initiatives but also sets an example for other nations on the
Importance of secure digital engagement in international relations [2].

In conclusion, digital diplomacy has become a fundamental aspect of Ukraine’s
foreign policy, enabling the country to project its narrative, counteract disinformation,
cultivate alliances, and manage crises effectively. Through strategic use of digital
platforms, Ukraine has adapted to the demands of modern diplomacy and strengthened

its position on the global stage. As digital tools continue to evolve, Ukraine’s
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experience in digital diplomacy offers valuable insights for other countries facing
similar geopolitical challenges, illustrating how technology can be leveraged as a
powerful instrument of foreign policy in the 21st century.
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Modern transformations of global order force us to rethink the dominant
paradigm of neoliberalism, which for decades has determined the vectors of
international interaction. In the theoretical field, neoliberalism appears as a set of

market principles that form the structural basis of the global economy, as well as an
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ideological attitude that contributes to strengthening the hegemony of the states of the
Global North, primarily the United States and its allies in Europe and the Asian region.
However, this paradigm faces systemic challenges due to both internal contradictions
(e.g. Donald Trump’s presidency, the rise of populism and nationalism in the European
Union) and the strengthening of actors in the international arena (China, Iran, Brazil,
India, Russia) that promote an alternative (multipolar) global agenda. Such processes,
first, require defining the boundaries of the neoliberal discourse and analyzing the
processes indicating its erosion and, possibly, gradual transformation to a new, more
particularistic form of global interaction. This is especially relevant in the context of
contemporary events (the Russian-Ukrainian war, the formation of a new «Axis of
Evil», the creation and strengthening of regional associations, the aggravation of
confrontation in the Middle East and others), which form both a new global discourse
(neoliberalism / neorealism, globalism / regionalism) and new alternative global orders.

Neoliberalism as an ideological construct is often interpreted in a universalist
way, assuming the ability to adapt to any political and economic conditions, regardless
of the global or regional conjuncture. However, we see that in the Global South this
universalist assumption comes into conflict with local specificities, including social
institutions, historical memory and cultural practices, for example in the context of
postcolonial and post-imperial processes. Here it is appropriate to refer to the theory of
cultural imperialism of E. Said [1], who emphasizes that the universalism of
neoliberalism is a tool that masks the domination of the centers of global capitalism.
This criticism was developed in postcolonial theory (e.g., by G. Spivak [2]), which
emphasizes the impossibility of «supplementing» the periphery to the standards of the
center without devastating consequences. In other words, contemporary states of the
Global South increasingly direct their foreign policy attention to the search for more
«appropriate» forms of cooperation, excluding or ignoring the hegemonic order of the
United States.

Here I will outline the thesis that the contemporary crisis of the neoliberal order
should be seen as a structural and multilayered phenomenon caused by the internal
contradictions of the system and changes in the global balance of power. It is expressed
in the weakening of the economic, political and cultural hegemony of the Global North,
which opens space for alternative models of global interaction, but for those states that
position themselves as the Global South. This process is accompanied by growing
«center fatigue» and «center fatigue», as well as the inability (or unwillingness) to find
ways to improve the existing global system. Therefore, Global South is shaping new
modes of interaction that break the usual framework of the neoliberal order. As a rule,
the policies of the Global South are increasingly oriented towards creating horizontal
linkages between countries and regions, which undermines the neoliberal logic of

vertical dependence. These processes indicate the emergence of new international
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configurations that require a rethinking not only of the theoretical limits of
neoliberalism, but also of the logic of global governance itself. However, such
horizontal relations may seem «horizontal» only at first glance.

The neoliberal model, based on deregulation, privatization and financial
liberalization, led to the growth of the global economy. However, its negative
consequences became evident, generating deep structural contradictions. First, socio-
economic inequality has reached critical proportions, which is shown in detail in the
studies of T. Piketty [3]: a significant part of wealth is concentrated in the hands of
elites, which leads to the aggravation of class conflict and disillusionment with the
capitalist system. Secondly, the neoliberal emphasis on financial liberalization created
instability, culminating in the global economic crisis of 2008, as well as the effects of
the Covid-19 pandemic. These situations showed that financial markets that function
without proper regulation can be a source of large-scale disruption not only for
peripheral economies but also for those at the center.

In addition, in the states of the global North, trust in democratic institutions has
been undermined, leading to the rise of populism and nationalism, as well as the
radicalization of political processes, especially in the context of foreign policy. In the
US, Donald Trump’s presidency has shown how anti-globalization rhetoric can
mobilize masses disillusioned with neoliberal policies, and his second presidency can
only intensify such processes. In the UK, the country’s exit from the EU (Brexit) was
another example of this trend, reflecting discontent with globalization among a large
segment of the population. This shift is supported by the concept of illiberal democracy
proposed by F. Zakaria [4], which describes the departure from liberal values in favor
of authoritarian methods of governance within the framework of formally democratic
procedures. Such processes undermine the political legitimacy of the neoliberal order,
demonstrating its inability to offer effective solutions to socio-economic problems.

In parallel with the crisis at the center, the political and economic subjectivity of
the Global South is being strengthened as these states develop alternative strategies
that challenge traditional (American) models of global governance. As examples, the
BRICS and African Continental Free Market initiatives demonstrate, albeit weakly, the
Global South’s ability to shape its own economic platforms that may, over time,
increase its own influence in the world. In addition, countries of the South are adopting
new financial mechanisms, such as the adoption of regional currencies that reduce
dependence on the US dollar. These processes demonstrate the growing self-
sufficiency of peripheral countries and their ability to shape their own rules of the game
in international relations.

The Global South, long perceived as a periphery of the world system [5], is
gradually acquiring political subjectivity and begins to transform global relations. This

process is caused by changes in economic, social and political structures, as well as by
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the crisis of traditional centers of power. The countries of the Global South are not only
striving to get out of under dependence, but also form new alliances, offering
alternatives to the dominant neoliberal models. Typically, these alliances are
constructed based on mutual opposition to the American hegemonic order and bring
together those states that are excluded from the general pattern of governance.
Historically, countries in the Global South have been economically, politically, and
culturally dependent on countries in the Global North, due to both colonial exploitation
and postcolonial structures of inequality. In Wallerstein’s world-system approach [6],
these countries are seen as a periphery whose role is to provide the center with
resources and cheap labor. However, the increased «capitalization» of peripheral states
(e.g. China, Iran, Brazia, India) by the states of the center has led to the strengthening
of their economy, technological development and certain sustainability.

The contemporary political subjectivity of the countries of the Global South is
expressed in their ability to form and promote alternative models of international
relations. The countries of the Global South are actively developing new formats of
cooperation (e.g., BRICS) that challenge the monopoly of Global North-centered
institutions. It is therefore not surprising that the transition from a unipolar model based
on US dominance after the end of the Cold War to polycentrism has become one of the
main features of the current stage. In this system, regional and global players such as
China, India, Russia, Turkey and the BRICS countries play a key role. China’s «One
Belt, One Road» initiative demonstrates how the new economic model can become an
instrument of geopolitical influence. By investing in infrastructure and creating new
trade routes, China is strengthening its position in Asia, Africa, and Latin America,
undermining traditional Western influence.

Neoliberalism, as the dominant ideological and economic paradigm of recent
decades, underpins many concepts in sociology, political science and international
relations. However, its crisis has raised the question of the boundaries of neoliberal
discourse and where neoliberalism ends, and the new order begins. This problem is
epistemological in nature, as it must do not only with political and economic reality,
but also with how we understand, analyze and describe these changes. One of the main
difficulties in defining the boundaries of neoliberalism is its universalist character,
because neoliberalism is often described as an ideological attitude that combines
market fundamentalism, privatization and deregulation. However, it manifests itself in
different ways, adapting to local contexts. Consequently, the methodological difficulty
in analyzing neoliberalism lies in its ability to permeate different levels of social and
political life. Today, we are faced with the question: is neoliberalism a definitively
exhausted project, or is it transforming into hybrid forms while maintaining its
influence?
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In such a context, for example, postcolonial theory offers a wuseful
epistemological tool for analyzing the limits of neoliberalism. This approach argues
that neoliberalism is not only an economic system but also reproduces colonial power
structures. Postcolonial critique raises the question of how the very concepts and
categories used to describe neoliberalism continue to reproduce West-centric
assumptions. Contemporary scholars, for example, view Global South initiatives such
as BRICS or the African Continental Free Market through the lens of Western models,
making it difficult to recognize them as stand-alone alternatives. Therefore, moving
away from «Eurocentrism» or «Western interpretation» is an important step towards a
clearer and more objective understanding of the limits of neoliberalism.

The question of the boundaries of neoliberalism remains open, both because of
its conceptual amorphousness and the insufficiency of existing analytical tools.
However, it is clear that the crisis of neoliberalism opens up space for the emergence
of alternatives, especially in the Global South, where new models of interaction are
being created. To understand where neoliberalism ends, researchers must rethink their
methodologies and epistemological attitudes, paying attention to local contexts and
global processes. Rethinking the boundaries of neoliberalism opens the door to new
models of global order. The Global South is becoming a laboratory for these changes,
creating hybrid forms of governance and integration that challenge the universality of
neoliberal discourse.
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In the multi-level diplomatic environment, which is being formed due to the
influence of factors of globalization and digitalization, it is repeatedly noted that
nation-states and their ministries of foreign affairs are no longer the only actors on the
diplomatic stage. Instead, individual territories, cities, regions, and even small
communities today play an important role in the international arena, according to
national foreign policy. At the same time, Russia's war against Ukraine became a
catalyst for changes taking place in the modern world. Therefore, in view of recent
events, the activity of city councils is becoming an increasingly important component,
whose work has become necessary not only in the internal regulation and support of
the activities of local units, but also in the international dimension of the activity of
municipal centers. Thus, the issue of municipal diplomacy for peace and post-war
recovery has become even more relevant.

Thus, the purpose of the study is to analyze the role of town-twinning as a tool
of municipal diplomacy for Ukrainian cities, highlighting its impact on international
cooperation, crisis support, and the development of local communities.

The concept of city twinning was founded not only on mutual support but also
on the goal of preventing future conflicts between nations. A significant boost to the
twinning movement came with the initiative of "city diplomacy," introduced in 1956
by U.S. President Dwight Eisenhower. At a Washington conference launching this
initiative, Eisenhower stated: "Two profound convictions unite us with a shared goal.
First, we believe in effective and responsive local self-government as the cornerstone
of freedom. Second, we believe in the powerful potential of relationships between
people and sister cities to help build a lasting structure of peace worldwide" [1].

To advance this vision, the first international conference of twin cities was held
in February 1958. Later, in 1967, the Association of Twin Cities, now known as Sister
Cities International, was established in the United States. The twin cities movement
gradually expanded across continents, and in 1957, the World Federation of Sister was
founded in Paris. Together with other associations of local and regional authorities,
they established a global network in 2004 known as United Cities and Local
Governments (UCLG), which unites cities, local, regional, and metropolitan
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governments worldwide [2].

Nowadays international cooperation plays a key role in ensuring the sustainable
development of cities and enhancing the quality of life in both large and small urban
areas. Local self-government bodies have long participated in international relations,
and the trend of strengthening their global cooperation has grown worldwide over
recent decades. Numerous successful examples of local initiatives contribute not only
to improving city infrastructure but also to enhancing the country’s image and
attracting increased investment. Notably, the international activities of local self-
governments align closely with the country’s foreign policy, economic, and
humanitarian interests. For Ukraine, fostering international cooperation among local
authorities is especially significant, as their influence has grown considerably with
decentralization. This cooperation creates valuable opportunities for Ukraine’s
integration into European and global processes [3].

The goals of town-twinning in Ukraine emphasize leveraging international
partnerships to advance local development and enhance global integration. Key
objectives include attracting additional resources to strengthen community growth,
accessing diverse expertise to build local capacities, and cultivating a positive
international image for Ukrainian municipalities. Twinning agreement also seeks to
expand intercultural connections, facilitate networking, and open new avenues for
development across various local institutions. Additional goals focus on providing
mutual support in crisis situations, aiding Ukraine’s European integration process, and
sharing valuable experiences that enrich both Ukrainian communities and their
partners. These strategic goals support Ukraine’s vision of building resilient, globally
connected communities through active city diplomacy [2].

Ukrainian communities maintain partnerships with municipalities in 52
countries across all continents, excluding Australia. These partnerships reflect
Ukraine's global outreach through city diplomacy. For example, Khmelnytskyi has a
partnership with Aguascalientes in Mexico; Drohobych in the Lviv region collaborates
with Gamyang in South Korea; the Voznesensk community in the Mykolaiv region is
partnered with Hessequa in South Africa; and Odesa has links with Kolkata (India),
Valparaiso (Chile), Mombasa (Kenya), and Yokohama (Japan). The largest number of
partnerships is with Polish cities and communes, totaling 511 partnerships, that is 40%
of all Ukrainian city partners. Other frequently partnered countries include Hungary
(124 partnerships), Germany (86), Romania (83), Slovakia (56), Lithuania (49), the
Czech Republic (39), Georgia (28), Bulgaria (24), Italy, Latvia, and France (22 each).
This extensive network of partnerships highlights Ukraine’s commitment to fostering
international cooperation at the local level [2].

During the Russian full-scale invasion to Ukraine, the European sister cities

support their Ukrainian partners with humanitarian aid, provide fire trucks and
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ambulances, provide shelter to refugees, organize international projects and forums etc.
European cities are providing more than just financial support to their Ukrainian
counterparts; these twinning relationships also offer valuable opportunities for
experience exchange, advancing Ukraine’s European integration, and strengthening
partnerships across various sectors. For example, this approach is exemplified by
Zvyahel's local government in Zhytomyr Oblast, where local businesses benefit more
from cooperative efforts that foster development even in challenging times rather than
direct financial aid. Through collaboration with sister cities, Zvyahel has planned
international forums where they hope Europeans can share insights on the path to
European Union membership [4].

At the same time, Albany, the capital of New York State, has become Bucha's
first American partner city. The two cities plan to collaborate by sharing expertise in
education, healthcare, and governance, with Albany also anticipated to assist in
Bucha's reconstruction. Key aspects of this partnership include exchanging knowledge
in these fields and supporting rebuilding efforts. Bucha has also received considerable
support from its European partners: Cascais in Portugal contributed 500,000 euros for
the restoration of destroyed schools, Bergisch-Gladbach in Germany provided buses
for citizen transportation, and Pszczyna in Poland welcomed children from Bucha for
a holiday stay [5].

Another great example of fruitful town-twinning is cooperation between
Kharkiv and Nuremberg that has been a sister city of Kharkiv since 1990, and their
partnership has been crucial in times of crisis. Over the years, Nuremberg has provided
substantial aid to Kharkiv, especially during periods of intense need. For example,
during the ongoing war, Nuremberg sent medical supplies, modern diagnostic
equipment, and surgical tools to Kharkiv’s hospitals. Additionally, the city provided
financial assistance for the restoration of cultural institutions damaged by the war,
including the Kharkiv National Literary and Memorial Museum of Hryhoriy
Skovoroda. This ongoing support highlights the strong solidarity and collaboration
between the two cities, reinforcing their long-standing partnership [6].

Until February 24, 2022, Ukrainian city Trostyanets in Sumy region hosted the
popular historical reconstruction festival "OIld Fortress. A Journey Through the
Centuries," regarded by historical clubs as one of Ukraine's best such festivals. A
similar festival is held in Kozhuhuv commune, though with a slightly different format.
The two partner municipalities, which began cooperating in 2008, agreed to allow
Ukrainian reconstruction teams to participate in the Polish festival and vice versa. Even
now, the Polish partner continues to support the Ukrainian community. A charity
evening was organized in Kozhuhuv to support Trostyanets and its preschools that were
damaged during the Russian occupation. The event raised a record 18,000 zlotys for

the restoration of the school in the village of Soldatskyi, part of the Trostyanetska urban
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territorial community [2].

In conclusion, town-twinning has proven to be a vital tool in the municipal
diplomacy of Ukrainian cities, fostering international cooperation and providing
crucial support during challenging times. Through partnerships with cities like
Nuremberg, Albany, Kozhuhuv, and others, Ukrainian municipalities have not only
strengthened cultural and educational ties but have also received significant aid in the
form of medical supplies, reconstruction funds, and support for local institutions etc.
These collaborations highlight the importance of municipal diplomacy in enhancing
the global presence of Ukrainian cities, while also providing tangible benefits such as
crisis relief and community development. As Ukrainian cities continue to navigate the
complexities of war and reconstruction, the role of town-twinning in facilitating
resilience and international solidarity remains indispensable.
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The strategic partnership between Ukraine and the European Union (EU) in
ensuring energy security has become a crucial aspect of geopolitical stability in
Europe, particularly in light of recent global events and regional tensions. This
relationship aims to enhance energy security, diversify energy resources, and reduce
dependency on external sources, notably Russian energy supplies, which historically
have been a critical yet volatile energy provider for Ukraine and parts of the EU. As
the EU seeks to build a sustainable, resilient energy system, Ukraine’s geographic
position and substantial energy transit infrastructure, including pipelines, make it a
key partner. The strategic partnership involves collaborative measures in energy
diversification, infrastructure modernization, and alignment with EU regulatory
frameworks, making it mutually beneficial for both entities [1].

Energy security is a multidimensional concept that encompasses the
availability, affordability, and environmental sustainability of energy resources. For
the EU, achieving energy security means diversifying its energy supply to prevent
disruptions caused by over-reliance on a single source or route. Ukraine, with its
substantial natural gas transit infrastructure, has historically served as a transit country
for Russian gas supplies to Europe. However, recent geopolitical shifts, including
Russia’s military invasion of Ukraine, have highlighted the risks of energy
dependency. Consequently, the EU and Ukraine have intensified their strategic
partnership to enhance energy security and reduce exposure to potential supply
disruptions [5, p.97-101].

One of the foundational pillars of this partnership has been the integration of
Ukraine’s energy market with that of the EU. This integration began with Ukraine
joining the European Energy Community in 2011, a treaty organization that promotes
the alignment of non-EU countries with EU energy policies. By adopting EU energy
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regulations, Ukraine has committed to liberalizing its energy markets, increasing
transparency, and reducing monopolistic practices. This harmonization has laid the
groundwork for further collaboration and attracted European investment in Ukraine’s
energy sector, which in turn enhances Ukraine’s role as a stable and reliable partner
in the EU’s energy strategy [7].

A significant example of the partnership’s success is the recent synchronization
of Ukraine’s electricity grid with the European Network of Transmission System
Operators for Electricity (ENTSO-E) in 2022. This connection enables Ukraine to
participate in the European electricity market, reducing its dependency on Russian
energy supplies and fostering resilience against disruptions. The ENTSO-E
connection not only strengthens Ukraine’s grid stability but also creates opportunities
for electricity exports to the EU, which benefits both Ukraine’s economy and the EU’s
energy diversification goals. Through this grid synchronization, Ukraine can
contribute to the EU’s energy supply, especially during peak demand periods,
enhancing overall regional energy security [3].

In addition to electricity, the partnership has made strides in natural gas
diversification. Ukraine’s gas transit system, which previously relied heavily on
Russian gas, is now used to import gas from the EU, reversing traditional east-to-west
flow dynamics. Through «reverse flow» agreements, Ukraine can now import natural
gas from neighboring EU countries like Poland, Slovakia, and Hungary. This reverse
flow mechanism provides Ukraine with access to European gas markets, reducing its
dependence on Russia. The reverse flow strategy also increases the EU’s energy
security by providing a route through which non-Russian gas supplies, such as
liquefied natural gas (LNG) from the United States and other global producers, can
reach European markets via Ukraine. This diversification reduces the EU’s exposure
to potential supply cuts from Russia, thereby contributing to regional stability [8,
p.170-191].

Another critical component of the EU-Ukraine partnership is the modernization
of Ukraine’s energy infrastructure. With EU funding and technical support, Ukraine
has undertaken significant infrastructure improvements, including upgrading
pipelines, storage facilities, and the nuclear energy sector. Given that nuclear energy
accounts for over 50% of Ukraine’s electricity generation, ensuring the safety and
efficiency of nuclear plants is paramount. EU assistance has facilitated improvements
in nuclear safety standards and emergency preparedness, aligning Ukraine’s nuclear
sector with international standards. Furthermore, collaboration on energy efficiency
measures has helped Ukraine reduce its overall energy consumption, making it less
vulnerable to supply shocks and more sustainable in the long term [2].

Renewable energy development has also become a key focus in the EU-Ukraine

strategic partnership. The EU has provided technical and financial support to
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encourage the growth of Ukraine’s renewable energy sector, particularly in solar and
wind power. This transition not only supports the EU’s climate goals but also enables
Ukraine to decrease its reliance on imported fossil fuels, fostering energy
independence. By leveraging EU expertise in renewable energy, Ukraine is making
strides toward achieving a cleaner energy mix, which contributes to its energy security
and aligns with the EU’s Green Deal objectives. As Ukraine builds up its renewable
capacity, it also opens new possibilities for cross-border renewable energy trade,
further deepening integration with the EU energy market. The EU-Ukraine
partnership has also underscored the importance of regional cooperation with
neighboring countries in the Eastern Partnership, such as Moldova and Georgia, which
face similar energy security challenges. By strengthening ties and sharing resources,
Ukraine and the EU can facilitate regional energy stability and encourage these
countries to adopt energy reforms aligned with EU standards. This collaborative
approach promotes a more resilient regional energy market, creating a buffer against
external pressures and fostering energy independence for the region. Through this
networked approach, the EU and Ukraine act as regional leaders, promoting energy
stability and security across Eastern Europe and the Caucasus [4].

Economic and social benefits are also a critical aspect of this partnership. The
EU’s investments in Ukraine’s energy sector create jobs, promote technological
innovation, and stimulate economic growth in Ukraine. For example, renewable
energy projects, such as wind farms and solar installations, provide new employment
opportunities in rural areas, supporting local communities. The modernization of
Ukraine’s energy infrastructure not only enhances energy security but also improves
the quality of life by reducing air pollution, lowering energy costs, and providing more
reliable energy access. These socioeconomic improvements strengthen Ukraine’s
resilience, contributing to long-term political and social stability, which is
advantageous for both Ukraine and the EU. The ongoing strategic partnership between
Ukraine and the EU is expected to evolve further as they address future energy
challenges and opportunities. Both entities face a dynamic global energy landscape
marked by climate goals, technological advancements, and evolving political
contexts. As the EU intensifies its commitment to the European Green Deal, aiming
to become climate-neutral by 2050, the Ukraine-EU partnership could be instrumental
In meeting these ambitious environmental and energy objectives. This alignment
fosters opportunities to integrate green technologies, sustainable infrastructure, and
Innovative solutions that address both energy security and climate resilience [6, p.1-
10].

In conclusion, the strategic partnership between Ukraine and the EU in ensuring
energy security is a multifaceted collaboration that addresses energy diversification,

market integration, infrastructure modernization, and renewable energy development.
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Through measures like the synchronization of electricity grids, reverse gas flows,
infrastructure upgrades, and support for renewable energy, this partnership reduces
dependence on Russian energy supplies, enhances resilience, and fosters mutual
economic growth. The EU-Ukraine energy relationship is an example of how strategic
partnerships can be leveraged to address regional security concerns and foster
sustainable development in an era marked by geopolitical and environmental
challenges. As both parties continue to deepen their cooperation, the EU-Ukraine
partnership serves as a model of how neighboring regions can work together to
achieve shared energy security and sustainability goals.
