In higher education processing academic literature can be seen as a central but

often quite challenging task, especially for undergraduate students. Assuming that deep

processing of the subject matter requires an active construction of knowledge by the
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learner [2; 7] for which social interaction may be helpful [8], this study concerns the
facilitation of collaborative literature processing.

Combining the advantages of social interaction, such as increased “ownership” of
ideas and the opportunity to connect to existing knowledge with the possibilities of
delayed communication for (re)reading, (re)writing, and reflection [5], anchored
discussion should provide room for a thorough processing of students’ course materials.

The apparent preference of students for sharing opinions and experiences instead
of building new understanding of the subject matter can be understood in the following
way. The mediated nature of abstract knowledge can cause learning in a university
setting to differ from more direct learning as it might take place in other “real” settings
[4]. Since the somewhat “unnatural” task of processing academic learning materials
might not lie very close to the personal perspectives of the participating students, a link
might need to be negotiated between students’ personal and more academic perspectives
[6]. Furthermore, constructing new knowledge is a difficult process, as students need to
“discover” a new understanding of the subject matter that no one yet possesses
individually. As Stahl [9] illustrated in his model of “social knowledge building”,
students’ personal understanding or better their “tacit pre-understanding” forms an
essential input in the social knowledge-building cycle. A possible effect of a limited
personal understanding of the subject matter is that both articulating one’s questions and
interpreting those of others and providing them with specific and relevant feedback will
require a high amount of mental effort. While this meaning-processing effort seems to
be exactly what drives learning [1], it also might sometimes exceed students’
capabilities. Instead, sharing existing opinions and experiences seems to be a less-
demanding option for students to participate in online discussions.

It is possible to say that collaborative knowledge construction is a delicate process
that in many educational situations will need to be supported in order to be successful.
However, deciding how or where to support it requires a thorough understanding of the
process itself. Although the complex process of successful collaborative learning may

require more than just a strong link between discussion and subject matter and efficient
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communication, they can be seen as important prerequisites for a successful
collaborative processing of literature.

One way to focus the collaboration and grounding efforts of students would be to
change the pedagogical approach. However, introducing additional training or elaborate
instructions could increase the already high demand of time and effort in online
discussion for both students and teachers. In line with Dillenbourg [3] we believe, that
grounding efforts should remain subordinated to the accomplishment of the task and the
production of “rich” interactions; it would then seem important to make sure students’
efforts are invested in the most optimal and productive way.

Results show that discussion in the system for anchored discussion is more
directed at processing the meaning of the text than discussion in the traditional forum,
which is more oriented towards the sharing of personal opinions and experiences. This
difference in orientation produces a more constructive collaboration in the system for
anchored discussion, versus a more debate-like collaboration in the forum discussion.
Additionally, while messages in the traditional forum resemble usual discussion or
email conversation and contain social and regulative comments, discussion in the
system for anchored discussion is seen to be more efficient and “to-the-point”. We
conclude that for collaborative text comprehension by undergraduate students, anchored
discussion might be more suitable than traditional forum discussion.

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FACING INFORMATIONAL AGE CHALLENGES: IT SKILLS
FOR AN INSTRUCTOR

European standards of teaching foreign languages nowadays suggest the whole
array of requirements encompassing both content and mode of instruction criteria [1].
Focusing on the latter, one may find ample evidence of the fact that the labor market
more readily welcomes the graduates with linguistic majors able to cope with the tasks
skillfully managing various software and gadgets. Setting aside the ambition to follow
the day-to-day dizzy marching forward informational technologies, one may state that
eyeing this process should become part and parcel in training ELTs at a university. On
the other hand, a student attending lectures is equipped with all possible IT facilities,
which now deplorably interfere rather than facilitate efficient language study.

Being ‘digital natives’ (the first generation born with the new technology)

contrasted to the instructors, mainly the ‘digital immigrants’ (the old-world settlers, who
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have lived in the analogue age and immigrated to the digital world), our students are
more and more often considered “no longer the people our educational system was
designed to teach” [3]. This factor viewed constructively with an aggregate of all the
above conditions makes a good background for introducing methods of instruction
involving IT technologies. Combined with a traditional face-to-face method it is labeled
as ‘blended’ [2] and extensively practiced in the world for both on-campus and distance
learning.

Blended learning offering wide possibilities and proportions of IT technologies
inherently imposes greater responsibility on the instructor who is to juxtapose the usual
chores of the classroom supervisor and that of the system administrator for the time of
the lesson or instruction period. Therefore the net sources focusing on new methods of
teaching step forward with the lists of basic IT skills the instructor is supposed to
possess and hone in the 2010s [4].

Quite obviously, these skills may be sub-grouped into separate categories
according to a single though not exhaustive criterion: the type of the medium used in the
process of instruction.

So, the first and the biggest group encompasses the skills of deploying the
Internet resources. On Web 2.0 sites which provide interactive online activity and
encourage contribution to creating the content [5], the instructor is to have both
receptive skills, e.g. to evaluate and select appropriate digital applications and browser
plugins to enhance student learning, and productive skills, e.g. to create an online media
sharing channel (on YouTube etc.) or to deliver synchronous and asynchronous
interactive online presentations and training.

The second group offers the skills of an instructor as a mini system administrator
when he/she is to assist the learners in using different software and gadgets, e. g. to aid
students in the use of a range of digital tools to help them set goals, plan and organize
their learning or to identify and use appropriate features of technology to reduce threats

to the students’ e-security.
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The third group concerns the variety of gadgets that might be deployed in the
educational process, meaning the instructor is to be able, e.g. to exploit webcams for
creating teaching and learning materials or to create materials for interactive
whiteboards or mobile exploitation.

One’s own priorities chosen, the ELT instructor may have these requirements as
the guidelines for continuous professional development lest he/she loses the grip of the
global educational situation.

CHARACTER IN THE FILM NARRATIVE: TERMS OF THE RESEARCH
Kotova I. A. (Kharkiv)

A feature film may be regarded as a narrative similar to that of fiction in literature,
yet operating at both verbal and visual levels. Film is best known as a dramatic art that
is also strongly pictorial. However, its narrative element is quite strong in comparison
with other dramatic arts [2, p. 29]. The strongest bond of the film narrative is not with
painting or even drama, but with the novel. The similarity lies in that both kinds of
narrative tell long stories with numerous details and from the perspective of a narrator.

Any story told in print in a novel can be told or roughly pictured in a film. The

differences, however, are not limited to the obvious ones pertaining to the pictorial and
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linguistic modes of narration. First, films are limited in duration to approximately two
hours. Consequently, an average screenplay is 125 to 150 pages long, novels being
considerably longer. Simultaneously, films have pictorial possibilities that novels do not
have, resulting in shorter narration. Also, images on the screen make the film narrative
quite dynamic, forcing the viewers to redirect their attention continually [ibid., p. 45].
These features are likely to influence the process of characterization.

Our research focuses on the character as one of the most crucial elements of the
narrative, which is true of both novels and films.

Whereas the language of a character has been traditionally studied in stylistic
analysis, it might appear useful to look at how readers form impressions or conceptions
of characters. Cognitive stylistics (alternatively referred to as cognitive poetics)
provides tools that may be used for this purpose. It is a rapidly expanding field that
employs perspectives from linguistics, literary studies and cognitive science. The
cognitive stylistic approach aims at “combining linguistic analysis with cognitive
considerations in order to shed light on the construction and comprehension of fictional
characters”, since a truly comprehensive account of characterization addresses both
linguistic and cognitive aspects [1, p. 125].

In fiction, writers tend to withhold pieces of information to be inferred about a
character, meaning more than is actually said. The greater part of a reader’s impression
IS not presented in the text but is inferred (the so-called “iceberg” phenomenon in
characterization) [ibid., p. 130]. Viewing a film as a particular kind of text with verbal
and non-verbal signs and taking into account the abovementioned similarities of fiction
and feature film narratives, it is possible to assume that the “iceberg” phenomenon is a
typical feature of characterization in film texts as well. Though not all readers make the
same assumptions as to what is below the waterline, similarities in their interpretations
can be explained with the help of the schema theory [ibid., p. 130].

Schemata are relatively complex clusters of concepts with a network of
relationships holding them together which are assumed to be building blocks of the

long-term memory [ibid., p. 128]. Since our research focuses on the character as an
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essential element of the film narrative, schemata composed of knowledge about people,
or social schemata (also referred to as “cognitive stereotypes™) [ibid., p. 128] arguably
hold strong implications for characterization. They may be regarded as the basis for the
construction of prototypical images of heroes and antiheroes, whereas a prototype is
viewed as an idealized representative of a category possessing the maximum number of
its characteristic features [3, p. 37]. Prototypes can be considered as core elements of
the corresponding concepts formed around them. Therefore, it is possible to assume that
characterization of heroes and antiheroes in the film narrative relies to a considerable
extent on the viewers’ expected perception, whereas the latter is based on culture-
specific social schemata that find reflection in the language.

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WHAT IS ENGLISH FOR ACADEMIC PURPOSES?

English for Academic Purposes, usually referred to as EAP, is a specialized area of
English language training dedicated towards inculcating in learners the specific skills
required to undertake academic study in a Native English-speaking country or to publish

articles or books to be read by an Anglo-Saxon audience. It is sometimes further sub-
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divided into English for General Academic Purposes (EGAP) and English for Specific
Academic Purposes (ESP), but for the purposes of this introduction it is unnecessary to
make such distinctions seeing as the fundamental principles are easily transferrable.
Furthermore, EAP relates to all skills areas, but we will here only concern ourselves
with essay writing, which is arguably the most important aspect.

This article will focus specifically on why knowledge of academic writing could be
of immense usefulness for Ukrainian students in a British university context. It might
also be worthwhile to mention here that, contrary to common belief, Academic IELTS
is simply a measure of a learner’s ability to function within the medium of English and
Is insufficient in preparing students for the expectations of British higher education.

Throughout the last decade, the number of Ukrainian students wanting to enter the
British education system has dramatically increased, and with this the need to support
learners in their academic writing has become increasingly evident. The reason why
perfectly competent Ukrainian speakers of English frequently find themselves
struggling in their postgraduate studies at British universities is rarely a reflection of
their ability and usually because they are unfamiliar with the British essay- and
research-based approach to assessment, which differs fundamentally from that to which
they are used in Ukraine. There is no tradition of essay writing in Ukrainian higher
educational establishments. In fact, the essay genre has a weak tradition in Ukrainian
and Russian education overall and usually involves short, creative compositions with
the purpose of expressing personal opinions. This is in marked contrast to the British
system in which students are trained to critically appraise texts and to formulate new
knowledge by incorporating the opinions and ideas of others to support their own line of
reasoning.

The difference between the British method of finding and using evidence in
support of an idea and the more individualistic Slavic approach underscores why
Ukrainian learners have to make a conceptual leap in their understanding of what
constitutes acceptable writing in a British university. The average 3,000-word

postgraduate essay will be considered of poor quality unless it contains varied
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references to the work of myriad academics and researchers specializing in its
respective field. Even with the presence of good referencing, if the sources are being
used ineffectively or wrongly, or merely being included for cosmetic effect as opposed
to contributing towards an argument, an essay might still be of an unsatisfactory
standard.

However, training learners to develop their critical thinking is not the only aspect
of EAP. Academic writing by Native English speakers also has very specific, and
frequently strict, structural and stylistic nuances that make it quite distinct not only from
writing styles in other languages, but also from other forms of writing in English itself.
Such differences include frequent use of the passive voice and linking constructions,
excision of phrasal verbs and idiomatic and informal language, embedding citations and
the structuring of paragraphs.

Overall, EAP should be of interest to anyone considering a course of study in the
UK, or elsewhere in the English-speaking world, and academics wishing to publish in
internationally recognized journals. It is remarkable how little is known in Ukraine
about this area of English which, although it may only be of actual interest to a limited

number of people, is certainly an important one.

WAYS OF CONCEPTUAL VERBALIZATION OF THE WORLD
PICTURE
Kuzmenko A. O. (Dnipropetrovsk)

World picture generating is provided by functions of elements of “language of
mind". These elements are an universally-subjective code, logical and conceptual base
of a man, certain totality of mental universals that have positional character [3, p. 24].
Such elements are images, charts (frames), imagination, suggestion, picture, symbols,
formulas, diagrams, words, and also concepts that function in the certain type of
discourse [1, p. 89]. "Concept" is a "ligamentary link between a language and thinking;
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a unit of consciousness and informative structure that represents human experience"(O.
S. Kubriakova). A concept is a difficult formation, which structure is differently
presented by linguists. O. S. Kubriakova, comparing concept with the categories of
prototypes’ semantics, distinguishes the central and peripheral zone of concept
[4, p. 173-189].

S. G. Vorkachev distinguishes such components: 1) all communicative meaningful
information, paradigmatic, syntagmatic and word-formational concept connections; 2)
whole pragmatic information of the language sign; 3) "cognitive word memory" [2,
p. 67-83].

It is distinguished linguistic, cognitive, culturological, psychological constituents
and national specificity in the structure of concept [1, p. 93].

A. M. Prihodko and V. I. Karasik define a concept as "multidimensional™ mental
formation which characteristic is imaginational, perceptive and valued sites [6, p. 21].

In connection with a difference in look on the nature and functions of concept,
linguistic researches are taken to two directions — cognitive linguistics and cultural
linguistics.

Concepts are presented by frames. Frames are hierarchically organized structures
that contain basic, typical and potentially possible information about them.

So, a concept is a unit of mental and psychical resources of our consciousness, a
structure which reflects knowledge and experience of a man and it is a unit of
conceptual picture of the world. Every concept is organized by an inherent frame
structure.

Scientists mark the presence of the certain stages that are passed by a concept on
the way of verbalization. N. Meh gives classification of M. F. Alefirenko, which
includes four stages of verbalization: 1) comprehension; 2) forming internal form of a
word; 3) metonymic concentration of a character; 4)setting on a myth [5, p. 23].
Linguists enumerate twelve principal items: 1) direct concept nominations; 2) derivative
nominations of concept; 3) paronymous words; 4) similars; 5) contextual synonyms;

6) occasional individually-authorial nominations; 7) word-combinations, synonymous
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with a keyword; 8) phraseologycal connections with the name of concept; 9) paremiaes;
10) metaphorical nominations; 11) comparison with the keyword; 12) free word-
combinations, that name signs which characterize a concept.

Certaines expressions semblent difficiles a classer, a tel point que vouloir les
décrire, peut sembler déraisonnable. Syntaxiquement, elles n’entrent pas dans le schéma
de la phrase canonique, constituant souvent des phrases averbales. Ainsi en va-t-il par
exemple de Quelle question! ou de Y’a des fois, franchement. Leur prosodie est

particuliere [I. Fonagy 3]. Sémantiquement, elles ont un sens « atténué ». 1. Fonagy [2,
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p. 135] ou décalé : rien n’est totalement transparent dans De quoi aurais-je [’air ? ou
Y’a des fois, franchement. Leur interprétation est convenue dans une situation qui les
déclenche [M. Martins-Baltar 5] : ainsi, De quoi j’aurais [’air ? est associé a une
situation (type) ou 1’on peut perdre la face et sous-entend d 'un idiot. De méme, le motif
d’énonciation de Tu as perdu ta langue ? est le mutisme de I’interlocuteur.

Il semblerait donc possible d’analyser ces énoncés. Une premicre manicre de le
faire est de donner leur source, car elles sont devenues elliptiques paralléelement au
processus d’autonomisation. Du méme coup cela leur confére un statut grammatical :
ainsi, Tu veux que je te dise ? suppose ce que je pense. Une deuxiéme manicre consiste
a ¢tudier le figement énonciatif en précisant comment, par exemple, I’expression Un
point, c¢’est tout a bifurqué de son interprétation littérale (Un point, c’est tout, et son
omission peut entrainer un proces) a son usage conclusif (J'ai refusé, un point c’est
tout). Une troisieme manicre consiste a ¢tudier la portée d’une expression sur tel ou tel
segment de discours : je te raconte pas fonctionne comme intensif modifiant une des ces
manifs, dans je te raconte pas, il y avait une de ces manifs. Enfin, une quatriéme
propriété a prendre a compte est 1’ordre de profération : la place de a la fin! est
relativement contrainte ( 7u es embétant, a la fin! | ? A la fin, tu es embétant!).
Certaines expressions obéiraient a un ordre d’introduction dans le discours.

Autant de propriétés qui méritent d’étre étudiées pour dresser un tableau de
I’ensemble de ces expressions.

Les expressions liées a une situation sollicitent donc plusieurs plans. Le plan
linguistique, en raison de leurs particularités formelles (expressions réduites, prosodie
particuliere, etc.) et des difficultés d’interprétation qu’elles posent (atténuation du sens).
Le plan sociolinguistique, car elles font intervenir des normes de conduite et, si tant est
qu’on puisse le distinguer avec le précédent, le plan anthropologique, puisqu’elles
mettent en jeu un sens commun, des stéréotypes. Enfin, le plan psycholinguistique qui
suppose, lors de la mise en discours, I’intentionnalité (le vouloir-dire).

DEFINITIONS OF LANGUAGE

eCommunication of thoughts and feelings through a system of arbitrary signals,
such as voice sounds, gestures, or written symbols.

Cognitive development is a field of study in neuroscience and psychology
focusing on a child's development in terms of information processing, conceptual
resources, perceptual skill, language learning, and other aspects of brain development
and cognitive psychology compared to an adult's point of view. In other words,
cognitive development is the emergence of the ability to think and understand.[1] A
large portion of research has gone into understanding how a child imagines the world.
Jean Piaget was a major force in the discovering of this field study, forming his "theory
of cognitive development". Piaget had four stages of cognitive development which
consisted of the following : Sensorimotor, preoperational,concrete operational and
formal operational.

Speculated core systems of cognition Empiricists study how these skills may be
learned in such a short time. The debate is over whether these systems are learned by
general-purpose learning devices, or domain-specific cognition. Moreover, many
modern cognitive developmental psychologists, recognizing that the term “innate" does
not square with modern knowledge about epigenesis, neurobiological development, or
learning, favor a non-nativist framework. Researchers who discuss "core systems" often
speculate about differences in thinking and learning between proposed domains.
Researchers who posit a set of so-called "core domains™ suggest that children are innate
sensitivity to specific kinds of patterns of information. Those commonly cited include:

Language acquisition

A major, well-studied process and consequence of cognitive development is
language acquisition. The traditional view was that this is the result of deterministic,
human-specific genetic structures and processes. Other traditions, however, have
emphasized the role of social experience in language learning. However, the relation of
gene activity, experience, and language development is now recognized as incredibly
complex and difficult to specify. Language development is sometimes separated into
learning of phonology, morphology, syntax, semantics, and discourse or pragmatics.

However, all of these aspects of language knowledge—which were originally posited by
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the linguist Noam Chomsky to be autonomous or separate—are now recognized to
interact in complex ways.

Concepts and Words

The term ‘word’ is usually used to refer to the meaningful basic elements of a
language. Words can be spoken or written. When they are written the boundaries of a
word are clear because words are separated from each other by spaces. When words are
spoken the boundaries are less clearly marked — we must draw on our knowledge of the
language to segment the speech we hear into meaningful units. That this is not a trivial
task is evident if a comparison is made between the tasks of counting the number of
words written in a language we do not understand and counting the number of words
spoken in the same language. The former task is extremely easy and the latter extremely
difficult. This consideration of words is important to the language acquisition process.
Children must segment the speech they hear into the appropriate-sized units in order to
learn a language. If we were to say that a child learning language has heard words when
what has been heard was a continuous stream of speech that was not understood, then,
clearly, we would not have provided a good description of the stimulus input that the
child has received. Accordingly, we need a term for a continuous period of speech that
does not carry with it presumptions about the decomposition of the speech.

Children understand what is spoken through two methods. First, input to children
Is simplified by comparison with speech among adults. Adults talk to children more
slowly, in shorter utterances, with repetition of key words, and in higher pitch than
when they talk to other adults. This makes it easier for children to identify the units (i.e.
words) that make up the utterance. Second, in conjunction with this environmental help,
children selectively attend to stressed elements of the adult utterance and, to a large
extent, ignore the rest. Since the referential words of an utterance are typically the ones
that are stressed (and repeated) in adult speech to children, this means that children will
extract the major content words initially from a sentence. It is because of this selective
filtering of the input that children’s own initial utterances are composed largely of

content words and lack the functor words (such as articles and prepositions) that are
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unstressed in adult speech. It is this that gives children’s speech its characteristic
‘telegraphic’ character in the early stages of word combination.

The Memory System

Memory is involved at each level of concept attainment — concrete, identity,
classification, and formal. At any point in time, the type of information that is stored in
memory and the form in which it is stored are related to the level which the individual
has attained, to the individual’s unique mode of storing information, and also to the
external conditions of learning the individual has experienced related to the particular
concept.[20]

Concrete Level

Attaining a concept at the concrete level involves attending to something — an
object, event, quality, or relation — discriminating it from other objects, events, qualities,
or relations, forming a representation of it, and storing it in secondary memory. Then,
when the same object is experienced again, the stored representation is retrieved from
secondary memory and used to test the incoming phenomenal representation as being
the same or different. The concrete level representation of the object is presumed to be
constructed by the individual, rather than being an automatically produced literal copy,
photograph, or template.[20]

Identity Level

To attain the same concept of an object as in the identity level as the concrete level
for the first time requires having the concrete level image stored in secondary memory.
Then, when the same object is experienced again but from a different spatiotemporal
perspective, in a different context, or in a different sensory modality, the phenomenal
image, held briefly in working memory, is tested against the earlier concrete-level
image. According to Cognitive Learning and Development (CLD) theory, personas are
able to move from the concrete to the identity level as they become able to generalize
across spatiotemporal perspectives, sensory modalities, and contexts. This ability
emerges with maturation and learning. The maturing child becomes able to test, for

example, the incoming phenomenal image of two triangles against a concrete-level
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image and generalize that the forms are the same. The same individual also becomes
able to discriminate either more properties of the triangular form or some of its less
obvious properties and also to ignore orientation and other contextual information.

Classification Level

Attaining a concept at the beginning classificatory level, in comparison with the
identity level, presumes that persons become able to attend to and discriminate more
attributes and also attributes that are less obvious. They also are able to form more
highly differentiated yet generalized representations and store and hold them in
secondary memory. Further, they become able to generalize across at least two different
examples of the same concept that necessarily have the same common defining
attributes but that also have one or more different variable attributes. To do this, they
must already have formed a concept of one of the examples at the identity level and
must be able to do so for the other, so that each of the examples is recognized as the
same across the different spatiotemporal orientations or contexts in which it may be
experienced, or across the different sensory modalities, as the case may be. It is
probable that concepts of at least two examples have been formed at the identity level
before the beginning classificatory level is attained.

Children form may concepts at the beginning classificatory level before first grade,
possibly before they have acquired the labels for the concept or any of its attributes.
Many are still at the classificatory level years later, not having attained the formal level,
at which time they may have some or all of the labels. When a label is available for a
concept at the classificatory level, it may be stored initially as part of the trace along
with image of a typical example and contextual information.

Formal Level

Attaining a concept at the beginning formal level has several prerequisites. The
person will readily be able to categorize newly encountered instances as members of
certain concepts and therefore as nonmembers of other concepts. Also, the person will
be able to discriminate the defining attributes of the particular concept. Another

perquisite is that the person will have the names of the defining attributes and also of the
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concept itself. The primary test of whether the concept has been attained at the formal
level is whether the person, when encountering examples and nonexamples of the
concept, can evaluate them as examples or nonexamples on the basis of the presence or
absence of the defining attributes of the concept. This can be illustrated with the concept
tree. When a person encounters two instances of a plant, one of which is a tree and the
other a shrub, the person must first identify one properly as a tree, and then indicate
why it is so categorized on the basis of the defining attributes of tree [20].

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UN APPORT AU COMMENTAIRE DES MISERABLES

Inna Saranovska, Docteur ¢s lettres (Kharkiv, Paris)

«Vie amoureuse de Jean Valjean », paru en 1987, fait partie des contes que Pierre
Gripari réécrit en donnant la forme d’une fiction a ses analyses des textes classiques.
Cette maniere de mettre en valeur 1’héritage littéraire était assez fréquemment employée

par l’auteur dans le méme recueil Contes cuistres (« La Véritable histoire de
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Pinocchio », « L’Assassin de M. Zola »), ainsi qu’ailleurs : Le Musée des apocryphes
(« Lettre anonyme a Balzac », « Les Derniéres aventures de Passepartout »). Dans tous
ces contes, Gripari introduit une réflexion sur des titres connus tels que Le Tour du
monde en 80 jours, La Cousine Bette, L ’Assommoir..., et il fournit des informations
historiques et littéraires. S’entretenant familicrement avec les écrivains et les
personnages, Gripari méle les mondes fictif et effectif, ce qui crée un hommage plus
explicite renvoyant le lecteur aux ceuvres originales. Cet hommage direct s’ajoute a un
hommage moins affiché mais plus fréquent, sensible dans les multiples histoires
fantastiques inspirées par les textes des autres que Gripari pratiquait régulierement
auparavant.

Le titre « Vie amoureuse de Jean Valjean » est annonciateur de rapports
hypertextuels, et il fait tout de suite penser a une nouvelle parodie de Hugo auquel
revient sans conteste « la palme de I’auteur le plus parodi¢ », selon Daniel Sangsue |3,
p. 82]. La transformation de 1’original, promise comme une continuation, touche a un
aspect négligé par Hugo de son personnage, devenu un symbole de chasteté. Chacun
peut s’attendre a une histoire passionnante née de ’imagination érotique de Gripari.
Mais le titre ne dévoile pas pleinement les subtilités créatives de 1’ceuvre, ainsi que la
qualité des rapports hypertextuels. Le récit qui s’annonce comme une histoire inventée
dans le cadre d’un recueil de contes fantastiques n’a rien en commun avec une
continuation pure et simple. La réécriture des Misérables prend ici la forme d’une
interprétation littérale, et tout au long du conte elle s’appuie sur I’intrigue de Victor
Hugo de la maniére la plus explicite.

D¢s le début du conte Gripari révele le propos officiel de sa réflexion : révéler « la
vérité » sur la vie sexuelle de Jean Valjean pour prouver que celui-la n’était pas un
personnage imaginaire ou une « projection » de ’auteur. A I’appui de cette idée, il tire
argument des oppositions de personnalité entre Hugo et son personnage, ou le contraste
le plus parlant concerne I’hétérosexualité de 1’un et I’homophilie de I’autre.

Dans le but de soutenir sa démonstration, Gripari parcourt les épisodes principaux

du roman de Hugo qu’il présente comme « un témoignage » de celui-ci sur la vie de
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Jean Valjean, avec les dates, les noms des lieux, le résumé et les commentaires des
événements. Les épisodes sont restructurés selon une chronologie biographique, ce qui
correspond le plus souvent a la succession des événements du roman-feuilleton. Les
exceptions concernent ’entrée en scéne des autres personnages qui apparaissent chez
Gripari au fur et a mesure qu’ils apparaissent dans la vie de Jean Valjean hugolien. La
transgression de 1’ordre établi par Hugo se révele au début de 1’histoire que Gripari
commence avec la naissance et la situation familiale du héros : « Jean Valjean est né,
entre 1765 et 1770, a Faverolles, dans le département actuel de I’Aisne » [2, p. 129].
Ainis, I’ordre des événements dans le conte est soumis a 1’évolution du protagoniste.

Les cing parties de Hugo sont condensées en quatorze pages chez Gripari. Sa
sélection s’explique avant tout par le désir de s’arréter sur les épisodes qui peuvent
soutenir son propos et permettent un doute ou une ambiguité au sujet de leur
signification sexuelle. Gripari résume le texte en recourant souvent a une citation de
I’original. Il le commente en donnant ses propres impressions et comble des lacunes
narratives sans le moindre signe d’ironie. Le sérieux de cette attitude fait parfois oublier
qu’il s’agit d’un conte de fiction, et non d’un article d’analyse critique.

Pourtant, le commentaire n’est qu’une manicre de réécrire le roman classique, car
aux faits authentiques empruntés au roman de Hugo se juxtaposent des arguments
imaginaires, ajoutés sous prétexte que les premiers sont « incomplets », « naifs » ou
ambigus.

Alors que Genette exclut de I’hypertextualité les rapports de commentaire [1, p.
13], Gripari par cet exemple apporte une nuance notable dans la grille du philologue : la
forme du commentaire peut contribuer elle aussi a la création d’une fiction a condition
que Dinterpréte entrelace les faits inventés avec les faits réels, qu’il utilise sa
subjectivité en la poussant un peu trop loin, qu’il exprime son jugement avec une poésie
et un lyrisme d’écrivain et pas de critique sec.

PARTIE Il UKRAINIENS A L’ETRANGER : FRANCE
Utkina G. F., Libina O. E. (Kharkiv)

On estime aujourd'hui le nombre des Ukrainiens de souche a vingt-cing/trente
mille personnes, dont la majorité, née en France, est assimilée.
Ils sont présents sur I'ensemble du territoire francais, notamment a 1'Est

(Thionville, Nancy, Metz, Strasbourg, Sochaux, Colmar, Mulhouse...), ou ils étaient six
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mille cinq cents au début des années 90, a Paris et dans le Centre (Bois d'Arcy, Saint-
Germain-en-Laye, Sarcelles, Melun, Orléans, Reims: 6.000 personnes), le Sud-Est
(Lyon, Saint-Etienne, Grenoble, Dijon: 5.800), le Nord (Lille, Roubaix, Lens, Amiens:
3.800), le Sud-Ouest (Bordeaux, Toulouse, Lourdes, Béziers: 2.200) et le Nord-Ouest
(Rouen, Caen, Evreux: 1.500). Trés peu d'Ukrainiens se trouvent dans I'Ouest et dans le
Sud, c'est-a-dire, au bord de la Méditerranée et de 1I'Atlantique (environ 1000).

La présence ukrainienne en France remonte au XVIIleme siccle. Elle s'est enrichie
et diversifiée a la faveur de différents flux migratoires [3].

La premiére vague d'émigration ukrainienne se suite au lendemain de la défaite de
Poltava, en 1709, avec la venue en France d'un certain nombre d'officiers supérieurs et
de partisans de Mazepa.

A partir de la fin du XIX siecle, les Ukrainiens ont traversé le monde. Selon la
volont¢ des temps et des €vénements, ils se trouverent sujets de I’empire russe, avant
1917, firent partie de ’URSS, de la Pologne, de la Tchécoslovaquie, de 1a Roumanie ou
devinrent réfugiés politiques. Se déplacant sans nationalité, citoyens de circonstances,
les Ukrainiens ont subi plusieurs complexités pour exister.

Au commencement du XX siécle, des milliers d’Ukrainiens sont venus en France,
en tant que réfugiés politiques ou a la recherche du travail [4]. Les réfugiés politiques,
mis dans des camps d’internement apres les peines de la guerre de 1914 — 1918 et des
révolutions de 1917 ont di attendre beaucoup d’années qu’il y ait un pays qui
accepterait de les recevoir.

Oubliés, parce que vaincus, ces soldats furent rejoints par les Ukrainiens de
Pologne et de Tchécoslovaquie, eux aussi en quéte d’une vie meilleure.

Cette situation se reproduisit presque identiquement aussitdt la Seconde Guerre
mondiale éclata.

A la suite de la révolution de 1905, une deuxiéme vague d'émigration politique
s'organisa en provenance d'Ukraine centrale et de Galicie. Les nouveaux arrivants

crécrent la premicre association ukrainienne: le ‘Cercle des Oukrainiens a Paris’. Ils se
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dotérent d'une chorale, mirent en place des cours de langue et publicrent des
informations sur 1'Ukraine en francais.

Une troisieme vague d'immigration ukrainienne eut lieu apres la Premiere guerre
mondiale. La chute de I'Etat ukrainien indépendant en 1920 provoqua le départ vers la
France de dirigeants de la République Nationale Ukrainienne (UNR), ainsi que
d'anciens soldats et officiers, libérés des camps d'internement en Pologne et en Russie, a
partir de 1924. Toutefois, a partir de 1923, se mit en place le flux migratoire de plus
important, avec l'arrivée en masse d'ouvriers ukrainiens venus travailler dans les mines,
I'industrie textile, la métallurgie ou l'agriculture [2]. Originaires de Galicie, alors
administrée par la Pologne, ces €migrés €conomiques partirent avec des passeports
polonais et se confondirent avec I'émigration ouvriére de ce pays.

Pendant la Seconde Guerre mondiale, les milliers d'Ukrainiens qui avaient servi
dans l'armée sovictique avant d'étre faits prisonniers par les Allemands furent conduits
en France pour des travaux forcés. Des Ukrainiens qui servaient dans les unités de
I'armée allemande déserterent pour passer a la Résistance frangaise et créer leur propre
détachements militaires.

Une nouvelle vague d'émigration eut lieu au lendemain de la Seconde Guerre
mondiale, avec la venue de prés de quatre mille Ukrainiens en provenance des camps de
personnes déplacées d'Allemagne et d'Autriche. Confrontés aux difficultés économiques
et au chomage, certains émigrerent aux Etats-Unis et au Canada dans les années 50.

Depuis l'indépendance, les allées et venues entre les deux pays se multiplient. Il
est, donc, plus convenable de ne pas parler d'émigration, mais de déplacement ou
d'échange (notamment, des ¢tudiants, des filles au pair, des travailleurs clandestins) [1].
Néanmoins, par le biais des mariages ou des contrats professionnels de longue durée, un
certain nombre d'Ukrainiens s'établissent chaque années en France. Il s'avere, toutefois,
utile de préciser que la France ne fut jamais le centre de I'émigration ukrainienne. Les
Etats-Unis, avec une communauté de prés de deux millions de personnes, le Canada
(entre 800.000 et un million), I'Argentine ou le Brésil, furent des pdles beaucoup plus

attractifs.

STERNIAN ECHO IN JOYCE’S LANGUAGE
Fomenko Elena G., Doctor of Philology (Zaporizhzhya)

In Sterne and Joyce, language becomes the fictional world driven to the Shandean
and Wakean extremes. Sternian love of verbal play, his “shared language of experience”
[1, p. 92] and “hybridity of language practice” [3, p. 97] continue language use in
Cervantes, Montaigne, and Shakespeare, on one hand, and are prerequisites for Joyce’s
epiphanic model developed more than a century later, on the other. Sterne’s innovative
language is clearly perceived from a Joycean perspective, namely, the linguistic-
typological norms established in Joyce’s era. I argue that Joyce reconsidered Sternian
experiments with language, borrowing from Sternian run-on sentences, doubling

identities, and the act of writing as a space of literary discourse with a view of replacing
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traditional macrostructural hierarchies of narrative categories by a space of literary
discourse that renews by circularity of meanings.

Sterne is renowned for his early forms of a stream of consciousness technique, a
marked feature of his unique style that makes him different from his epoch’s idiostyles.
His language of self-expression, in particular his language of the body, long rows of
homogeneous members, chains of complete and root repetitions, many repetitions of the
adverb “together” in Tristram Shandy, sentence fragmentation, and, above all,
individual-autorial punctuation that creates a specific rhythm and contributes to the
overall tonality of his texts — all these language findings would be developed by Joyce
to the extremes. Joyce is involved in the play of words, similar to Sternian interplay of
“gravity” and “grave” in his “rhapsodial work™ Tristram Shandy [2, p. 31, 23]. Sterne
uses close repetitions of verbalized concepts and builds local associative networks by
putting together meanings rather than actions.

Yet, Sterne’s influence is first and foremost linked to Joyce’s attempt at deviating
from the hierarchy of narrative categories with a view of building unconventional
encounters on predicted but not depicted conventional events. In Tristram Shandy
Sterne builds meanings on scenes and turns away from a conventional description of
Tristram’s life. Instead, he is involved in circularity (“free ingress, egress, and regress
throughout <...> journey” [2, p. 34]) — the principle that is fundamental to Joyce’s
epiphanic model. Sterne’s conceptualizations are grouped emotionally, with “unity”
marked by verbalized “us all” and “our lives” [2, p. 59], with “action” coexisting with
“non-action” and “non-unity” due to Sterne’s movement across time and space within
the mental space of Tristram Shandy’s life journey.

Henceforth, Sterne’s principles of circulatiry, intertextuality, dialogical writing,
interruption of hierarchical narrative categories by inferring different meanings from
similar scenes, his recognizable individual-authorial repetition, and priority of
conceptualized events that view “the soul stark naked” [2, p. 59] are developed further

in Joyce’s epiphanic art.
