Morozova E. I. World Outlook Parallels in Interpreting the Content of the Terms “Discourse”, “Context”, “Situation”.
This article shows that the content of the term “discourse” depends upon the way of understanding the nature of the
ground against which speech is considered. In order to achieve this end, the content of linguistic terms “situation”
and “context” is correlated, approaches to treating the nature of the situation are systematized, the principles of
situation modelling in the structural and functional paradigms are established, the models of particular, typical and
“life” situations are presented.
