Sorochan S.B.Once more about the bazylic of Kruze in Byzantian
Cherson. The article considers the liturgical system of the bazylic Ne 7 in
Byzantian Cherson and archaeological materials on its architecture and date
of construction. The research allows to approve, that the temple concerned to
monuments of memoryal-martyrial and was constructed about middle VI
centuries or in the last third VI centuries, when there was a liturgical service
of Large and Small outputs. The assumptions of construction a temple in IV-
V centuries are necessary to recognize incorrect. This church could not be one
of the earliest christian constructions of the city. It is included into number
large constructions of Cherson second half VI-first half VII centuries during
maximum building activity.

The article is devoted to the
criticism of the common view in a modern historiography, that Octavian
has won struggle for the public opinion at the end of 30-th years B. C,,
relying upon «republicanism». The author states, that the propaganda
actions of Augustus, based on the traditional Roman values, have been
directed on the creation of an image of the successful commander and the
wise politician, who was on guard of an interests of Italy and Rome.
Octavian didn’t use slogans of adherents of the libera res publica. On the
contrary, his supporters were from time to time guided by a tradition of
the populares.
