» The main ‘modal verbs’ (or ‘modals’) are can, could, may, might,

must, shall, should, will, would.

> Be to, have to, ought to, dare and need are also used as modal

verbs, but they have other uses as well.

» Modals are followed by the infinitive.The infinitive has the

following forms:

Active Passive
Simple to ask to be asked
Continuous to be asking _
Perfect to have asked to have been asked

Perfect Continuous

to have been asking

» Modals have several meanings, so you need to think about the
meaning of the sentence as a whole to be sure that your choice of the
modal expresses exactly what you want to say. The main ideas that modals

are used to express are shown in the following sections.
