Summary

S. Litovchenko. The Kingdom of Sopbene in the Eastern Policy of Pompey

Most researchers believe, referring to Appian’s message, that after his arrest Tigranes
the Younger, Pompey handed Sofene to the Cappadocian king Ariobarzanes I. However,
some historians noted the contradiction in Appian’s comments. The Greek author attributed
not only Sofene, but Gordyene not bordering with it first Tigranes the Younger, and then
Ariobarzanes I. Besides it, Appian added an unusual explanation that both of the states in
his time, were called Lesser Armenia. In addition, neither in the time of Pompey, nor in
the II AD Sofene and Gordyene were ever called Lesser Armenia and were parts of this
state. Therefore, we can acknowledge that Appian’s statement can not be considered
completely reliable. It's safe to say that Sofene as well as Gordyene, was returned to
Tigranes II, which Dion Cassius hinted in his message at. Cicero’s letters indicate that the
kingdom belonged to Great Armenia during the time of his governorship of Cilicia. Cicero
considers the Euphrates the boundary between Great Armenia and Cappadocia.
