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The Subjunctive Mood

The Subjunctive Mood is a set of special verbal forms used in certain types of
sentences to express the speaker’s attitude to what is being said. The situations may
be viewed as desirable (I recommend that she apologize; | wish you would stop
complaining), contrary to reality (If I were younger, |1 would think about a change of
career), convey request (He urged that the boss give him a holiday) or express regret
(I wish I hadn’t mentioned his name), disbelief (I doubt that he should have been
appointed manager) etc.

The use of the Subjunctive Mood is typical of complex sentences, with a verb
in the Indicative Mood in a main clause and one in the Subjunctive Mood in a
subordinate clause, e.g. She looks happy as if he had finally proposed to her.
However, the Subjunctive Mood forms may also be used independently, e.g. If only
we were young again!, or I think she would have solved the task differently.

There is no unity of opinion among linguists as for the terms used to speak
about the forms expressing unreality. They may be Present and Past Subjunctive,
Subjunctive Perfect and Non-Perfect, were-Subjunctive etc. In this manual the
following terms will be used:

1.  Subjunctive | — coincides with the form of the bare infinitive, acive or
passive, for all persons and numbers, e.g. Success attend you!, | insist that he make
alterations to the project.

2. Subjunctive Il Non-Perfect — coincides with the forms of the Past Simple
or the Past Continuous, e.g. | wish you were listening to me now; It’s time she were at
home.

3. Subjunctive Il Perfect — coincides with the forms of the Past Perfect or
the Past Perfect Continuous, e.g. I'd rather he had informed me about it yesterday;
He speaks English as if he had been learning it for years.

4, The Conditional Mood Perfect or Non-Perfect — an analytical form,
consisting of would (should)/could/might + a bare infinive, e.g. If I were you, | would
think twice before resigning; He would never have come, if you hadn’t called him.

Conditional sentences

Conditional sentences usually consist of two clauses: a main clause (result
clause) and a subordinate clause (if-clause) and thus show interdependence of two
actions/events. They are connected by the conjunction if or its synonyms (unless = if
not, in case, supposing/suppose that, providing/provided that, as/so long as, on
condition that etc.). Their application is limited either for semantic or stylistic
reasons.

Unless means if ... not and is used to express a negative condition.

e.g. Unless you leave the apartment now, we’ll be late for the premiere of the
film “Dune”. = If you don’t leave the apartment now, we’ll be late for the premiere
of the film “Dune”.

e.g. I wouldn’t come to your bachelorette party unless you invited me in
person. = | would come to your bachelorette party if you invited me.

NB! Unless can 't always be a substitute for if ... not while if ... not can be used
instead of unless. In general, unless can be used in sentences that mean ‘A will
happen if it is not stopped by B’, but unless cannot be used in the sentences that
mean ‘A will result from B not happening’. Compare:

e.g. Let’s buy some ice-cream unless you have a sore throat. = Let’s buy some
ice-cream if you don’t have a sore throat.

e.g. I’'ll exchange this necklace for any other jewelry, if your fiancée doesn’t
like it. (Unless is impossible).

In case is used to imagine a future situation. It’s NOT the same as if. Compare:

e.g. I’ll drop by for coffee in case you’re at home. (I don’t know whether
you’ll be at home). # I’ll drop by for coffee if you’re at home. (I’ll only come if
you’re at home).

It’s also used to imagine a safety measure for some situation.

e.g. I’ve made necessary purchases in case anything bad happens.

Supposing/suppose (that) is originated from the verb ‘to suppose’ thus it has
the meaning of supposition. It’s used in the sentence with Subjunctive 11 Non-Perfect
to ask questions about an imaginary present or future situation and its possible result.

e.g. Suppose Lucy invited you to her prom, would you go? = If Lucy invited
you to her prom, would you go?

Sentences which describe imaginary past situations have a similar meaning to
the third conditionals.
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e.g. Supposing you have left your purse at home, what would you have done?
= If you had left your purse at home, what would you have done?

We use a present tense after supposing/suppose (that) if we want to ask about
an imaginary situation in the future that is likely or probable to happen or if we want
to suggest that it’s so.

e.g. Supposing Tom doesn’t show up? You know he is absent-minded.

Providing/provided (that), as/so long as, on condition that are used to
emphasize the necessity of the condition to the result. These conjunctions can be used
instead of if. However, on condition that is more formal than if. As these
conjunctions refer ONLY to present or future conditions, we don’t use them with the
third conditional.

e.g. All the students will get their diplomas providing (that) the exams are
passed.

To express the condition for something that happened in the past, use but for +
noun phrase.

e.g. The delegates would have attended the conference, but for the flight delay.
= The delegates would have attended the conference, if it hadn’t been for the flight
delay. = The delegates would have attended the conference, if the flight hadn’t been
delayed.

Conditionals may be divided into two groups: sentences of real condition and
sentences of unreal condition.

As if/as though

Conjunctions as if/ as though are used in clauses of comparison. They are both
used to express unreality, improbability or doubt when followed by a certain form of
the Subjunctive Mood. Otherwise, they show that the statement is true (the indicative
mood).
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she were going to faint.
she would kill me.

She looks / looked as if / as though —— she were listening to me now.
she lived in an imaginary world.

she had done a stupid thing yesterday.
she had been waiting for an hour.

To emphasize the meaning of unreality we use Subjunctive Il Perfect or Non-
Perfect after as if/though:

e.g. Mark behaves as if/though he were a millionaire. (But he is definitely
not.)

e.g. Ann looked as if/though she hadn’t slept for days. (But there was another
reason for that.)

NB! We can use was in an informal style instead of were in an unreal
comparison.

e.g. Rob acts as if/though he was in charge. (But he wasn’t.)

NB! We use a present tense (including the Present Perfect) after as if/though
to describe how things seem or appear when there is a possibility that the
appearance reflects something real:

e.g. You look as if/though you want to leave. (Perhaps it’s so.)

e.g. Molly behaves as if/though she hasn’t seen Andrew for ages. (She may
not have seen him.)

NB! The meaning of realness or unrealness of the sentence can only be
determined from the context.

I wish/if only/would rather

These constructions are used to talk about things that we would like to be
different.

he would stop complaining.
he came tomorrow.

I wish / wished he lived next door.

(Ifonly ... 1 ~ he were listening to me now.

he had come yesterday.
he had been working harder recently.

To express a desire for something to be different in the present we use
Subjunctive Il Non-Perfect after wish/ if only:

e.g. Molly wishes she were a famous tennis player.

e.g. If only we weren’t travelling along.

To express a regret about the past we use Subjunctive Il Perfect after wish/ if
only:

e.g. I wish (that) you had warned me before | bought that firm.

e.g. If only Mark hadn’t been running so fast!

To express annoyance, criticism or to complain about something we use wish/
if only + would:

e.g. | wish you would stop laughing at me.

To describe an impossible desire we use wish/ if only + could:

e.g. I wish | could become a ballerina but I’'m too clumsy.

e.g. If only I could speak Chinese.
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NB! We can use wish/ if only + could have to express a regret about the past.
It means “It would have been nice if ...

e.g. | wish your granny could have been present at your graduation party.

NB! If only is more emphatic than wish. For greater emphasis we can put a
subject between if and only (informal English):

e.g. If you only knew how tired | am!

NB! Wish can be followed by that:

e.g. He wishes that we had gone to the movies together.

NB! To express wishes bout simple future events we use hope:

e.g. | hope it doesn’t | won'’t rain tomorrow.

Would rather

This expression shows preference and means ‘would prefer to’. The contracted
form °d rather is very common. Would is used in all persons (would in this
expression 1is the ‘modal’ auxiliary would, not the conditional auxiliary
should/would).

Would rather can be used with different subjects before and after it to say that
one person would prefer another to do something, in this case, we generally use
Subjunctive 11 Non-Perfect with a present or future meaning.

e.g. I’d rather Dan bought us a package tour.

e.g. My husband would rather I didn’t go shopping every weekend.

To talk about past actions, Subjunctive 1l Perfect is used.

e.g. I’d rather Marry hadn’t moved abroad. (However, it’s more common to
express this kind of idea with ‘I wish’. = | wish you hadn’t done that.)

When the subject of would rather is also the subject of the following verb, we
use the following constructions:

a) would rather + present bare infinitive (present/future);
e.g. I’d rather go to the cinema tomorrow.

b) would rather + perfect bare infinitive (past);

e.g. I’d rather not have missed the party last night.

c) would rather + bare infinitive + than (+ bare infinitive).
e.g. I’d rather visit London than (visit) New York.

This construction is used to say that something is not happening and it should
be. It’s followed by Subjunctive Il Non-Perfect.

It is / was (high) time Tod prepared breakfast for the whole family.

The expression it’s high/about time is often used to say that something is
urgent.

e.g. It’s high time we ordered a pizza.

NB! We CAN'T use a negative after this construction:

e.q. H#-stime-Bob-didn-tleaveus.

NB! We can also use constructions it’s time + infinitive or it’s time for +
object + to + infinitive:

e.q. It’s time to call a taxi.

e.g. It’s time for us to go for a walk.

NB!It should be noted that there is a certain difference between the structure
It’s time to call a taxi and It’s time we called a taxi, the former being a
command/order/idea/plan to do something, while the latter expresses
regret/reproach/annoyance/resentment that the action hasn’t been performed in due
time.

The Mandative Subjunctive

The mandative subjunctive is used in subordinate that-clauses. The main clause
contains expressions of demand, order, recommendation, request, requirement or
suggestion. We use Subjunctive | active or passive. In negations we add ‘not’ before
the verb.

NB! Most subjunctive structures in British English are formal and unusual. In
that-clauses, British people usually prefer should + infinitive.

We use the subjunctive in a that-clause after the verbs expressing decision,
order, suggestion (to advise, to demand, to insist, to order, to recommend, to
request, to require, to suggest, to urge etc.), and also after expressions of necessity
or recommendation (it’s advisable, it’s desirable, it’s essential, it’s important, it’s
necessary, it’s urgent, it’s vital etc.).

terrible, etc.; it outraged me, it puzzled me, it surprised me, it startled me, etc.

In adverbial clauses of purpose we use the conjunction so that (that, in order
that for literary style).

In affirmative sentences we use can, may + infinitive. In this case we are to
observe the rules of the sequence of tenses.

e.g. I'll get up earlier so that I can cook delicious breakfast for the whole
family. / | got up earlier yesterday so that | could cook delicious breakfast for the
whole family.

In negative sentences we use should + infinitive.

e.g. | will take an umbrella so that | should not get wet in the rain.
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The Subjunctive Mood in object clauses
after expressions of fear

We can also use the conjunction lest in the meaning of «for fear that» (formal
or old-fashioned English). In this case we don’t observe the rules of the sequence of
tenses.

e.g. Mark was left without the car keys lest he get into an accident = Mark was
left without the car keys so that he should not get into an accident.

We use the conjunction lest after expressions denoting fear (to be afraid, to be
anxious, to dread, to be fearful, to be frightened, to be scared, to fear, to be
nervous, to be in terror,to be terrified, to tremble, etc.).

e.g. Miranda dreaded lest her parents should find out that she was not in her
room.

he (should) make a mistake tomorrow.

| fear (ed) — lest —— he (should) make mistakes again and again.
he (should) be making a mistake now.

_ he should have made a mistake yesterday.

NB! We use the Indicative Mood if an object clause is introduced by the
conjunction that (e.g. Miranda dreaded that her parents would find out that she was
not in her room.). We also use may + infinitive after these expressions and observe
the rules of the sequence of tenses (the Indicative Mood). (e.g. I’'m afraid that Nick
may be late / | was afraid that Nick might be late).

In a limited number of cases the use of forms expressing unreality has become
a matter of tradition and is to be treated as set-phrases as other sentences can’t be
built up on their patterns. Subjunctive | is used in certain exclamations to express a
wish or hope, very often involving supernatural powers.
