Summary
O. Petrechko. Roman Society and Superstitio Under the Principate

This article considers the development and importance of superstitio under the Princi-
pate. Strict adherence to forms of worship might have fallen into superstitio. Vegetarian-
ism was a sign of superstitio. Additionally, various forms of magic as well as astrology were
manifestation of superstitio.

Indeed, it has been well-established that the Roman society was superstitious. Supersti-
tiones were common for all strata of the Roman society. Plutarch nominates fear as almost
basic sign of detodatpovia. Whereas the fear as a characteristic of superstitio, we can
fuller understand Romans’ treatment of Judaism and Christianity. The meaning of superstitio
and Oetodaipovier had been evolving over time. But under the Principate, the Romans
regarded them generally as perverted religion and applied them 77 re alien religious beliefs,
par excellence easterlies, especially against Judaism and Christianity.
