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The object of this article is to determine the organizational and economic mechanism of
product development for the event tourism as a factor for the formation of tourism attraction in the
city.

Methodology. In this paper the author has used the methods of structure-function analysis,
the methods of system and process approach, the method of simulation approach and content
analysis except for the general scientific methods.

Results. Classification of the basic event types has been implemented, event tourism
capabilities in the social and economic development of cities have been specified, the interaction
algorithm of the concerned parties in the conducting of the event has been defined, and the stages of
formation and product sales for the event tourism have been developed.

Scientific novelty. The organizational and economic conditions for the development of the
event tourism, its role in the formation of tourist attraction and providing the competitiveness of
cities have been determined.

Practical value. The results of the assumed research can be used by municipal
administrations and other concerned parties while developing event tourism projects.
