SUMMARY

The thesis examines the African American struggle for civil rights in the United
States from the mid-1940s to the early 1970s. The source base of the study
encompasses legislative acts, official documents, narrative and personal sources,
periodicals, and programmatic documents of leading civil rights organizations.

The first chapter is dedicated to exploring the racial issue in the United States
during the first post-war decade. It highlights the preconditions for the heightened
focus on African American civil rights, the characteristics of the domestic policies
of the Harry Truman and Dwight Eisenhower administrations regarding the "Negro
question," the stance of the U.S. Supreme Court, and the process of forming the
ideological foundations of the civil rights struggle. Special attention is given to the
activities of Elijah Muhammad as the leader of the Nation of Islam, his concepts of
Black nationalism and separatism, as well as the development of civil activism
strategies in the context of the emergence of prominent African American leaders
such as Malcolm Little and Martin Luther King Jr.

The second chapter focuses on the evolution of the African American civil
rights movement. It analyzes a new phase of the struggle (1955-1959), characterized
by the activities of various organizations. Between 1960 and 1965, the movement
underwent a transformation in tactics, incorporating nonviolent actions, marches,

and desegregation campaigns. The activities of the Black Panther Party, which
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advocated for armed self-defense grounded in socialist ideology and countered
systemic racism through social initiatives, such as free breakfast programs for
children, are examined separately.

The research findings demonstrate that the African American struggle for civil
rights evolved from localized initiatives into a powerful nationwide movement,
serving as a catalyst for the adoption of key legislative acts, notably the Civil Rights
Act of 1964 and the Voting Rights Act of 1965. The diversity of ideological
approaches—from Martin Luther King Jr.'s nonviolent resistance to Elijah
Muhammad’s separatist ideas and the revolutionary methods of the Black Panther
Party—provided a broad spectrum of mobilization strategies but also led to internal
ideological conflicts. By the early 1970s, repressive government measures,
particularly the FBI’s COINTELPRO program, significantly weakened the radical
wings of the movement.
