Die bloBe Feststellung, dass die moderne Poesie ihre Wirkungskraft schon
verspielt hatte, und vor allem fiir die jungen Menschen sowohl im schulischen, wie
auch 1m universitidren Bereich unattraktiv sei, ist nicht nur unberechtigt, sondern auch
kaum zu beweisen. Das neuste literarische Schaffen der 0Osterreichischen
Gegenwartsdichter bestitigt geradezu das Gegenteil und kann als eine gute
Ausgangsbasis fiir den DaF-Unterricht auf allen Stufen der Sprachkenntnisse dienen.
Dabei werden ausreichend Stoff sowohl Lehrende finden, die iiber keine besondere
Erfahrung mit der Didaktisierung literarischer Texte verfiigen, als auch
Literaturwissenschaftler, die sich bemiihen, ihre Seminare attraktiver zu gestalten.
Um keine leere Versprechungen zu machen, versuchen wir einige der neusten Werke
dieser modernen Dichter zu prisentieren, d.h. solche, die im letzten Jahrzehnt
entstanden sind und die jahrlich in den sog. Lyrikflugblattern des Literaturkreises
PODIUM einem breiten Publikum vorgestellt wurden und besonders zur Entwicklung
der Sprachkompetenz beitragen konnen (Die heutige Auflage der Leporellos mit
jeweils iiber 20 Gedichten betragt 3000 bis 9000 Exemplare, aber ausgewihlte
Dichtungen der einzelnen letzten 12 Ausgaben befinden sich auf der Internet-
Homepage des  Literaturkreises  unter  https://www.podiumliteratur.at/das-
lyrikflugblatt/). Am Rande muss auch gesagt werden, dass der Einsatz dieser
Gedichte im Deutschunterricht auch nicht vom Alter der Schiiler und Studierenden
eingeschriankt wird. Manche dieser Texte sind inhaltlich und lexikalisch mit einem
angemessenen Kommentar der KursleiterInnen allen Altersgruppen zugénglich. 2011
hat PODIUM sein 40. Jubilaum gefeiert und aus diesem Anlass wurde
ausnahmsweise ein ganzes Flugblatt Kindern gewidmet, um auch diese Leserschaft
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zielgerichtet anzusprechen. Die dort enthaltenen Gedichte verlangen paradoxerweise
von den Lesern bessere Sprachkenntnisse und eignen sich damit nicht fiir alle
interessierten Leser.

Die spezifische Form des Mediums, also ein Lyrikflugblatt als Leporello
vorbereitet, verlangt von den Herausgebern (in allen von uns beriicksichtigten
Jahrgdngen waren es verschiedene Redakteure von PODIUM-Mitgliedern) eine
bestimmte Textsorte auszuwdihlen. Auffallend ist, dass alle dank dieser Technik
vorgestellten Gedichte sich durch einen lapidaren Stil auszeichnen, wodurch das
inhaltliche Ziel auf dem kiirzest moglichen Weg erreicht wird. Die Reduktion ist als
eine beabsichtigte Mallnahme, als zusatzliche innerliche Chiffrierung des Inhalts zu
verstehen und nicht als eine simple Vereinfachung, im Sinne einer formellen,
technischen Verkleinerung der Worterzahl. In manchen Fillen werden dank dieser
Reduktion auch poetische Zwecke erreicht, wie z.B. die Betonung der eigenen
Distanz des Autors zu der von ihm beschriebenen Materie (Hermann Jandl, mein
laptop, Flugblatt 2010), oder die Hervorhebung der ironischen, skeptischen
Einstellung zu den vorgestellten Tatsachen (Manfred Chobot, Kommunikation, 2013).
An dieser Stelle fithlen wir uns fast dazu gezwungen, einen Gemeinplatz noch einmal
zu wiederholen: die kurzen, zielgerichteten Verse haben eine weitaus grofB3ere
Aussagekraft und sie verfligen, dank ihrer Eindeutigkeit, auch {ber ein
aullerordentliches padagogisches Potential (Gerlinde Weinmiiller, bildersprache,
2013; Christoph Janacs, so oder so, 2017). Sie kdnnen somit als fertige Sentenzen
verstanden werden und dementsprechend bei der Diskussionsgestaltung im DaF-
Unterricht verwendet werden. Solche literarischen Texte fungieren aber auch als
grenzsprengende Sprach- und Kulturprodukte. Zum einen sind sie darauf
ausgerichtet, subversiv auf den bestehenden kulturellen Korper einzuwirken, indem
sie die eingefahrenen mentalen Strukturen und Merkmale der eigenen Kultur
hinterfragen. Zum anderen sind sie auch Formprodukte, (d.h. Kulturprodukte), deren
dsthetische Dimension in ihrer (sprachlichen) Ausformung getragen wird, weshalb
man sie auch als Kunstprodukte verstehen kann [1, S.174]. Statt eines vom Lehrer
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vorgegebenen, in einem Wort oder einem Satz formulierten Themas haben sich die
Lernerlnnen mit dem jeweiligen Gedicht zu beschiftigen, wobei sie mit einer
weiteren, zusdtzlichen Aufgabe konfrontiert werden — nach der Lektire des
Gedichttextes ein Thema fiir die Diskussion sich selbst auszusuchen (um hier nur
einige Beispiele zu nennen - Manfred Chobot, Kommunikation, 2013:
Diskussionsthema Neidgefiihle; Elisabeth Schawerda, Das Alter, 2009: Angst vor
dem Altwerden; Gottfried W. Stix, er geht an einer, 2008: optimistische vs.
pessimistische  Lebenseinstellung;  Gerhard  Jaschke, = Rauchen,  2005:
Umweltverschmutzung; Hermann Jandl, technik, 2005: Handysucht u.a.). Im Arsenal
der vorhandenen Methoden fiir die Diskussion sind folgende Methoden besonders
wirksam und daher zu empfehlen: Kugellager-Diskussion, Methode 66, Fishbowl! und
Atom-Molekiile-Diskussion.

ACADEMIC WRITING FOR POST-GRADUATE STUDENTS
K.V. Voronina (Kharkiv)

Ability to convey the results of scientific research in English is of vital
importance for post-graduate students.Nowadays, a good command of academic
English is a prerequisite for successful integration of Ukrainian researchers into
world scientific community. Despite the fact that oral communication is becoming
more and more widespread in academic community all over the world, academic
writing still remains “one of the foundational building blocks of academic research,
teaching and learning” [3, p. 1].

Here are some tips for non-native writers:

1.Be brief and clear. Internationalization and increased printing costs

encourage academic writers to follow the KISS Rule, i.e. “Keep it Short and Simple”
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[1, p. 3]. Writers should produce “reader-friendly” pieces of writing rather than
Imitate sophisticated style of decades-old academic journals. Careful editing is
necessary as it will allow to get rid of any unnecessary words, which eventually will
make the scientific paper more publishable [1, p. 3].

2. Be precise. Avoid expressing more than one meaning in a sentence as
ambiguity can be misleading. For instance, “Women like chocolate more than
men”’[1, p. 3] can simultaneously convey two meanings. First, if given a choice
between a man and a chocolate bar, a woman would prefer the latter. Second, the
possible meaning can be “Women like chocolate more than men do”. Therefore,
ambiguous expressions that can be of use in fiction as a source of humorous effect
must be avoided in any genre of scientific writing.

3. Never translate. Using the writer’s mother tongue for taking notes is not
banned. However, word-for-word translation is harmful as the interference of the
writer’s mother tongue greatly affects English grammar and vocabulary [1, p.3]. The
advice is to formulate the ideas in English rather than write in the author’s mother
tongue and then translate into English.

4. Edit the final draft. Having finished your final draft, let it “cool down” a
while [2]. You will easily get rid of unnecessary words, which will greatly improve
your writing style. The tips below are to be approached in a sensible way:

a) avoid doubling of words. Thus, consider:

agreement instead of mutual agreement; prospects instead of future prospects;
reconsider instead of reconsider again [2].

b) avoid overuse of formulaic phrases. Paraphrase wherever possible, e.g.

to + infinitive instead of for the purpose of, because instead of due to the fact
that or in view of the fact that, now instead of at this point in time[2].

c) give preference to one-word form, e.g.

to expect rather than to have an expectation, to hope rather than to have hope,to

arrange instead of to make an arrangement [2].
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d) use active voice instead of passive. Wherever possible, give preference to
active voice with a personal subject, e.g.

Weak: The main types of non-equivalent units were distinguished.

Improved: | have distinguished the main types of non-equivalent units.

Wherever possible, change passive verb forms into adjectives, e.g.

Weak: All two-year-old children were studied.

Improved: All children studied were agetwo [1, p. 6].

To sum up, improved writing will greatly facilitate interaction between
researchers of all over the world.

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THE IMPORTANCE OF ESP TEACHERS’ TRAININGS.

In the result of rapid development of the international integration process and
information exchange, specialists of various branches of economy, science, higher
technology, art, sports, tourism etc. need an instrument with the help of which they
will realize an efficient exchange of professional information. Such an instrument is
considered to be a professionally oriented language or language for specific purposes.
Today, English for specific purposes (ESP) is the leading direction in the sphere of
language training. It has become popular in Ukraine due to the cooperation of various
companies and enterprises with foreign partners.

Teaching ESP is an organized process of the realization of an educational
course for specialists in order to create a foreign-language communicative
competence in the professional sphere. This approach increases students' intrinsic
motivation and stimulates their interest in learning both their future profession and
the English as a means of communication and gives vast possibility to interact in

genuine situations.
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The role of a teacher in organizing and realizing the process of teaching ESP
cannot be underestimated. With a purpose of activating ESP teaching, ESP teacher
first of all realizes the analysis of students’ needs and purposes, sets learning goals
and then transforms them into an instructional program. Accordingly, the syllabus of
teaching the language for professional purposes substantially differs from that of
teaching the language for general purposes.

Undoubtedly, ESP teaching implies both a good command of English and
possession of a certain level of background knowledge in students' academic subjects.
But from the very beginning of any ESP course it should be made clear that students
are taught, first of all, English, and not purely the subject of their specialty. In fact,
most ESP teachers are language teachers who have trained themselves in a specific
area of ESP. TomOrr [2], for example, found in a survey of English for Science and
Technology practitioners conducted on the internet that only 5% of the language
teachers who responded had university degrees or employment experience in the field
they currently served. As for the other 95%, they developed their competence by
studying.

Very often in the result of the poor proficiency or the lack of specific
background knowledge in learners' specialist academic disciplines, most ESP
teachers actually focus on the General English language rather than the language in
the context.

Consequently, this gap must be filled in by ESP teachers’ intense trainings and
we would like to suggest some ways for increasing teachers’ knowledge in the
content area.

1) One of the best ways of training ESP teachers is organizing introductory
classes in the field in which ESP is intended to be taught. As BekirSavas[3] mentions
such classes will provide teachers with content knowledge of the field.

2) One more way of developing content knowledge is self-training in the field
teachers need to serve. For this purpose they are required to display initiative,
independence, and persistence in learning.
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3) Still another and maybe the best means of improving teachers’ competence,
apart from studying or obtaining employment experience in the field demanded, is
collaboration. According to Dudley-Evans and St.John [1](theydistinguish several
roles of ESP practitioners), one of the main roles of a teacher is that of a collaborator.

We’d like to distinguish different types of collaborative teaching:

a) an ESP teacher works closely with field specialists for designing appropriate
lessons in the subject matter field he / she is teaching.

b)two teachers - a language teacher and a content teacher work together in the
classroom at the same time: the content teacher helps the language teacher lacking
content knowledge and, vice versa, the language teacher helps the content teacher
lacking the linguistic background to assist the teachers sufficiently well.

c) an ESP teacher collaborates closely with learners, who are generally more familiar
with the specialized content of materials than the teacher him or herself: the teacher
learns from students and , meanwhile, assists students to use correct English grammar
and sentence constructions, to express their ideas and opinions in English.

Summing up, we’d like to emphasize that the field of ESP in Ukraine needs to
be more professionalized. For this purpose, one of the most vital factors that have
crucial influence on the development of the ESP is the ESP teachers’ thorough
training to bring them to the level of professionals for designing appropriate lessons
in the subject matter field they are teaching. It can be achieved by different trainings,
including a “two-way-directional teaching and learning strategy”, mentioned above,

which is worth implementing for better ESP classes.

LITERACY FOR YOUNG ENGLISH LEARNERS
Kachanova O.V. (Kharkiv)

What is literacy? Literacy is the ability to read and write. Reading and writing
is a dynamic process of communication, and this process usually begins in the native
language. Children can transfer reading and writing skills from their native language
to English. These skills serve as a foundation for literacy in a new language. Some
people say it’s detrimental to children to learn to read in their native language and
English at the same time. It’s not true! Children can transfer literacy skills from their
native language to English or from English to the native language.

EFL teachers should use a balanced literacy approach that integrates all four
language skills and provide a language rich environment with lots of opportunities for
reading and writing meaningfully in English. I firmly believe that activities should be
engaging and interactive, balancing fun and effectiveness for both the teacher and

students.
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As it is said, children learn language through social interaction and need

appropriate scaffolding:

* Reading and writing TO students;

* Reading and writing WITH students;

* Reading and writing done BY students.

Reading and Writing TO Students:

As for me, | usually use songs and rhymes to focus on the sounds of English.
During the classes, the children do exercises like tracing, connecting the dots, and
coloring. These are fun and effective activities for building early literacy with young
EFL learners.

Reading and Writing WITH Students:

| can give students more responsibility. At our Drama Club we often have
Choral reading and Readers Theater. Students have their own copy of the text. As the
text is a part of a story, children can do a dramatic reading, which is known as
Readers Theater. Students act out a story like a play and read the lines for each
character. They can dress up as the characters and mime their actions as they read
their part out loud. Then we add some music, dances and songs. Our performance is
ready! Some rehearsals with costumes and scenery. Then The First Night comes! My
students love to learn English this way!

Our theater is a submergence into the modern and traditional theater, into the
world of drama and vivid images. For the children, the main thing in learning is the
impression, and the theater world gives the brightest emotions. My young actors
imagine themselves being brave, strong, clever, shy, friendly acting different
characters. It seems to me that “Too much dreaming is never a bad thing”.

Reading and Writing done BY students:

Children can read and write on their own. For example, project works:
students are given a project to research a topic and create a poster about the country,
food, animals, holidays, seasons, etc. Projects at lessons allow to form
communicative skills and create a language environment. Doing projects students
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expand their vocabulary, learn and practice new speech patterns and grammatical
structures improving the skills of reading, writing, speaking and listening. My
students love this creative work very much. As | have noticed during this process
their imagination runs fast.

Correspondence with schoolchildren from other countries is a good way of
communication. The purpose of this cooperation is to improve mutual understanding
between different countries, to form national consciousness, tolerance in students;
education of dignity, love for their homeland; development of creative personality;
collective creativity and communicative abilities; familiarity with the traditions and
customs of another community.

Children, including teens, should be able to have the right to express their
thoughts as they develop and to raise self-esteem, gain knowledge and skills, in
particular regarding conflict resolution, decision-making on issues of life.

A distinguishing feature of the dialogue of cultures is the adjustment to
productive speech activity. The exchange of experience through songs, poems,
drawings, and letters contributes to the formation of students’ writing and reading
skills in English. The development of critical and creative thinking, the
encouragement of free expression of children’s thoughts are the main tasks of
teaching a foreign language.

TEACHING FOREIGN LANGUAGESAND THE 21ST CENTURY SKILLS
Konmpa O.B., IToroxina M.IO. (XapkiB)

We live in modern age which is based on technology and changes. Nowadays
everything is changeable: no sooner is one challenge overcome, than another is upon
us demanding our attention and decisions. So methods of teaching foreign languages
are changing too. There is a great variety of teaching methods. Some are not popular
anymore; others are widely used now, or have small following, but contribute
insights that may be absorbed into the generally accepted mix, still others are just
appearing to be adapted and approved by teachers in various teaching contexts.

Every country in the world needs a high-quality, inclusive and equitable
educational system that supports young people to develop the knowledge, skills and
values to live and work in a globalized world.(1)
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As educators, our responsibility is to prepare every young person for their
future in the best possible way. Qualifications and knowledge remain important but
are no longer enough to have a successful future.

A high-tech world is demanding higher-order cognitive skills to live in it, as
opposed to the traditional manual and lower-order cognitive skills. If young
peoplewant to be successful in the long term, they need to be able to:

» generate and implement new ideas and solutions

* use digital tools to enable knowledgediscovery, creation of resources
andcommunication

* apply their knowledge to solvereal-world problems.

In order to do so,educational systems need to be clear about the purposes of
education and develop young people with core skills and competencies that relate to
the world in which they are living and will live. Core skills are often known as 21st
century skills or deep learning skills, they include:

« critical thinking, problem solving, creativity and innovation, ability to learn and
metacognition

» communication and collaboration

« information literacy, information and communication technology (ICT) literacy

» global citizenship and civic responsibility, including cultural awareness and
competence.

All these skills can be developedduring foreign language lessons. Knowledge
and skills are interwoven, and when students are developing both simultaneously,
they learn more efficiently.

The way teachers implement the teaching of such skills needs to focus on
highly effective teaching approaches. Interactive learner-centered lessons will
therefore play an important role, and the most effective approaches include: (12)
 drawing on students’ backgrounds and experiences in teaching (a positive attitude
towards students is important)

* increasing metacognition, self-regulation and self-directed learning
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» responsive feedback to students (including sustained teacher feedback)

* collaborative learning (pair and group work)

* lesson planning that incorporates variety (that isa variety of teaching approaches)
» oral language interventions (interactive questioning style, dialogue, etc.)

« the use of learning materials (digital and non-digital, local resources).

A more promising approach to teaching foreign languages involves integrating
critical thinking into subjects. Critical thinking strategies — such as looking at an issue
from multiple perspectives — need to be made explicit by the teacher and practiced
extensively by students.

Teachers need to know how to model critical thinking, how to ask open
questions, and how to provide feedback that enables students to solve non-routine
problems. Teachers need new skills and better tools to meet these expectations.
Curriculum resources have to be redesigned with critical thinking and problem
solving in mind.

If students learn how to think critically and solve problems, it would make a
big difference to their livelihood and happiness.

THE ROLE AND FORMS OF NON-FORMAL EDUCATION IN CANADA

In today’s globalized world, the issue of non-formal education takes a special
place due to its ability to solve a number of various educational, economic and social
problems the modern societies are facing.

It should be noted that formal education, due to its rigidity, is no longer able to
fully meet the needs of an individual, the society and the labor market in terms of
providing high-quality educational services.

The advantages of non-formal educational programs over a formal training are as
follows:

o flexibility and adaptability to specific purposes and needs of individuals and

groups of people;

e rapid response to changes taking place in the society;

¢ individual approach aiming at solving specific problems.

One of the countries encouraging the promotion of non-formal education is
Canada. Its popularity in Canada is due to such distinctive features of Canadian
society as:

« immigrants constitute a large share of the population: having various
social and cultural background, they necessitate socio-cultural adaptation
to Canadian environment as well as the acquisition of professional
competences in order to be competitive in the labor market;

 a significant proportion of elderly people seeking for self-development

and leisure activities;
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 the support which is lent to indigenous people in Canada in order to
reintegrate them into the society, i.e to help them become its full-fledged
participants;

* the care about socially disadvantaged groups of people with disabilities,
for whom the access to formal training is restricted;

« Social and Economic Policy of the Government of Canada, which aims
to maintain high social standards and develop scientific and technical
sphere;

* An increasing number of foreign students requiring adaptation and

language mastering.

Diverse forms of non-formal education most widespread in Canada should also
be mentioned:

e supplemental programs to support formal training in the framework of
University and college education and developed by educational
establishments themselves (workshops, seminars, optional courses, etc);

e cooperation of educational establishments and business companies in the
effort to provide up-to-date professional training (the case of Mitacs
company  whose  activities  include  supporting  start-ups,
commercialization of scientific projects, work placement of students);

e company internship intended for emloyees and trainees;

e religious Sunday schools who see their mission in propagating the ideas
of moral principles and tolerance;

e On-line education provided by both universities and non-governmental
organizations (MOOC such as Udacity, Coursera, EdX).

Thus, non-formal education is an integral part of Canada’s educational policy

and plays a key role in social, economic and cultural life of its citizens.

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THE EFFECT OF LECTURER’S PERSONALITY ON STUDENTS’
LEARNING MOTIVATION

Academic motivation is one of the effective factors in learners’ achievement.
Learners need to be interested in learning; otherwise, all efforts of the educational
system would fail. Understanding and developing the knowledge about factors that
affect academic motivation can help to improve educational performance. There is
evidence that personality traits can predict academic motivation and achievement.
Research on the effects of lecturer’s personality has been conducted with many
researchers, such as Getzels, Jackson, Costa, Cooper, Benis and others. Richards J.
points out: “An English lecturer’s should have a good qualification, good
competence, good performance, and good personality in order to encourage students’
ability in using English” [1, c. 124].

Lecturer’s personal qualities are the most important constituent part of the
educational process and factor, significantly influencing his image. Personality traits
can have a direct and indirect impact on learning and their role as predictors of
students’ learning should not be discounted. There are certain personality traits that
help lecturers in teaching students, such as adaptability, creativeness, genuineness,
independence, intuitiveness, kindness. Lecturers’ commitment to teaching and
learning is the most important, as it is one of the key factors of successful teaching
and learning. Lecturers who are committed show concern towards the development of
students’ academic or non-academic achievement. Some other characteristics that
make a great lecturer are:

— Enthusiasm. Lecturer enthusiasm facilitates achievement because it increases
student motivation for further learning both inside and outside the classroom.
— Creativity. Showing a student something, they have not seen before or
something familiar but in a new way.
— Dedication. No lecturer can be great without loving what he or she do.
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— Discipline. A great lecturer imposes rules and makes demands of their
students, but in a way that is not intimidating.
— Empathy. A great lecturer is sensitive to their students’ needs.

Good teaching is a very personal manner. It is necessary to understand the need to
be motivated in doing our work well and to have motivated learners in the classroom.
"Effective learning in the classroom depends on the teacher's ability to maintain the
interest that brought students to the course in the first place. Lectures that pose
problems and actively involve students in their solutions are more likely to maintain
and increase motivation than lectures that present neatly encapsulated principles and
facts” [1, c. 3].

When students are motivated, then learning will easily take place. Each time
you enter your classroom, you set out to teach an effective lesson. You want to
present a lesson that motivates your students, provides useful and relevant language
practice, and helps the learners gain confidence in using English. Here are some
strategies for lecturers to develop positive relationships with students:

— Teaching with enthusiasm and passion.

— Incorporating humor and storytelling into lessons.

— Showing interest in students’ lives outside the college.
— Treating them with respect.

— Creating a positive classroom climate.

Lecturers play a vital role in effecting classroom changes. They understand that
the key to unlocking student potential is by developing positive, respectful
relationships with their students. One of the truest marks of a great lecturer is the
ability to bring out the best in students. By playing the role of a motivator, lecturers
can help to promote continuous learning as well as long-term success and
productivity in the students.
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PROFESSIONALLY-ORIENTED READING IN TEACHING
FOREIGN LANGUAGES TO STUDENTS AT NON-LINGUISTIC SCHOOLS

Reading in a foreign language enhances language proficiency and is independent of
education or age. Nowadays, the process of globalization causes professionals to get
knowledge from various sources. That leads to the need of focusing attention on
training university students to read foreign literature. The development of
professionally—oriented reading skills in a foreign language is due to the importance of
dealing with increasingly large amounts of information that comes from mass media
and the Internet. [3]

To use a foreign language in practice, students of non-linguistic specialties read
original texts. A teacher should choose the texts properly as the time at the lesson is
limited. The corresponding criteria for this choice are: authenticity, variety of types and
genres, information relevance. Texts must comply with students’ knowledge and meet
their needs.[2] The main tasks in reading professionally-oriented texts in a foreign
language are 1) getting information that expands knowledge obtained by students in
mastering their professional subjects; 2) skill formation for further independent reading
of specialized texts [1] . Depending on the purpose, the following types of reading are
usually specified: a) scanning (aimed at getting a general idea of the text) ; b) search
(reading to find a particular word or definition); ¢) skimming (aimed at understanding
the basic content and ideas); d) reading for detail ( requiring complete and detailed
understanding of the whole text). To succeed in the above-mentioned types of reading,
we teach students to use both bilingual dictionaries and those ones which give
definitions. Learning the most common linking words and terms is also essential. We
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suggest the work with headings and subheadings of journal articles to let students find
the necessary data for their course and diploma papers and future professional activity.
They must learn to guess the meaning of unknown words from the context, identify
words according to word formation elements. Students are also taught to render the
information from the texts briefly when they complete summaries or write abstracts. We
choose the texts which encourage cognitive activity and present foreign culture facts.

Reading authentic texts students realize the availability of scientific data in a foreign
language. For the first-year students we choose general scientific articles on popular
problems. The second-year students are to make presentations at student conferences, so
they have to read a number of articles on a given subject which implies good knowledge
of terms. The teacher should monitor this activity and give advice.

A combination of syntactic and semantic approaches is used to understand the
meaning of the text. [4] We recommend the following tasks to help students deal with
texts, analyze them, improve reading literacy and develop students’ linguistic
competence: 1) to specify the key words and the main problem; 2) to render the content
briefly in their mother-tongue; 3) to choose the principal scientific data; 4) to share
information with group-mates asking and answering questions; 5) to express their views
when the texts are discussed.

Professionally-oriented reading is a receptive, reproductive and productive activity
which leads to logical inference. Being well-designed, it contributes to the development
of student cognitive activity, facilitates understanding lexical and grammar features of a
foreign language and broadens the student’s mind.

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“AMERICAN REVOLUTIONARY WAR”: TOWARDS A GENUINELY
INTERACTIVE LECTURE

Iryna Morozova (Kharkiv)

A lecture is considered a standard way of presenting theoretical courses in
tertiary institutions of Ukraine. Among its obvious advantages are the following: it is
the most economical form of teaching in terms of students’ time and efforts as well as
the academic staff’s involvement; it is much more motivating and psychologically
more powerful than a textbook; the lecture makes it possible for the teacher to expose
the unclear and to help students immediately by applying the ways of accelerating
their brainwork [1]. The lecture is an active teaching method. Attending/listening to it
Is connected with strenuous processing of a considerable volume of information,
summarizing its basic points, analyzing its material. Besides, the lecture, which is
quite important for students’ future professional life, helps them to acquire the skills
of listening to others, of getting the gist, of reviewing the information and forming a
reasoned opinion about it [2]. The latter is of great importance for forming the basis
of a genuinely interactive lecture.

The subject of American Studies is part of the curriculum of the Foreign
Languages Department of V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National University. Being one of
the first theoretical courses presented in English to the students it aims at developing
their communicative competence of cross-cultural communication including literal
perception of what the interlocutor says and understanding texts in the original [3].
The subject presupposes both teaching the language and imparting certain
information on the country under study. Modern media resources make it possible to
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illustrate the information provided during a particular lecture with authentic
materials. One of those is the film America: the Story of Us. Premiered on April 25,
2010 on History channel, the program portrays more than 400 years of American
history (with emphasis on how American creation of new technologies has had
effects on the nation’s history and, by implication, the world). It spans time from the
successful English settlement of Jamestown beginning in 1607, through to the present
day [4]. Currently, | use one of its episodes to discuss an issue of the American
Revolution with the third-year students

On finishing the presentation of the social and historic reasons for the start of
the War for Independence, | offer the audience to watch the corresponding part of
America: the Story of Us and do certain exercises. The original film is not divided
into mini-episodes which makes it difficult — if watched non-stop — to apply as an
educational means. Thus | have divided it into logical segments, each dedicated to a
certain key event or a certain key step on the way of America’s becoming
independent. Each of the segments has questions about facts, dates, personalities,
historic documents, etc. For example, students are to fill in the gaps in the text of the
Declaration of Independence: “We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men
are ..., that they are endowed by their Creator with certain ... rights, that among
these are ..., ... and the pursuit of ...."”"

To sum up, experience at holding an interactive kind of American Studies
lecture involving authentic resources has shown that the material is better digested by
the target audience and makes it possible to motivate the students to study the subject
in depth. My further steps are creating a training set based on the film and dedicated
to each of the USA’s historic stages.
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ECOLOGICALLY INFORMED TEFL PRACTICES IN UKRAINE
Morozova O.l. (Kharkiv)

The need for raisingthe English language proficiencyof Ukrainian citizens has
been stipulated by a number of recent regulations of the Ministry of Education, yet it
has hardly changed the current situation for the better.The cause for this is rooted in
persistent practices of teaching English in the artificial, isolated environment of a
classroom. Ishare the assumption of C. Kramsch and S.V. Steffensen that the key to
changing the situation lies in applying the ecological approach, which is holistic by
its very nature. Iwill dwell in detail on three methodological subprinciples which are
of particular importance for TEFL practices in Ukraine:digressing from the principle
of universality in favor of specificity, dialogism, and using the affordances of the
environment.

Abandoning universality for cultural specificity means the necessity for
'localization' of TEFL materials developed by native speakers of English, that is,
adjusting them to the specifics of Ukrainian learners. Thisconcerns primarily teaching
grammar:authentic English textbooks presentgrammar in a standardized manner, not
taking into account the cognitive structures of Ukrainian learners of English.

The principle of dialogism (interactional, collaborative socialization), which
takes root in Bakhtinian tradition and is associated with the work of VVygotsky, is well
known to Ukrainian scholars, but not many TEFL practitioners follow it. The use of
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native speakers of English as a model for socialization is highly problematic for
Ukrainedue to financial considerations.

Yet it is possible to ensure socialization by bringing in the new media into the
process of learning / teaching English (distance learning, video conferences,
international project-based learning, competitions, etc.).

Thus, the present-day challenges of TEFL in Ukraine stem from the artificial,
isolated environment of a typical language classroom. The key to overcoming these
challenges lies in the ecological approach, which presupposes digressing from
universality in favor of specificity, dialogism, and using the affordances of the

environment.

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AROUSING INTEREST IN THE PROCESS OF DISCUSSION
Nemchonok S. L. (Kharkiv)

To say that a language-learning activity should be interesting is, again, stating
the obvious. Student motivation and performance are dependent to a large extent
on the interest and enjoyment generated by the activity. But it may be worth dwelling
a little on what exactly makes a task interesting.

The first essential component is the challenge of performing the task itself. If a
task is too difficult, the group is discouraged before it begins; if too easy, students
quickly bored. There has to be a combination of challenge and ensured success: the
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task must be hard enough to demand an effort on the part of the group members, but
easy enough for it to be clear that success is within their grasp. This is another reason
for preferring open-ended tasks; they are success-oriented. However much or little is
produced, whatever responses are given, it all constitutes a performance that may be
more or less successful, but is unlikely to be a failure.

As regards interesting subject-matter, there are two schools of thought. One
claims that the closer discussion material or role-play situations are to the students’
own circumstances, the more interested they will be; and the other, that the more
Imaginative and exotic the subject, the more excited and more stimulated the
participants. Both theories have truth, as do the converse arguments: if the subject-
matter is too far removed from students’ own lives, they may find difficulty in
understanding and manipulating it, whereas if it is too close to home they may be
bored. Of course this dichotomy is only apparent, and springs, | think, from too
imprecise a use of the word ‘subject’. The subject consists of two things: a basic
conflict or problem, which can be expressed in more or less abstract terms; and its
expression in an actual context. What must be familiar to the students is the abstract
framework: where or how it is realized is open to the imagination. For example,
children are familiar from experience with the conflicts arising between authority-
figures and subordinates (parent-child, teacher-pupil, etc.); they therefore have no
difficulty in extrapolating to a situation of conflict between boss and workers, officers
and men, warders and prisoners.

Role-pay is another, optional, contributor to interest; its advantages and
disadvantages in general have already been described. Many tasks can be done with
or without role-play.

There are one or two further elements which can add interest. The use of a
physical focus for the discussion helps to keep students’ attention centered on the
subject and stimulate ideas. Object-based discussions should always be done with the
object physically present; pictures, graphic representations or relevant written details
set before participants can also help to stimulate interest even if they are not strictly
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speaking essential to the understanding or performance of the task. Writing down
results or ideas by one of the group members as the activity proceeds also helps to
focus attention. Finally, as | have said elsewhere, group tasks are easily made into
group contests, with an immediate rise in tension and motivation, and even so simple

a stratagem as the setting of a time-limit has a similar effect.

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Ein internationales Verfahren der kollegialen Hospitation im Deutschunterricht
des Goethe-Instituts Deuschland und Ukraine (2014-2018) hat die effizientesten
Formen des offenen Unterrichts fiir A2-B2-Lernende hervorgehoben:

1) Lernralley: Eine lineare Folge von Textteilen mit Aufgaben. Pausen und
Revisionen sind moglich.

OPTIMIZATION OF FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHING TAKING INTO
ACCOUNT STUDENTS’ LEARNING STYLES

Creating an effective communicative class with maximum students’
participation has always been a matter of concern for foreign language teachers.
However, sometimes despite all efforts, teachers fail to raise students’ interest and
motivation [1]. And one of the reasons is the discrepancy between the intentions of a
teacher and the students’ general approach to learning a foreign language. Therefore,
the first step a teacher must consider is to analyse an individual student’s language
learning style.

For this purpose students are asked to complete the Style Orientation Scale [2]
for language learning which is designed to assess their general approach to learning a
new language — their language learning style. It doesn’t predict a student’s behaviour
in every instance, but it is a clear indication of his/her preferences in language
learning. The Style Orientation Scale includes 5 major activities which indicate
student’s general sensory preference, his general relations with other people, his
general relations with ideas, his orientation to learning tasks and his overall
orientation, not just in the language class. At the end of each activity there is a key for
an interpretation of the results, which represent five different aspects of a student’s
language learning style.

For instance, student’s sensory preferences are likely to affect the way he
learns a new language best. If he is a visual person, he might feel more comfortable

with reading than with oral activities. If he is an auditory learner, he might prefer
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listening or speaking activities to reading assignments. If he is a hands-on learner, he
might benefit from doing projects. If two or all three of his preferences are equally
strong, he is flexible enough to enjoy a wide variety of activities.

If a student scored high on extraversion, he might enjoy a wide variety of
social, interactive events in the language classroom- games, storytelling, role-plays. If
he is more introverted, he might like to do more independent work or might enjoy
working in pairs with someone he knows well.

If a student is intuitive, he might seek out the major principles or rules of the
new language, enjoys abstract thinking and avoid step-by-step instructions. He is
much more random in his approach than his concrete/sequential classmates, who are
likely to prefer step-by-step language activities and who might engage in a variety of
multimedia memory strategies.

Analysis of a student’s orientation to learning tasks shows how he focuses
carefully on all tasks, meets deadlines, plans ahead for assignment, wants explicit
instructions and asks for clear directions. If a student’s score is higher for openness,
he probably enjoys “discovery learning” in which he picks up information on his
own, and might prefer to relax and play with the language without much concern for
deadlines or planning ahead. A teacher can join forces of these two different students,
so they can learn to get things done while still having fun.

If a student is more global in his overall orientation, he might enjoy getting
the main idea of a new-language conversation or a reading passage by guessing
the meaning of unknown words and might like to use strategies (such as gestures or
paraphrasing) for communicating even without knowing all the right phrases. But if
a student is more analytic, he might feel less comfortable with these rather holistic
techniques and might focus more on language details, logical analysis of grammar
points, and contrasts between L1 and the new language.

So, the analysis of students’ leaning styles will help a teacher to optimize a

student’s language learning by selecting the most effective activities in the classroom.

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PEDAGOGICAL LINGUOECOLOGY
SamokhinaV.O. (Kharkiv)

Speech culture connected with the rhetoric canon in education is interpreted in
the ecological aspect as part of healthy and congenial environment of the
contemporary person. Linguoecology as an important unit of cultural ecology cares
of language as an instrument of speech, important means of communication and
transmission of thought in which people’s historical memory and indissolvable
connection theory and practice are accumulated.The subject of linguoecology is
language and its speakers. Special attention is given to the problem of
linguoecological ‘health’ as a factor of linguistic health of man, his safety.In 1912
E. Sepir in his article ‘Language and Environment’ stated that use of ecological
approach to various spheres of people’s activity had become a characteristic feature
of our life.Great role in saving and preserving language appertains to education,
especially to higher school which moulds and develops the linguistic personality,
creates cultural linguistic environment.\We may single out pedagogical linguoecology
as a factor of safety of people’s vital activity in educational process.

Linguistic education in Ukraine aims at building up a person of culture who is
able to integrate to world community, present himself as an intellectually developed
and educated personality.In professional preparation of the future foreign language
teacher, modern Ukrainianeducational paradigm first and foremost strives to form
intercultural competence as ability of the communicative personality to actualize
himself within a dialogue of cultures. Here cognizable activity of the student as a
mechanism of optimization of the process of receiving, analysis and interpretation of
information becomes a dominant.

Cognizable activity is a unity of four interconnected components: educational
(understanding of culture, mounting of one’s own thoughts), developing
(development of communicative and value orientations), educative (tolerance to other
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systems of values) and practical (use of language as a mechanism of effective
communication). So, the novelty of this approach is in developing tendency of
communicative teaching language in connection with the ecological approach, which
includes the abovementioned aspects, and that is hence aninalienable component of
pedagogical process in teaching foreign languages in higher educational
establishments of Ukraine.

Problems that arise in Ukrainian universities nowadays are: drop in quantity of
study hours that are allotted in academic programs for studying a foreign language
and actual language/speech competence of students; lack of system of teaching
speech culture, practice of speech cooperation, low level of social linguistic
environment; insufficient scientific and methodological working out of the problem
of pedagogical aspects of linguoecological education of students.

Nowadays Ukrainian scientists, linguists, linguodidactics direct their attention at
renovation and search of perfection of speech culture, taking into consideration

peculiarities of the didactic process at contemporary Ukrainian higher school.

APPROACHES TO MISTAKES
Sverdlova I. O. (Kharkiv), Oliver Vogler (Palma de Mallorca)

Terminology: Firstly, it is necessary to define the methodological meaning of the
following terms: “slip of the tongue”, “error” and “mistake”.

“Slip of the tongue” implies that a student is already familiar with the correct
form. The reason why he got it wrong is just because he was not attentive enough, did
not concentrate on the context, or is still in the process of assimilating something that
he learned recently. In this case a teacher may assume that the student is able to
correct himself.

An “error” for a teacher means that a learner does not know how to use the

form correctly, or that this piece of the language has not been taught yet. Therefore,
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only a prompt on behalf of the teacher or the classmates would help correct the
mistake.
“Mistake” is used as a term covering both concepts — slip and error.

Teacher’s attitude to mistakes:

Secondly, the attitude of a teacher to mistakes may vary considerably. Whereas some
teachers try to correct every single mistake because they do not want a student to
develop bad habits, others consider correcting mistakes rather a waste of time. There
may be even teachers who like it to a certain extent, if learners make mistakes
because this gives them the feeling that they can help the students to improve their
abilities, as they explain. However, truly responsible teachers try to differentiate
between slips and errors and intervene only in the case of errors but ignore any slips.

When not to correct mistakes:

There are situations in which it is not recommendable to correct any mistakes.

1. When a new student comes to the class and speaks for the first time, a teacher
should provide a cordial atmosphere, so that the student will feel at ease and
welcome. It is also a chance for the teacher to assess the skill level of the
student and to outline a set of flexible strategies that may fit him in the future.

2. When a learner is speaking about something that is very important to him, the
content is more important than the formal aspects (for example, he could have
just lost his friend or broken up with the partner).

3. When the learners are practicing an activity whose main aim is to get relaxed
and to enjoy the current part of the lesson.

4. When a teacher is angry with the student, it makes sense to focus on
interpersonal differences after class and deal with the source of the resentment
in private but not in public.

5. When a feedback is being conducted and the learner gives the correct answer
making just some small mistakes.

Summary for a teacher:

1. Correcting mistakes is an integral part of learning.
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Students expect the teacher to correct their mistakes.
Correction should be brief and clear.

Learners might be involved in correction work.

It is not always necessary to correct mistakes immediately as delaying it may
sometimes be more beneficial.

DESIGNING TASKS IN COGNITIVE-COMMUNICATIVE SETTINGS
Sverdlova I. O. (Kharkiv), Sverdlova Iryna S. (Winchester)

The starting point of the cognitive-communicative syllabus (CCS) is
fundamentally different from that of the structural and the notional-functional ones.
The CCS has been developed both from a sociolinguistic and cognitive viewpoints.
The scholars made an attempt to identify the elements of a target language which its
learners would most need to know and the stages of cognitive development which
refers to how a person perceives, thinks, and gains understanding of his or her world
through the interaction of genetic and learned factors [1]. The following principles
underlie the instruction provided in cognitive-communicative settings.

Empowering learners. Cognitive-communicative settings weans learners from

passivity by providing exceptionally high interest materials, colorful and motivating
activities, personalized self-reflection tasks, peer tutoring and other forms of
cooperative learning, and powerful learning strategies to boost self direction in
learning. The empowerment of learners creates refreshing new roles for teachers, too.
A teacher serves as facilitator, co-communicator, diagnostician, guide, and helper.
Teachers are set free to be more creative while students become self determining

learners.

Helping students improve their learning strategies. Learning strategies are the steps a
person uses to enhance his or her learning. Examples are taking notes, practicing,
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finding a conversation partner, analyzing words, using background knowledge, and
controlling anxiety. In a cognitive- communicative environment these strategies
smoothly fit the needs of a given language task, on the one hand, and desperate grab-
bag of ill-matched techniques, on the other. The designed activities overtly weave a
comprehensive set of learning strategies into language activities. These learning
strategies are arranged in eight broad categories.
Forming concepts.
Personalizing.

Remembering new material.
Managing learning.

Understanding and using emotions.

Overcoming limitations.
Testing hypotheses.
Learning with others.

Handling Learning Styles. Learners have different learning styles (for instance,

visual, auditory, hands-on; reflective, impulsive; analytic, global; extroverted,
introverted; closure-oriented, open). CCS setting provides exciting activities
specifically tailored to the needs of students with a large range them. Insights from
the latest educational and psychological research undergird this style-nourishing
variety.

Offering authentic communication. Students need to encounter the language that

provides authentic, meaningful communication. They must be involved in real-life
communication tasks that cause them to want and need to read, write, speak, and
listen to English. Moreover, the tasks — to be most effective — must be arranged
around themes relevant to learners. In CCS learners will see specific content drawn
from very broad areas such as home life, science and technology, business,
humanities, social sciences, global issues, and multiculturalism. All the themes are

real and important, and they are fashioned into language tasks that students enjoy.

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UNIVERSITY TEACHER’ EFFECTIVENESS
Skryl O. I. (Kharkiv)

The problem of university teachers’ effectiveness in the field of higher
education is one of the main issues in the whole world. Scientists from different
countries are engaged in the research on raising the effectiveness of the teacher,
developing strategies for the improvement of working conditions. British and
Portuguese scholars see a rise in bureaucratic tendencies and political influence as a
result of inadequate teaching productivity. In 2015, the term “teacher immunity”,
proposed by Phil Heaver (UK) and Zoltan Doérnyei (Korea), appeared in scientific
papers [1]. The authors’ article is intended to provide educational staff with strategies
to overcome all the stressful teaching environments and reduce the overall tendency
of resistance to methodological changes and innovations.

In abrupt changes in the educational policy of Ukraine, in particular, one can
also observe a series of contradictions, namely:

o strict requirements in scientific activity without significant changes in
educational workload

o efficiency requirements increase along with the absence of proper
working conditions

Nowadays the teaching staff performs a huge amount of paper work which
blunts the creativity of the university teacher as a creative person in the first place. In
addition, the shift of focus from practical activities to scientific ones leads to a
complete lack of time for perfect preparation for interesting and cognitive classes.
Constant talk about the need for students’ motivation raises the question of the
presence of motivation among teachers with too low wages. A huge amount of paper
work leading to a lack of time at all, lack of sleep and irritation, an increase in
aggression also have the right to be present on the list of influential factors even
among highly skilled specialists.

Highly-qualified specialists in the field of Ukrainian education go abroad,
where they find suitable working conditions and the possibility of using their creative
potential for a decent reward. In Ukraine it seems that the university teacher is
considered a certain machine without emotions and needs that must perform the
assigned functions at any time. The teacher is the person who is not at all protected
by either the leadership or the students, and must meet the requirements of both.

TO TALK OR NOT TO TALK? TEACHER TALKING TIME IN ENGLISH
CLASSROOM
D. V Strelchenko, CELTA (Ukraine, Kharkiv)

To a large extent the balance between Teacher Talking Time (TTT) and Student
Talking Time (STT) depends on both the type of a lesson, aims and activities which
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might be involved and the level of the students you work with. Teaching Talking
Time (TTT) — is a special term which is used to describe how much time a teacher
talks during a lesson. It’s obvious that the teacher is an important and significant
source of the language model for the group of students.
In the class teachers usually speak more when:

- Presenting, clarifying, checking, modeling new or revised langiage;

- Setting up activities or giving instructions and feedbacks;

- Providing language input: for example, when telling a story;

- Establishing rapport be chatting: for example, about the students did at the

weekend, plans for the evening etc.

However, the lesson is not about the teacher, it’s about the students. In practice, lots
of English teachers complain that students don’t talk in class; they don’t participate in
any discussions and prefer to stay silent. They are too quiet. Therefore, the class
should be focused on the students with the teacher’s guiding and monitoring. If we
reduce the amount of Teaching Talking Time it will definitely make the class more
interesting for students.

So, what is the golden balance of Teaching Talking Time? Teaching doesn’t mean
‘talking all the time’. When you are teaching a language, the priority is for the
Student Talking Time, rather than the teacher. Hammer [2], Hall [1] agree that
Students Talking Time must be maximized in the classroom because that is the
chance that students have to practice their English. In the case of beginners, the ratio
of Teaching Talking Time vs. Student Talking Time should be 50% to 50%, and this
percentage should progressively change till you achieve 30% of Teaching talking
Time to 70% of Student Talking Time. In groups with advanced learners, it could
even be reached 10% to 90 % accordingly. You can easily analyze your talking time
with a stopwatch during one or two lessons, but in most cases you shouldn’t be
talking more than your students. A task for teacher is to minimize his/her oral

interventions in order to foster students.
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To sum up, one of the most important demand for successful language learning is to
provide appropriate environment for students to develop language skills in the
classroom. Such environment should include appropriate (and necessary) language
teachers’ input for students. There is, however, an ongoing debate on how much of
this time may a teacher talk and on whether students are given enough time for
reflection and their use of language.

ASSESSMENT

1. Introduction.

1.1 The purpose of the External Independent Assessment.

One of the tasks of the teacher is to find ways to optimize the learning process and
improve the efficiency of training students for the EIA. It examines the level of
knowledge and skills in the following areas: listening, reading, vocabulary and
grammar, writing, speaking. In this regard, it seems appropriate to select exercises,
tasks and tests, combined thematically. Practice shows that this selection creates the
conditions for mastering the thematic vocabulary. The variety of tasks presented in
the EIA format having a common thematic component optimizes the development of
core competencies
2. Examination is a stress for schoolchildren, for teachers and for parents. The word
"exam" is translated from Latin as "probation”. So the final exam is sometimes

case; a graduate is left alone with the tasks. And parents only have to worry about
their child. Adults have already done everything that was in their power.
Agree that everyone who passes the exams, regardless of their result, comprehends
the most important science in life - the ability not to give up in a difficult situation
and go on.

Long before the exams discuss with the child what exactly he will have to take,
what disciplines seem to him the most difficult, why? This information will help to
jointly create a training plan - which items will have to spend more time and that
requires only repetition. Determine together with the child his "gold watch" ("lark" he
or "owl™). It is better to study complex topics during the hours of recovery, well-
known ones - during hours of recession.

5.1. Some advices to teachers as well as graduates.
1. It is necessary to introduce test technologies more actively into the training system.
2. Knowing the typical design of test tasks, the student will not waste time
understanding the instructions.
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3. It is desirable to conduct the main part of the work in advance working out

individual  details when passing tests on the topics covered.

6. About ways to improve the training of students for the EIA in English.

The optimal long-term option for students is the partial inclusion of the test and
measurement materials of the final examination in the testing work throughout the
school course. So students gradually get acquainted with the requirements and
structure of examination materials in a test form, get used to the formulation of tasks
and types of tests. The experience of many teachers in preparing students for the
exam shows that all students who have good and excellent results on the subject in
this preparation, during the test run easily gain points much higher than the minimum
threshold set.

7. Conclusion.

Emotional mood in intellectual work depends on subjective factors that can be
eliminated by effort of will (laziness, for example) and from objective ones that do
not depend on us. But what about the provision of interest? After all, sometimes we
have to deal with an object that is not quite a favorite. In this case, think about why
you need the business that you are going to do, what benefits await you in the end
and create a motive. It is more difficult to create an emotional mood. After all, this

"thing" is absolutely individual and any single recipe will hardly work.

ANSATZE DER THEATERTECHNIKEN IM
FREMDSPRACHENUNTERRICHT

Man versteht unter den Theatertechniken in einem Unterricht bestimmte
dramapéadagogische Methoden oder wie es von 0Osterreichischen Fachkriften definiert
wird, eine speziell fiir den Seminarraum konzipierte Lehr- und Lernmethode, die

spezielle Techniken aus den verschiedensten Theaterbereichen benutzt. [1, c.9]
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Dramapédagogik beruht auf zwei wesentlichen Prinzipien: Identifikation und Aufbau
einer fiktiven Situation. Die Studenten identifizieren sich im dramapiddagogischen
Spiel mit Rollen, deren Einstellungen und Biographie sie kennen lernen sollen. Die
Ubernahme fremder Identititen erdffnet ihnen Erfahrungen, deren Zugang ihnen
sonst verwehrt bliebe. Mit Hilfe der dramapiddagogischen Techniken und ihres
Vorstellungsvermogens schaffen sich die Studenten eine fiktive Situation, in der sie
mit Uberzeugung handeln.

Dramapadagogische Methoden tragen vor allem zur Entwicklung Fertigkeit Sprechen
und interkulturellen Kompetenz bei. Im miindlichen Sprachunterricht, wo die
Studenten die Moglichkeit haben sollen, verschiedene Kommunikationssituationen zu

erproben und sie zusammen mit anderen Teilnehmern zu gestalten.

Auch im Literaturunterricht konnen dramapidagogische Ansitze sehr hilfreich sein,
vor allem beim studienbegleitenden Deutschunterricht an einer Uni, wo sehr viel mit
Texten und Biichern gearbeitet wird. Das fallt vielen Studenten schwer, wenn sie die
Unterrichtssprache nicht so gut beherrschen. Das Lesen selbst bedeutet bereits eine
grofle Anstrengung; sie fithlen sich von Literatur nicht angesprochen und verweigern
immer Ofter die Mitarbeit. Verfahren der szenischen Interpretation koénnen
motivationsfordernd eingesetzt werden, denn durch die aktive Auseinandersetzung
mit dem Text iiberwinden viele Jugendliche oft die Scheu vor der Fremdsprache.
Durch das Verfassen von Rollenbiografien, das Erfinden und die Weiterfiihrung von
Dialogen, beim Einfiihlen und bei der Darstellung von Personen haben sie die
Moglichkeit, sich ganzheitlich mit Literatur zu beschiftigen und sich selbst ins

Unterrichtgeschehen einzubringen.

Merkmalen eines dramapidagogisch orientierten Unterrichts nach Manfred Schewe
sind: Ganzheitlichkeit, Korperliche Aktion in Interaktion, ein hoher Grad an innerer
Beteiligung der Lerner. [2,c.45] Es werden bewusst die Handlungssituationen
geschaffen, in denen sie in ihrer Rolle beriihrt werden. Es wird eine entspannende

Atmosphire geschaffen. Die Sozialform Gruppenarbeit und damit die ,kollektive

Lerneraktivitit“ hat einen hohen Stellenwert Es konnen nachhaltig wirksame

interkulturelle Lernprozesse eingeleitet werden.

Aus dieser Praxis flihrt der Weg auf die theoretische Ebene und nicht umgekehrt.
Deswegen liegt der Schwerpunkt auf der praktischen Anwendung von

Fremdsprachen in verschiedenen Handlungssituationen.

AN APPROPRIATE CHOICE - A PROPER APPROACH TO LEARNING

Having started to consider the topic, we were focused on the ESP University
students, but the outcome of consideration tells us that the ideas presented can be
extrapolated to teaching/learning in general.

In today's world, one cannot but agree that a role of students’ lifelong learning
skills is extremely important. These skills are indispensable for learners in their
becoming good professionals, which is of great value especially now due to a highly
competitive labor market with its increasingly sophisticated demands. Yet, besides
being competent in a particular specialism, today’s graduates are required to be
critical and analytical thinkers, problem solvers, team players, negotiators as well as to
be good at leadership and time management. The list of must have attributes might be
extended by adding numerous so-called “soft” or transferable skills, which are needed
by contemporary graduates to function independently and successfully in both their

professional and private lives.
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Nowadays we can witness that in many cases the line between different
phenomena and things is becoming increasingly blurred, which might be considered as a
distinguishing feature of our time. We are faced with an inter-disciplinary nature of
things. In terms of work, it means that those who actively engage in it need to be able to
integrate knowledge and skills from a number of disciplines. In addition, appropriate
interpersonal skills are in great demand.

At present, calls for change in education still can be heard. Thus, Garry Jacobs
calls for a new paradigm in human development, which must be largely based on a new
paradigm in education. Those who support this idea are for a human-centered
educational system aimed at the fullest development of the capacities of each individual.
What is needed is quality education built on active learning. This kind of learning is to
foster curiosity, discovery and original thinking. It can encourage breaking down the
intellectual boundaries among disciplines, which it turn can lead to a more
comprehensive, trans-disciplinary, and integrated approach to knowledge. Concentrated
on quality education based on active learning, we also refer to an increasingly popular
concept of PBL, with the latter standing for Problem-based learning. PBL activities are
designed to develop transferable skills and attributes together with the proper discipline
specific knowledge. Problem-based learning has its own underlying goals, such as to
urge students to develop ability to think critically, analyze problems, find and further use
appropriate learning resources. Skills like these correspond to the degree level
expectations representing the required outcomes for a university education.

There is no doubt that the character of learning activities is to be considered in
close connection with that of teaching activities. The general role of the teacher is that of
a facilitator. The the teaching is to be consistent with the logic and philosophy of the
chosen approach to learning/teaching. The ESP course should be aimed at developing
and encouraging appropriate skills in learners. Thus, the mission behind every
discussion issue is to start a meaningful conversation, transcending traditional
constraints and stereotypes. The emerging discussions and conversations are to
demonstrate that there is still enough room for all of us to be educated. It is the teacher’s

enthusiastic and motivated agents of social change. We all — both teachers and learners —

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CLASSROOM STRATEGIES FOR BILINGUAL STUDENTS

Teachers often have to deal with cases when students with different level of
language proficiency are engaged in one studying group. Bilingual groups are a not
less challenge as linguistically diverse class requires twice as much effort and
attention. So, before starting to work with such groups a teacher should realize that
he\she is not going to help leaning but acquiring, new skills for instance. A
distinction between “learning” and “acquiring” was represented by a pioneer of a
humanistically oriented approach to language teaching and learning E. Stevick.
According to his line of reasoning, learning refers to what goes on in the classroom,
whereas the term ‘acquisition’ is reserved for the ability to achieve fluency in one’s
first language [2; p. 21-23]. This can be explained by the fact that everything we learn
may be forgotten whereas skill is something more lasting. Acquisition is a longer
process where results cannot be perceived immediately, thus, the first strategy for a
bilingual student is not to miss lessons.

Language occurs when the environment is responsive to the student. Since
bilingualism is the goal of a world language program, students who speak another
language enter school with a great advantage and act as a great help for a teacher.
They can provide a natural context for language practice for English-speaking
students. Having opportunities to interact with native speakers of a language
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increases the potential for second language learners to approximate native-like
fluency in the target language.

Environment should focus on meaning rather than on form, that is why a content-
based language instruction is an effective teaching approach that incorporates both
languages. Make sure that the content of a lesson meets a linguistic component. For
example, considering the topic “travelling” and practicing a round-the-world virtual
trip the content objective would be geographical places, means of travelling, sights,
etc, and the language objective would be the usage of the language of sequencing (i.e.
First, Then, Next, etc.) to express actions of a holidaymaker.

Another strategy in a bilingual classroom is to focus on language that is concerned
with functional situations and authentic utterances. Authenticity comes from real
communication contexts in which participants convey real information. Simulating
real situations promote students’ motivation and a teacher can use this tool to
diversify practice speaking, e.g. to offer the students to simulate native-stranger
communication (asking the way, giving advice, interview, etc). Such kind of
activities requires a pair or a group work and different language proficiency of the
students would create additional difficulty and excitement as well.

Fostering tolerance underlies another important strategy of creating a successful
language acquiring environment. Having different social, cultural and language
background may hinder language acquisition, therefore, the teacher working with
bilingual groups should sense that culture is functional. It is a tool that can be used to
unite the class rather than to differentiate one student from another. Cultural
phenomena can be shared by a group and transmitted to new members. We suggest
developing cultural awareness by using authentic cultural realia as a springboard for
communication in the language.

To conclude, we cannot but agree with F. Genesee and N. Cloud who claimed that
educational programs for both language-majority and language-minority students that
develop their home language along with a second language, or even a third language,
are feasible and effective [1; p. 63]. These programs have the value-added benefit of
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developing second language and cross-cultural skills at no cost to other educational
goals. These skills open employment opportunities and extend access to people,

places, and information that are available only in other languages.

LESSON PLANNING MODELS
Yevhen Chervinko (Kharkiv), Timo Sippala (Helsinki, Finland)

Being one of inalienable constituent parts of instruction process, lesson
planning overall and models thereof in particular are perceived to be a rigidly or
loosely specified set of and typical sequence of instruction/teaching activities of
teachers and learning activities of students. Stated otherwise, they represent a model
for a teacher to structure an individual lesson. Therefore, on the one hand, they help
to secure continuity and succession throughout the whole instruction process,
however, on the other hand by no means does it mean that all the lessons are
supposed to be the same. The following is an outline of the most widely spread lesson
planning models.

PPP — presentation of an aspect of language ina context/pictures, practice —
students practice the new aspect of language and become familiar with it whilst
receiving limited and appropriate assistance from the teacher, production — the
students will use the language in context, in an activity set up by the teacher who will

be giving minimal assistance [4].
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ESA-engage — teachers arouse the students’ interest, involving their emotions,
study — students focus in on language and how it is constructed (the teacher explains
orthe students study language evidence to discover for themselves/in groups, activate
—students use language freely and communicativelyappropriate for a given situation
or topic [1, p. 25-29].

OHE - observe language in use through listening to or reading a text,
hypothesise about the way that language works, experimentwith creating it
themselves in their own contexts [2, p. 10-16].

ARC — AuthenticUse of authentic material in genuinely speech exercises,
Restricted Use of language and speech material and its training in language and pre-
communicative activities/guided practice, and Clarificationrepresenting the process
of assimilating the form of a certain linguistic unit by means of visual aids, corpora or
exercises [3, p. 79-92].

Deep End in TBL (task-based learning), in which communicative tasks are
performed first and subsequent to that, proceeding from the measure of success the
students achieved, lexical and grammar subskills are trained and polished.

Jungle path — admits of no planning at all with the teacher proceeds from the
natural procedure in class and students’ needs as well as their interests [5].

By way of conclusion, it can be stated that, taking into consideration the
positive and beneficial role of planning models in the instruction process, the choice
of a certain planning model predominantly hinges on the prevailing method of
teaching and approach adopted with the stages in planning models varying and/or
repeating.

ADAPTING AND SUPPLEMENTING COURSEBOOK MATERIALS
Chernysh T.V., Starukh V.O. (Kharkiv)

Nowadays teachers have access to a variety of coursebooks. Thus, it may seem
that there is no need to change anything or to find any additional materials. But it is
not so. Every teacher can identify gaps in their coursebooks with the help of the
following criteria: 1) clear presentation of grammar / vocabulary, and generally,
sufficient amount of exercises aimed at these systems; 2) both controlled and freer
practice of language items; 3) practice aimed at all four skills; 4) work on functions
and pronunciation;
5) level of interest which your students show in dealing with texts and tasks;
6) possibility to use authentic materials to give extra practice; 7) personalisation;
8) recycling of language etc. The facts in favour of using a coursebook are:
1) framework; 2) syllabus; 3) ready-made texts and tasks; 4) economy; 5)
convenience; 6) guidance; 7) autonomy. As for the facts against using it, they
include: 1) inadequacy; 2) irrelevance, lack of interest; 3) limitation; 4) homogeneity;
5) over-easiness
[2, p. 184-185].

Adapting coursebook materials means to change them in some way to make
them more suitable for your learners. There are four possible ways of materials
adaptation: change, replace, remove and add. Each way involves the following key
strategies:

1) extending the material; 2) shortening the material; 3) changing the form of the
task; 4) changing the level of the material; 5) reordering the material etc.

Here are several examples of adapted versions.

Example 1. The form of the activity is changed. The activity is more
personalised and adapted to higher level of learners.

Original. Rewrite the sentences using the correct form of the conditional.

1. If a man with a knife (stop) me in the street, | (give) him all my money.

Adapted version. What would you do in these situations? Choose one of these

possibilities or make up your own answer.
What would you do if a man with a knife stopped you in the street?

a. Scream; b. Give him all my money; c.

Example 2. The order of the activity is changed.
Original. Listen to the following recorded talk, and then answer the multiple-
choice questions.

Adapted version. A teacher goes through the questions with learners before

they listen to the text and gets them to predict what the answers might be. A teacher
encourages learners to listen selectively by concentrating on only one or two
questions each time they hear the tape.

Example 3. The level and the form of the activity is changed. The activity is
more personalised.

Original. Complete each sentence with the appropriate relative pronoun: who
or which.

Adapted version. Tell your learners to cover up the entire second part of each

sentence and invite them to suggest a variety of possible endings. Before finishing the
sentence direct the learners to add who or which.

Different websites, readers, electronic materials, games, posters, pictures,
teacher-made materials are called supplementary materials. They should correspond
to certain criteria before being used. Some of them are: 1) level of your learners; 2)
clear instructions; 3) clear purpose of activities etc.
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To conclude, during the process of adapting and supplementing coursebook
materials we should bear in mind that «aims should reflect what we hope the students
will be able to do, not what the teacher is going to do» [1, p. 314].

MODERN CREATIVE TOOLS OF TEACHING ENGLISH USING DIGITAL
MEDIA IMAGES
Shytikova (Lastovka) Ch.I. (Kharkiv)

Using the Internet is an indispensable part of being a member of the modern
society. Every day students use different kinds of social media sites, so they are
probably quite familiar with such digital media images (DMI) as a GIF (a graphic
image on a web page that moves), a meme (an image, video file or set of text that is
intended to be funny), an emoji(ideograms and smileys used in electronic messages
and web pages), an animoji(animated emoji) and so on. Why not use them as a
teaching tool in order to generate students’ interest?

Both social media sites and humor that provides DMI contribute in gaining
students' attention. Since DMI mentioned above are constantly shared among
students on various social media sites and text messaging apps, we can get English
learners express themselves and their emotions creatively by interspersing GIFs,
memes, emojis and animojis in the classroom. We recommend practicing such tasks:
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1.Find some emojis/animojis to represent various emotions and then give your
students a list of those emotions. They say the emotion that it is connected with what
they see on the screen. The same type of activity can be done to help students learn
other vocabulary words. For instance, give students a list of funny captions and have
them match each caption with the picture to make a meme.

2. Challenge language learners to provideDMI to cover a range of emotions. Then ask
them different questions motivating students both to use the images and speak up
(e.g. Share with us how you are feeling about this school year./ What DMI will you
use when you are excited? / What about when you are too tired to chat with your
friend?,etc). It will help English learners not only to remember new vocabulary, but
also to understand the connotations between different emotion words because they
may choose different images for expressing their feelings in each specific case.

3. Then we can move to improving speaking skills. Have students choose a GIF and
make up a story to go with it (not only what is shown on the GIF). Another variation
can be providing several emojis in a line and having students make up a connected
narrative. It will give language learners an opportunity to improve their storytelling
skills and become feeling more confident speaking in public.

4. For enhancing writing skills you can offer the task mentioned above, but ask
student to write their own short stories illustrating them with GIFs.

5.Here is another way both to boost language learners’ vocabulary and improve
sentence building skills: show your students a random meme and have them try to

come up with their own funny caption of the image. See how much fun you will

have!

To sum up, DMlIhelp not only give students a chance to learn new vocabulary,
improve their writing and speaking skills, but also inject some humor into the lesson
that revives its atmosphere and make students feel more confident speaking in front
of the class and using new words.
