This study focuses on onna-bugeisha — female samurai warriors whose
significant yet understudied role shaped Japanese history from the Kamakura
period (1185-1333) to the Meiji period (1868-1912). The relevance of the topic
stems from the need to reconsider traditional views of samurai culture, typically
linked to men, and the limited exploration of this phenomenon in Ukrainian
historiography. The objective of the thesis is to comprehensively analyze the
historical role of onna-bugeisha, their participation in warfare, and their

representation in literature, kabuki theater, and ukiyo-e prints.

The research spans the 13th to 19th centuries across the Japanese
archipelago, with a focus on the Kansai, Kyushu, and Chugoku regions. Methods
include source criticism, comparative analysis, and a cultural studies approach.

The scientific novelty lies in the systematic integration of historical and cultural
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sources, tracing the evolution of the onna-bugeisha image from active combatants

to symbols of Japanese identity.

The thesis comprises an introduction, three chapters (historical context,
military role, cultural representation), conclusions, and a bibliography. The
findings highlight the contribution of onna-bugeisha to military history and the
shaping of national values, shedding light on the complexity of gender roles in

feudal Japan.
