Morozova O.1. Discourse as a Cognitive-Communicative Event. This article systematizes linguistic approaches
to defining the content of the term “discourse” according to the understanding of the nature of the context,

which can be verbal, situational, or cultural. The situational context can be considered in statics or dynamics,
as a token or a type. When viewed in the static perspective, discourse is conceptualized as a discrete object
which is a result of the cognitive-communicative activity of a person; when treated dynamically, it presents
itself as a cognitive-communicative event, an interactive process. In such case strategies, effects, etc. come into
the focus; the discourse interaction of the subjects is structured with the help of thizomorphous models.
